with his Chinese coun-

terpart Xi Jinping in
Beijing today amid mixed
US signals about potential talks
to resolve the North Korean
nuclear crisis.

Relations between Bei-
jing and Seoul have encoun-
tered their own rough patch
over the US military's deploy-
ment of a powerful anti-mis-
sile defence system in the
South to counter the North's
threats.

Moon hopesto “normalise”
ties during the visit, his office
hassaid, after Beijingimposed
economic measures against
South Korean companies, a
move seen as retaliation to the
installation of the THAAD
(Terminal High Altitude Area
Defense) system.

China sees the deploy-
ment as a threat to its own
security.

Moving past the dis-
agreement has become
increasingly importantamid
growing concern that bellicose
rhetoric between Washington
and Pyongyang could spark
war on the Korean peninsu-
la.

“The highlights to watch
of the visitwould be whether
the two sides (Seoul and Bei-
jing) can starta dialogue and
cooperation mechanism on
the DPRK (North Korea)
nuclearissue,” said Zhu Feng,
international studies profes-
sor at Peking University.

But a series of nuclear
and missile tests combined
with pressure from US Pres-
ident Donald Trump has
pushed Beijing to reconsid-
er its position and prioritise
improving relations with
Seoul.

“Itisaveryuncertain peri-
od,” Zhusaid. “The two sides
need high-level dialogues
and dialogues between mil-
itaries. These dialogues can-
notreally start without the nor-
malisation of the bilateral
relations.” Moon's visit comes
after US Secretary of State Rex
Tillerson said Washington
was ready to talk to North
Korea “without precondi-
tions”, though it remains
determined to force
Pyongyang to give up its
nuclear arsenal.

China and Russia respond-
ed positively to Tillerson's
remarks, even after the White
House appeared to put his pro-
posal in question by saying
Trump's “views on North
Korea have not changed.”

Beijing has pressed for
talks to peacefully resolve
the crisis, but there are sig-
nals thatithasbegun to pre-
pare for the possibility of the
North's collapse.

Tillerson said Tuesday that
US and Chinese officials have
discussed scenarios in case
the North Korean regime falls,
including steps to deal with
refugees crossing the bor-
der, and how to secure
Pyongyang's nuclear weapons.

Washington's top diplomat
said these discussions involved
him, the US defence secretary
and military chief, and senior
Chinese officials. Such dis-
cussions were unthinkable just
a few months ago.

Chinese guards beat
South Korean scribe
covering Moon visit

Chinese security personnel
beat and severely injured
a South Korean photo-
journalist covering Presi-
dent Moon Jae-In's visit
to Beijing today, a South
Korean media group said.

The scuffle took place
hours before Moon was
scheduled to meet with
Chinese President Xi Jinping
in an attempt to ease ten-
sions over the US deploy-
ment of a missile defence
system in South Korea.

The incident occurred at
a Beijing convention cen-
tre during the opening cer-
emony of a trade partner-
ship event attended by
Moon, who began his four-
day state visit yesterday.

South Korean photog-
raphers protested after
security personnel stopped
them from following
Moon's delegation.

The guards then grabbed
one photographer by the
neck and threw him to the
floor, and seized anoth-
er's camera, according to
the Korea Press Photogra-
phers Association (KPPA).

When the guards tried
to block journalists from
entering another event
hall, even though they
showed identity cards, a
photographer surnamed
Lee objected.

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‘USpolicy onN Korea has not changed’

The US State Department
said today its policy on North
Korea “hasnot changed,” fol-
lowing remarks by Secretary
of State Rex Tillerson that
Washington is ready to talk
without prior conditions.
Tillerson's comments,
made yesterday, were inter-
preted by some experts as a
softening of the US position.
The Secretary of State stat-
ed the need for a “period of
calm” in Pyongyang's nuclear
and ballistic tests before nego-
tiations could begin.
However, he also said talks
could begin “without pre-
conditions,” including with-
out confirmation that Kim
Jong- Un'sregime will aban-

don its nuclear program.

Tillerson had said in August
that “a condition of those
talks is there is no future
where North Korea holds
nuclear weapons.”

“The secretary was not
creating a new policy, our
policy remains exactly the
same asitwas,” State Depart-
ment spokeswoman Heather
Nauert said today.

“We remain open to dia-
logue when North Korea is will-
ingto conducta credible dia-
logue on the peaceful denu-
clearization of the Korean
peninsula,” she said, adding

“clearly the time is not right
now” and that the State
Department is “on the same
page” as the White House on
the issue.

Donald Trump's national
security advisor, H.R. McMas-
ter, also said today that denu-
clearizationis “the onlyviable
objective in North Korea.”

“Talks with North Korea
won't be an end in them-
selves,” headded duringa con-
ference organised by the
Jamestown Foundation
research institute in Wash-
ington.

Meanwhile, he interpret-

edTillerson's offer of discus-
sions “without preconditions”
asmeaning that the USis “not
going to relieve any pressure
on North Korea, or cave in to
any demands for pay offs.”

Tillerson yesterday told
the Atlantic Council policy
forum that North Korea is
welcome to talkabout anything
at a first meeting -- even the
weather.

“Let's just meet and let's
talk about the weather if you
want and talk about whether
it'sgoingtobeasquare table
oraround tableifthat's what
you're excited about,” he said.

But elsewhere in his
remarks, Tillerson insisted
the US- led pressure campaign
of economic and diplomatic
sanctions would continue
until “the first bomb drops.”
