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Hotel rates hold firm
amid June slowdown

Operators showed pricing discipline even during short-term demand dips

ndia’s hotel industry weathered a typi-
cally soft June and aviation disrup-
tions—such asthe Air India mishap in
Ahmedabad—without major setbacks,
asstrong pricing in key cities and solid
performance in May provided a cushion.
While occupancy dipped slightly, opera-
tors resisted slashing rates, indicating a
growing pricing discipline, according to
hospitality consultancy HVS Anarock.

May 2025 saw India’s top hotels per-
form strongly compared to the same
period last year, with average room rates
holding firm between 37,300 and X7,500.
Despite disruptions due to the Pahalgam
terrorattack in April, rates remained resil-
ient, even as occupancy declined 1-3%
year-on-year and 7-9% from April, says
hospitality consultancy HVS Anarock.

Radisson Hotel Group’s India portfolio
also delivered a strong performance in
April-June 2025, said the company.
"Despite geopolitical challenges and
uncertainties, this quarter (April-June)
hasreflected growth and resilience for us.
Wesaw a 2% increase in occupancy and a
6% rise in average daily rate (ADR) com-
pared to the same period last year,” Nikhil
Sharma, managing director and COO,
South Asia, Radisson Hotel
Group, told Mint.

This could be the result of
sustained hotel room prices,
which have grown. "Thereisa
structural shift in room pric-
ing strategy, with hotel opera-
tors showing greater rate dis-
cipline. They are no longer
resorting to deep price cutsin response to
short-term demand dips, making business
more sustainable in the longer run," Man-
deepS. Lamba, president and CEO (South
Asia), HVS Anarock, told Mint.

Capital backed Alivaa Hotels, which has11
operational hotels and another four under

resilient, supported by strong performance in May and tariff consistency.

development, said, May is traditionally a
slower month than April. "There was a
slight drop in occupancy over May 2024
because the hotels in North India were
impacted for about 15 days due to the ter-
ror attack. This was a temporary blip, the
business bounced back soon after. June,
typically a slower month for the hospital-

ity sector, is currently trending at par—if
not slightly ahead—of'the same period last
year. Moreover, with the holiday season
kicking off, resorts across India are wit-
nessing unprecedented demand," he said.

HVS Anarock said average hotel ratesin
May 2025 rose sharply from last year, with
cities like Mumbai and New Delhi posting

double-digit gains and maintaining pre-
mium rates of over 310,000 and 38,500,
respectively. Interestingly, cities like Jai-
pur and Hyderabad saw tremendous year-
on-year growth. These two cities grew the
highest for May, with rates increasing
between 20% and 25%, followed by Chan-
digarh and Bengaluru, which grew
between 15% and 20%.

The F&B (food and bever-
age) business of cinemas has
been holdingrelatively steady
though movies haven’t been
doing too well at the box office
in the past few months, espe-
cially in the Hindi belt, theatre
owners and experts said.

However, experts said ancil-
lary streams such as F&B can
thrive only when new movies
start doing well. More impor-
tantly, exorbitant F&B rates
are pinching viewers across
demographics and segments.
With even basic popcorn and
colacombos priced upwards of
X700 in some cases, audiences
are feeling ripped off.

For PVR Inox, India’s largest
multiplex chain, although rev-
enue from the sale of movie
tickets fell 9.9% in FY25, the
dip in F&B was lower at 6.7%.
F&B spending per head actu-

The successful re-release of
older hits and strategies like
showing cricket matches and
live events, along with dis-
countsand buy-one-get-one-
free offers for F&B have helped
exhibitors. According to thea-
tre owners, audience prefer-
ences too have changed.

“Audiencestoday seek more
than just the traditional pop-
corn-and-cola experience.
Our expanded food offerings
now include a full range of
meals, and we're observing a
clear pattern of individual

orders per head, especially in
group settings, leading to
higher average spends per
customer,” Kunal Sawhney,
chiefoperating officer of Mov-
ieMax Cinemas, said.
Sawhney added that several
initiatives have contributed to
strong F&B performance
including a diverse menu fea-
turing both snacks and meal
options, the ability to pre-or-
der food while booking tickets,
and redesigned cafés with spe-
cialty counters. In addition,
there are auditorium delivery,
digital ordering and payment

convenience, on-screen pro-
motions, customised menus
and flexible pricing.

Mukta Arts and Mukta A2
Cinemas MD Rahul Puri
agreed that F&B revenue has
been steady and, in many loca-
tions, has grown amid a dull
box office. “Guests are increas-
ingly seeing cinema outings as
a complete experience, and
indulgence in quality food and
beverages has become a big
part of that. Consistent inno-
vation in menu, value-driven
pricing, and strong in-theatre
promotions helped keep F&B
performance strong, even
when box office content fluc-
tuates,” he added.

Many cinema chains expect
F&B tobe amajor contributor.
With strong guest response to
value-driven offering and con-
tinued focus on quality, they
anticipate an even more
importantrole for F&B. “Cur-
rently, F&B contributes
around 34% of our revenue.
We expectittogrow to40% in
two years,” said Bhuvanesh
Mendiratta, MD, Miraj Enter-
tainment Ltd.
