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Dabur India on Thursday said
it witnessed sequential im-
provement in both domestic
and international markets in
the June quarter. 

The company posted a con-
solidated net profit of ₹514
crore in the quarter, up 2.8
per cent over ₹500 crore in
the corresponding period in
the previous fiscal. 

Consolidated revenue
from operations stood at
₹3,404.6 crore, up 1.7 per
cent year-on-year. 

Unseasonal rains during
peak summer months im-
pacted the performance of
Dabur’s summer-centric
portfolio, particularly in cat-
egories like beverages. 

The company added that
the June quarter perform-
ance was driven by market
share gains across 95 per
cent of its portfolio as well
as growth in rural regions.

RURAL RESILIENCE

On the earnings call, Mohit
Malhotra, CEO, Dabur In-
dia, said, “The quarter wit-
nessed sequential improve-
ment in domestic and

international markets. Des-
pite challenges posed by un-
seasonal rainfall and geo-
political headwinds in India,
the rural markets continue
to outperform urban for the
fifth consecutive quarter,
sustaining their strong
growth momentum. Even
the urban markets wit-
nessed sequential
recovery.”

For Dabur India, rural
growth has been 390 bps
ahead of urban, both in
value and volume terms.
The company also said that
the gap between urban and
rural growth has narrowed

down indicating a slow but
steady recovery in urban In-
dia. “Our international busi-

ness remained resilient, de-
livering a robust double-digit
growth during Q1FY26. Our
seasonal portfolio, compris-
ing beverages and glucose,
was impacted due to un-
seasonal rains and a very
short summer. Growth in
consolidated sales was
around 7 per cent excluding
the seasonal portfolio, while
the reported growth was 1.7
per cent, impacted by the

seasonal portfolio. India
business revenue grew by 4.3
per cent excluding the sea-
sonal portfolio,” Malhotra
stated on the earnings call.

He added that despite high
inflation, operating profit
grew ahead of topline, led by
price hikes and cost-saving
initiatives. “Looking ahead,
we are quite optimistic of a
sequential recovery in de-
mand on the back of soften-

ing food inflation, favourable
monsoon, sustained mo-
mentum in rural areas and
some green shoots which are
visible in the urban demand.
Our international business
continues to be on a strong
trajectory with currency de-
preciation now lapping over
in most of our geographies, “
he added. 

The company expects
most of the categories to see

double-digit growth in the
September quarter but the
beverage business is expec-
ted to see single digit growth.

On mergers and acquisi-
tions, Malhotra said, “We
want to plug gaps in our port-
folio through M&A, and we
are scouting for targets. We
could look at new age brands
in the healthcare, home and
personal care and food &
beverages segments.”

the quarter ended June
2025 at ₹1,138 crore. 

Consolidated revenue
from operations — com-
prising interest, fees, com-
mission and other income
— grew 24 per cent to
₹6,656 crore. 

Total assets under man-
agement (AUM) as of June
30, 2025, were at ₹2,07,663
crore (up 23 per cent y-o-
y), as per a statement by
the company. 

Aggregate disburse-
ments remained flat in Q1
FY26 and were at ₹24,325
crore as against ₹24,332
crore in Q1 FY25. 

Vehicle finance domin-
ated disbursements at
₹13,647 crore as against
₹12,766 crore in Q1 FY25.
Loans against Property
(LAP) business also
showed growth, with the
NBFC disbursing ₹4,705
crore in Q1 FY26 at a
growth rate of 21 per cent.
Consumer and Small En-
terprise Loans (CSEL) dis-
bursed saw a dip primarily
due to the exit of the Part-
nership business under
CSEL. 

Asset quality saw some
stress as Gross NPAs
(GNPA) increased to 4.29
per cent as of June 2025, as
against 3.97 per cent in
March 2025. 

Net NPA (NNPA) also
increased to 2.86 per cent
as of June 2025 against
2.63 per cent in March
2025. 

However, the NNPA re-
mained below the 6 per
cent threshold as pre-
scribed by the RBI for
PCA. 

The firm’s capital ad-
equacy ratio during the
quarter was at 19.96 per
cent against the regulatory
requirement of 15 per
cent.

A
fter two days of ex-
cavation at �ve al-
leged burial sites in

Dharmasthala town in Kar-
nataka failed to yield any
results, the Special Investi-
gation Team (SIT) reco-
vered some skeletal re-
mains, from the sixth spot
that was dug up on
Thursday.

The SIT o�cials said 15
bones were discovered and
no skull was found at the
sixth site; a few of these
bones were broken.

A forensic expert at the
spot said that prima facie,
the bones seemed to be of
a male. A �nal opinion
would be given only after a
forensic examination, SIT
o�cials said.

Forensic experts and
the scene-of-crime o�cers
seized the body parts after
noting down the details, in-
cluding the location and
the way the parts were
found. Stella Verghese, As-
sistant Commissioner, Put-
tur sub-division, was pre-
sent at the spot.

The excavation is being
conducted based on com-
plaint by a former sanita-
tion worker, who had given
a statement to SIT about
burial of over 100 bodies
between 1995 and 2014. 

On July 28, the SIT took
the complainant to the
bathing ghat in Dharmas-

thala where he listed 13 al-
leged burial sites. The pro-
cess of digging up the sites
began on July 29. 

A total of �ve sites were
dug up till July 30; howev-
er, human remains were
not found. The digging at
the sixth site, which is in
the forest area and close to
Netravati river, com-
menced on Thursday
morning.

PAN card found
While digging at the �rst
site, the SIT found the de-
bit card of a woman and

the PAN card of a man. The
investigation team tracked
down the family of the
man whose PAN card was
discovered.

The man, Suresh, hail-
ing from Nelamangala ta-
luk in Bengaluru Rural dis-
trict, died of jaundice in
March 2025 at his native
village and the last rites
were conducted there. 

The SIT visited his
house and the father of the
deceased to verify the PAN
card. The deceased was an
alcoholic, the o�cials said.

The SIT o�cials said
they suspect that he may
have lost the PAN card
when he visited Dharmas-
thala before his death. The
debit card too was veri�ed
and it belonged to Suresh’s
mother. “She is alive and
well,” said a source.

Speaking on ‘Coimba-
tore in Focus – The Smart
Investment Corridor’ at
the event presented by G
Square and powered by
The Hindu Group, G. Kar-
thikeyan, founder of The
Startup Academy and
former president of TiE
Coimbatore, who moderat-
ed the discussions, said
that Coimbatore’s indus-
trial landscape is seeing a
shift from manufacturing
to technology driven com-
panies. Its transformation
is getting national and in-
ternational investments. It
is known for leading
brands in multiple sectors,
he said. 

According to Naved Na-
rayan, vice-president of
mobility solutions and
R&D centre head-Coimba-
tore of Bosch Global Soft-
ware Technologies, India
has 1,700 Global Capability
Centres (GCC) and 50% of
global GCC talent comes
from India. Any city that
has the niche talent and
ecosystem requirements of
the GCCs will be able to at-
tract investments. Coimba-
tore is known for technolo-
gy. “It has an inherent
attraction to technology

and entrepreneurship. The
industrial hunger of the
population of Coimbatore
is re�ected in the MSMEs
in the city,” he added.
