Developer Conference 
{IGDC) to be held here 
next month. 

The global Investor- 
Publisher Connect, to be 
held on November 22-23 
at the Hyderabad Interna- 
tional Convention Centre 
(HICC) here has attracted 
50 active investors and 60 
gaming start-ups to tap 
potential investment and 
publishing opportunities. 

IGDC has emerged as the 
most productive platform 
for investors, publishers 

and gaming companies to 
engage with each other. 

IGDC 2019 has seen 
100 per cent increase in 

the number of global and 
local investors and start- 
ups and the organisers 

expectinvestor-publisher 

investment opportunities 
worth more than $10 mil- 
lion in this year's edition. 

The two-day event will 
be held in two formats -- 

speed dating roster where 
early-stage gaming com-

10 Hour long surgery creates record for 

removing most number of lipomas ina day 
New Delhi, Jan 31: A 

popular model cum actor 
from Hollywood, was suc- 
cessfully treated for mul- 
tiple lipomas with a record 
breaking 10-hour surgery. 
This is the first time that 
any surgeon has treated 
324 lipomas within a time 
frame of one day. More- 
over, the surgery was per- 
formed without any scars 
or stitches, which in con- 

ventional plastic surgery 
would have left around 
1300 stitches throughout 
the body. Dr. Ashish 
Bhanot's micro-incision 
technigue for multiple Li- 
poma which involves re- 

moval of Lipornas through 
micro incision (less than 
3mm) which heals by it- 
self and requiring no 

stiches. 
The patient, who was 

at the peak of his career 

started feeling some lump 
deposits throughout his 
body, mainly affecting his 
thighs, abdomen, chest 

region, arms and lower 
back. Though the condi- 
tion was not affecting him 

inany physical pain or dis- 

comfort, but his guality of 
life and self-esteem was 
affected. Pertaining to the 
fact that he was unableto 
face the camera for vari- 
ous scenes, he started 
losing self-confidence. 

Upon consultations at 
various places, he was 

suggested surgery and he 

underwent liporna surgery 
by plastic surgeon in New 
York. But the complication 
was that the surgeon could 
only remove 5 lipomas in 
a day which were done 
through big cuts and this 
took him over 2 weeks of 
recovery. 

Further one of those 
five cuts gotinfected, and 
upon complete recovery 

the was not only left with 
cut marks but also the 
stitch marks that was to- 
tally unacceptable to the 

patient as well as to his 
profession. He could not 
afford such long breaks 
from his career as he had 

maore than hundreds of li- 
pomas on his body. 

He then came to know 

about Dr. Ashish Bhanot's 
micra-incision technigque, 
and after a telephonic dis- 

cussion with the team he 

visited Aum Clinics. “*He 
was thoroughly examined 
and found about 324 li- 
poma sites throughout his 
body. He was then ex- 
plained about the com- 

plete procedure and recov- 

ery time in detail. The ac- 
tual challenge was to re- 
move all the 324 lipomas 
in asingle day, which was 
a herculean task, and | 
decided to proceed, aim- 

ing to remove as many as 

possible in a single day. 
Finally, the surgery took 
more than 10 continuous 

hours and all the 324 
marked lipomas were re- 
moved. The patient made 

aguick and good postop- 
erative recovery, able to 
walk and move around 

comfortably, and was dis- 
charged from the hospital 
on third day of surgery” 
said the Treating Doctor, 
Dr Ashish Bhanot, Direc- 
tor, Aum Clinics, New 
Delhi.

in phone-tapping case; cites KCR's age, election duties 
Hyderabad, Jan 31: 

Former Telangana Assem- 
bly Speaker and BRS MLC 
S Madhusudhana Chary 
on Saturday defended 
party chief K 
Chandrashekar Rao 
(KCR) in connection with 
the Special Investigation 
Team (SIT) notices issued 

to him regarding the 
phone-tapping case. 
Chary alleged that the 
Congress government is 
attempting to create 
hurdles under the guise of 
investigation. 

Chary said that KCR 
has been residing at 
Erraveli for along time and 
had requested the SIT to 

conduct any inquiry at his 
resigence. 

*For a long time, KCR 
sir has been residing in 
Erravelli. It is known to 
everyone, and even the 
Chief Minister have repeat- 

edy acknowledged this. 

As he is residing there, 
KCR requested that the 
SIT conduct the inquiry at 
Erravell. He has always 

respected the law and at- 
tended previous commis- 
sions of inguiry, including 
the Ghose Commission,” 
Chary said. 

Citing KCR's age and 
ongoing responsibilities 
related to the upcoming 
municipal elections, 
Chary said it was not the 
right time to attend the in- 
quiry in person. *The only 
matter as he (KCR) is 

more than 65 years of age, 
he is residing in Erravelli, 
and as the municipal elec- 

tions are approaching, 

KCR said that itis not the 
right time to attend the 
commission's enquiry be- 

cause, being the presi- 
dent of the party, he has 
to select the candidates,” 

Chary said. 
Chary aleged the state 

Congress government is 
trying to create hurdles for 
KCR under the guise of the 
investigation. *In order to 
break his activities, the 
governmentt insisting in 
the guise of SIT to create 
some hurdles in the way 
of our leader,” he added. 
The remarks come after 
the State police refused 

KCR's request to examine 
him at Erravelli's residence 
in connection with the al- 
leged phone-tapping case. 
KCR had requested that 
the SIT reschedule the 
date and location of his 

guestioning, citing his 
busy schedule ahead of 
the state's upcoming mu- 

nicipal elections. 
Refuting his request, 

Telangana Police said that 
examination under Sec- 
tion 160 of the CrPC is tied 
to the ordinary place of 

residence as per records. 

Police further explained 

thatthe case involves sen- 
sitive electronic and physi- 
cal records, which cannot 

be moved to a village lo- 

cation. The SIT directed 
KCR to appear at his resi- 
dence in Hyderabad on 

February 1 at 3 pm. 
The case relates to 

widespread allegations of 
illegal phone surveillance 
and interception of media 
industry bigwigs, retired 
cops, and politicians dur- 

ing the BRS government 
tenure. Former DCP P 
Radhakrishna Rao al- 
leged that it was done 
to monitor then-Chief 
Minister K 
Chandrasekhar Rao's 
political rivals. Earlier, 
former minister Harish 
Rao, BRS Working 
President KT Rama Rao 
(KTR), and former BRS 
MP Santosh Rao were 
questioned by the SIT in 
connection with the case. 

Is India ready for RCEP embrace? 
Mew Delhi, Jan 31: As 

it draws closer to the 
ASEAN Leaders Summit 
in Bangkok on November 
4, Indian officials are work- 
ing overtime to conclude 
negotiations on the 25 
chapters of the Regional 
Comprehensive Economic 
Partnership (RCEP) text 
amid rising opposition to 

the 16-nation mega trade 
deal. Indian officials have 
concluded negotiations 
*in good faith® on over 21 
ofthe 25 chaplers, and the 
rest would be concluded 
before November 4, when 

Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi will join the leaders 
of the 10-member Asso- 
ciation of Southeast Asian 
Mations (ASEAN) bloc 
and five other countries for 
the summit. Indian officials 
are *narowing the gaps® 
during their negotiations, 
including putting in ad- 
equate protection against 

cheap Chinese imports 
which are feared to flood 
the Indian market, once 

RCEP is concluded. 
Differences over some 

areas, such as rules of on- 

gin, e-commerce, auto 
trigger mechanism and 
trade remedies, are being 
smoothed over by officials 
ahead of the summit. 

As negotiations, which 
began six years ago, are 
about to conclude, voices 

of protest have been ris- 
ing sharply across the 
country over the deal, in- 

duding from tarmess, trad- 
ers and the oppositon par- 
ties -- even by the Con- 
gress which during its 

party-led UPA government 
had joined the RCEP ne- 
gotiations. Farmers and 
affiliated organisations 
have appealed to the gov- 
ernment not to sign the 

deal. They want agricul- 
tural produce and the dairy 
sector to be kept out of the 
purview of the RCEP. The 

All India Kisan Sabha has 
announced a nationwide 

protest on November 4. 

Farmers' unions and 
non-governmental 
organisations working in 
the agricultural and allied 
fields have formed an In- 
dian Coordination Com- 
mittee of Farmers' Move- 

ments (ICCFM) to coordi- 
nate the protests against 
the proposed mega deal. 

RSS affiliate Swadeshi 
Jagran Manch (SJM) too 

observed protests earlier 
this month against RCEP. 

Indian negotiators are 
trying to include adequate 
protection against cheap 
Chinese imports in order 

to make the deal more 
acceptable for the Indian 
industry and agriculture. 

However, tojoin RCEP, 
India will have to take on 
commitments for tariff 
elimination for about 80 per 

cent of items from the 
ASEAN, Japan and South 
Korea, and over 74 per 

cent from China, Australia 
and New Zealand. 
Whether to join RCEP is 
a "hard decision® that the 
political leadership will 
have to take, but if India 
decides against joiningthe 
deal, then the market for 
India will finish, said a 
source."We seem to be 
reaching a climax in ne- 

gotiations, but | think it is 
erroneous to presume that 

it would all end up in a 

positive conclusion. We 
should keep a little mar- 
gin for another outcome, 
we should be a little wary 

of the outcome,” former 

diplomat Rajiv Bhatia said. 
*The RCEP draft will 

rise or fall on the merits of 
the commercial and eco- 
nomic considerations. If 
the Indian leadership 

comes to the conclusion 
that in overall terms, it is 
beneficial to India, they will 
sign. If they come to the 
conclusion that their part- 
ner countries are not suffi- 

ciently receptive and co- 
operative, they can hold 
back," Bhatia, a distin- 
guished fellow at the 
Gateway House, told. 

He said there are two 
specific issues relating to 
RCEP for India. One is 
access to the Chinese 
market. *There we need to 
make sure our goods go 

in greater share to the 
Chinese market, and their 
goods come in a gradu- 
ated scheme. The door 
cannot be opened al of a 
sudden tothem, asthey are 
more competive than us.
