Delhi High Court issues
notice to Yasin Malik on NIA
plea seeking death penalty for

New Delhi, May 29: The Delhi High Court
on Monday issued a notice to separatist leader
Yasin Malik, who is serving a life term, on a plea
by the National Investigation Agency seeking
death penalty for him in a terror funding case. A
bench of Justices Siddharth Mridul and Talwant
Singh also issued warrants for production of
Malik before it on August9.  Solicitor General
Tushar Mehta, who appeared on behalf of the
National Investigation Agency (NIA), argued that
the accused indulged in terrorist and secessionist
activities and should be awarded death penalty by
treating the matter as a “rarest of rare” case. “In
view of the ground that Yasin Malik, sole respon-
dent in this appeal, has inter alia pleaded guilty to
a charge under Section 121 of the IPC which pro-
vides for alternate death sentence, we issue
notice to him... to be served through the jail
superintendent,” the court ordered. Let warrants
be issued for his production on the next date of
hearing, it added. On May 24, 2022, a trial court
here had awarded life imprisonment to Jammu
Kashmir Liberation Front chief Malik after hold-
ing him guilty of various offences under the strin-
gent Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA) and the IPC.

Supreme Court directs ex-cop Pradeep
Sharma to file fresh plea for interim bail

New Delhi, May 29: The Supreme
Court on Monday directed former police
officer Pradeep Sharma, arrested in con-
nection with the Antilia bomb scare case
and the killing of businessman
Mansukh Hiran, to file a fresh
application seeking interim bail. A
vacation bench of Justices Bela M
Trivedi and Prashant Kumar
Mishra took note of the submis-
sion of Additional Solicitor General
SV Raju that Sharma was seeking
interim bail without filing an inter-
locutory application (application in se.
appeal already instituted). As the
hearing commenced, the counsel &
appearing for Sharma sought inter- &
im bail on humanitarian grounds
and said the wife of the petitioner
has developed serious complica-
tions after a surgery. He claimed the condi-
tion of Sharma's wife was deteriorating
with each passing day, and he was seeking
interim bail for the limited purpose of tak-

ing care of her. The submission was strong-
ly opposed by the ASG who said Sharma's
wife has been meeting him often in the hos-
pital. The case will now be heard on June 5.
The top court had on May 18 issued notice
on Sharma's plea challenging an order of

the Bombay High Court which had refused
to grant him bail. The high court had
expressed anguish at the manner in which
the National Investigation Agency (NIA)

had probed the case. It had noted that the
NIA's probe was silent on the co-conspira-
tors involved with dismissed policeman
Sachin Waze in planting gelatin sticks in an
SUV parked outside the residence of indus-
trialist Mukesh Ambani. On February 25,
2021, an explosivesladen SUV was
found near Mukesh Ambani's resi-
dence 'Antilia' in south Mumbai.
Businessman Hiran, who was in pos-
session of the SUV, was found dead in
a creek in neighbouring Thane on
March 5 last year. The allegation
against Sharma, who along with police
& officers Daya Nayak, Vijay Salaskar
and Ravindranath Angre was a mem-
ber of the Mumbai police's encounter
squad that killed over 300 criminals in
numerous encounters, was that he
had helped his former colleague Waze
in eliminating Mansukh Hiran.
Salaskar had died during the 26/11

Cops said the accident
took place between 11.30am and noon, some five
kilometres from the Farrukhnagar police station."We
were informed about the accident by a private hospital.

Multiple complaints have been made to MCG to desilt
the sewer lines, but the problem has persisted, they
added.Abhimanyu Yadav, RWA vice-president, said
that the city’s population is increasing, but the
infrastructure needed to support as many families is
not there. “Overflowing sewer lines has become a
perennial problem in the sector due to lack of proper
cleaning for the last five years.

GURGAON: A 14-year-old girl with acute
myeloid leukaemia—blood and bone marrow
cancer—has successfully recovered, thanks to
doctors at a city hospital putting her on a rare and
unique chemotherapy combination when her
cancer turned out to be refractory, i.e., treatment-
resistant.

The haemato-oncology team of Fortis,
Gurgaon—Ied by Dr Vikas Dua—successfully
treated the patient over several months with
Venetoclax and Azacytidine, a unique
chemotherapy combination not frequently used
on children and usually tried on older patients
with acute myeloid leukaemia.lnitially, the
patient reported a history of fever, weakness,
and joint pain continuing for over a year in a
hospital in Mumbai, where a bone marrow test
confirmed acute myeloid leukaemia. The
doctors there started her on regular
chemotherapy but saw hardly any improvement.
They gave her a second cycle of chemotherapy,
but the cancer cells in her blood continued to
survive. So, they referred her to Fortis, Gurgaon,
where she underwent a second bone marrow test
and the targeted therapy and chemotherapy
combination.

Dr Vikas Dua, principal director and head of
paediatric haematology, haemato-oncology and
bone marrow transplant at Fortis Gurgaon, said,
“The chemotherapy combination, Venetoclax
and Azacytidine, is emerging as a ray of hope,

Project approved by MCG 2
years ago, but work yet to
take off: RWA

GURGAON: 1It’s been almost two years after the
project was approved, but MCG is yet to construct an
internal road in Sector 46. Residents claimed that
MCG had approved the work in December 2021 at a
costof Rs 2.25 crore.

Though the work was started in January last year, the
contractor left the work after completing just 2-3
lanes of the sanctioned 9km road network in the
sector. After several complaints, the contractor
resumed the construction in April this year but left
the work incomplete within a few days.RWA
president Raj Kumar Yadav said that the 10-metre
road was last carpeted in 2016. Over time, it has been
damaged.

“Of the total road network of 15km, MCG approved
construction of a 9km stretch, assuring us that the
remaining road will be taken up later. However, even
the length that was sanctioned by the civic body in
2021 has not been completed yet,” he said.Residents
are forced to commute through broken and uneven
surfaces that pose a serious risk of accidents.

“Internal roads of the sector are poorly maintained.
The situation has only worsened after the recent rain.
Both motorists as well as pedestrians are greatly
inconvenienced but no measure has been taken by
MCQG to help us out,” said Richa Tiwari, RWA joint
secretary of Sector 46.Meanwhile, a senior official
of the corporation said that the matter was brought to
his knowledge recently. “I have directed the officials
to give the status on the construction of the road and
once I get the report, we will take action. I have
already asked the officials to prepare the estimate for
the remaining roads in the sector.”

13 years after being
dumped, iron ore leaves

from Karwar Port for
China

KARWAR.  Thirteen years after it was
dumped in Karwar Port, the iron ore from
here is now headed for China. Around 37,320
metric tons of iron ore of the total 1.15 metric
tons seized by the forest department is now
China-bound after the material was
auctioned, following permission by a local
court.

The iron ore was seized way back in 2010 and
was stocked in Karwar, where about 50,000
metric tons of it was reportedly stolen the
following year. A case was registered and
mining firms had approached local courts to
dispose of the remaining ore. A court recently
ordered the auction of 32,000 metric tons of
the ore. However, despite the order, not many
came forward to buy the material stocked
here.Recently, a Maharastra-based company
evinced interest and was awarded the tender
to procure a mound of iron ore, which was
additionally little more than 7,000 metric
tons. The company also has an export licence
and has already begun exporting to China.
“Not all the mineral has been auctioned. Only
that belonging to the company Raj Mahal
Mining has been exported, while the ore
belonging to Vedanta group is yet to be
exported,” C Swamy, Director, Department
of Port Karwar told The News Indian
Express.

He said that only the iron ore in Karwar is being
exported, while that in Belekere will remain
there until the matter is resolved in court.
Accordingly, iron ore was shipped to China
on May 22,2023, aboard the ship ‘MV Notos
Ventura’. The remaining two mounds of iron
ore belonging to Vedanta group will be
disposed of once the company pays the
required fees.Export of iron ore from Karwar
began in 2003, and the same continued until
2010. Based on a complaint in 2010, that the
illegally mined ore was being exported from
the port, the entire activity came to a grinding
halt after the forest department and the
Department of Mines and Geology seized 18
mounds of the ore, measuring about 50 metric
tons.

Unprecedented corruption in Chhattisgarh liquor sales,

money made from sale of every bottle

New Delhi: Money was “illegally” collected on “every bottle” of liquor sold in Chhattisgarh
and evidence of “unprecedented” corruption and laundering of Rs 2,000 crore generated by an
alcohol syndicate led by Anwar Dhebar, the elder brother of Raipur Mayor Aijaz Dhebar, has
been collected, the ED said on Sunday. Anwar Debhar was arrested by the federal agency
under the criminal sections of the Prevention of Money Laundering Act (PMLA) in the early
hours of Saturday from a hotel in Raipur while he was trying “to run from the back door”, it said
in a statement. He was remanded in four-day Enforcement Directorate (ED) custody by a spe-
cial PMLA court even as his lawyer said the arrest seemed to be “politically motivated” and that
they would move the Supreme Court. The agency said Anwar Dhebar did not join the probe in
the case despite being summoned seven times and charged that he was “continuously using
benami SIM cards and internet dongles, and was changing locations”. When he was zeroed in
at the Raipur hotel, he tried to run away from the back door instead of accepting the summons
but was subsequently caught by the ED team, it said. Aijaz Dhebar is known to be an influential
leader of the ruling Congress in Chhattisgarh. “Investigation found that an organised criminal
syndicate led by Anwar Dhebar was operating in Chhattisgarh. Anwar Dhebar, though a private
citizen, was backed by executives and senior bureaucrats. “He weaved an elaborate conspiracy
and stitched a wide network of persons/entities to execute the scam so that money was illegally col-
lected from every bottle of liquor sold in Chhattisgarh,” the ED alleged. It said raids were conduct-
ed at 35 locations in Chhattisgarh, West Bengal and Delhi, including the residential premises of
Anwar Dhebar at Raipur, in March and this led to the collection of “evidence of unprecedented cor-
ruption and money laundering to the tune of Rs 2,000 crore between 2019-2022”. Anwar Dhebar, the

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No student will be denied free
travel: Official

CHENNALI. Even as the schools prepare to reopen on June
7, the state transport department has decided to issue
smart card passes for free bus rides by July.
Approximately 30.14 lakh students are estimated to
benefit from this initiative across the state.Following the
Covid-19 lockdown, students wearing uniforms and
carrying college identity cards were allowed to travel for
free on government buses without any restrictions on the
number of trips per day. The delay in distributing free
bus passes to students of schools and colleges has
resulted in frequent confrontations on government
buses, leading to significant financial losses over the
past two years, said official sources.

“Although we issued bus passes in the middle of the
academic year for 2022-23, no student was disembarked
from buses for not possessing the free pass smart card.
This year, we have begun the process to ensure that all
students carry a smart card during travel. However, none
will be denied free travel for want of bus pass,” said a
senior official from the transport department. The
Institute of Road Transport, the technical branch of the
transport department, has initiated the process of issuing
student bus passes on PVC cards. Approximately 1.5
crore has been allocated for issuing smart cards by July.

Official sources mentioned that tenders have been released
for printing smart card bus passes for students, which
will include holograms for added security. “Apart from
frequent clashes, there were also difficulties in
identifying routes with high student demand. The final
numbers of beneficiaries will be known only after we
receive a request for free passes from the educational
institutions,” added the official.

Students enrolled in government schools from Classes 1 to
12, as well as students attending government arts and
science colleges, government polytechnics, and ITIs, are
eligible for a free bus pass. The transport corporations in
each district will collect the student data which will be
sent for the printing of smart cards.

“Once comprehensive data on student seeking passes is
collected from each institution, the bus service schedule
will also be revised to prevent students from hanging on
the footboard of the buses,” explained the official. The
state government has allocated Rs 1,300 crore for the
year 2022-23 to seven transport corporations as
compensation for free bus passes, and the
reimbursement has increased to Rs 1,500 crore for the
year 2023-24.

tribal baby dies

VELLORE. Delay in accessing |
timely medical assistance due to a /£
lack of proper roads took the life of ¢
an 18-month-old tribal baby named
Dhanushka after she was bitten by
a snake on Friday. The child
resided at Atthimarathu Kollai
village, in Alleri Hill panchayat,
Anaicut taluk.

The village is approximately 15km
from the nearest hospital but 6km = %
of that route must be crossed on =
mud roads. After the baby died, on
Saturday the grieving mother was forced
to carry her lifeless body home as the
ambulance was unable to traverse these
mud roads.

“On Friday night, my daughter and I were
sleeping outside the house to enjoy the
fresh air. When I briefly went to use the
toilet, she was bitten on her hand by a
snake and started foaming at the mouth,”
Priya, the child’s mother, told TNIE.
While Priya works under the
MGNREGS, her husband Vijay is a daily
wage worker. They have two other

children. The couple borrowed a
motorcycle from a neighbour to take the
baby to Anaicut government hospital.
But, the bike broke down midway forcing
them to carry Danushka and walk 6km to
Varthalampattu. There they caught an
auto and reached the hospital.

‘We have pled for basic PHC facilities butin
vain’“We don’t have proper roads from
Alleri village to Varthalampattu stop. This
hampers our ability to access
transportation, as buses are available only
from there. From Varthalampattu, it’s

another 9km to the hospital,”
shared a village resident.

“When the baby arrived at the
hospital, she appeared very
pale. The snake had bitten her
finger, causing a neurotoxic
reaction that affected the
baby’s brain and muscles. We
immediately placed the child
in an oxygen incubator and
administered an anti-venom
injection, but sadly, there was
no response,” Dr Preethi, who
treated the child, said.

Realising the need for specialised
paediatric care, the attending doctor
recommended the baby be transferred to
Adukamaparai Government Hospital.
The parents and the child were
transported by a 108 ambulance.
However, after an examination by the
doctor there, the devastating news was
conveyed to the parents: Dhanushka had
passed away. The infant’s body was
handed over to the family following a
postmortem on Saturday.The ambulance

/
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transporting the couple and their child’s
remains back to Alleri was unable to
travel the last 6km owing to the condition
of the roads and Priya had to carry
Dhanushka’s body home.

“If we’d had accessible medical facilities

nearby, perhaps my daughter would still
be alive,” Vijay said.The people of Alleri
Hill Panchayat have long sought basic
road and health care facilities.
Sundarshan, the deputy panchayat
president, expressed frustration and said,
“We have repeatedly pleaded for basic
road and PHC facilities, but our efforts
have been in vain.” Reiterating the
demand, Priya said, “I don’t want any
other child to suffer the same fate as my
daughter.”Vellore collector, Kumaravel
Pandian, told TNIE, “It is our mistake
only. Since 2021, we have been laying
road for tribal communities in hilly areas.

No end to traffic congestion in state
capital

BHUBANESWAR. Traffic jams have become a daily
affair in several localities of the state capital where
roads have been dug up by different agencies in an
unplanned and haphazard manner. With the monsoon
around a fortnight away, the affected residents are
worried about waterlogging in their localities. The
roads connecting GGP colony, Jagannath Nagar and
Jharpada have been dug up with construction material
and soil piled up on the side resulting in traffic
congestion in the localities. “The road had been
repaired recently after laying of sewerage pipes. Within
months it has been dug again for laying of underground
cable making it extremely difficult for us to carry
passengers on the route,” said an auto-rickshaw driver
on GGP canal road. Residents of Jagannath Nagar
alleged within a month of digging work undertaken by
OPTCL alongroad no 1, the stretch is now dug up again
for laying of sewerage pipes.

“None of us has any clue as to when the work will end.
Though service providers have assured the work will be
completed on the stretch soon, the concern is whether it
will be restored back to its previous state. If not, this
would badly affect commuters during monsoon,” said
Jitendra, a youth from the locality. He said Mo Bus
service on the routes has also been affected due to the
ongoing work. BMC commissioner Vijay Amruta
Kulange said work orders are being issued to utility
providers after coordination meetings with the
stakeholders.

Andhra woman cremates hushand's
body at home

KURNOOL. A woman cremated her husband's body at
her house as she feared that if their two sons come to
know about his death they will fight for his property.The
shocking incident occurred in Pattikonda town of
Kurnool district of Andhra Pradesh, on Monday.The
woman told police that their two sons were not taking
care of them and she suspected that if they learned about
their father's death they would come and fight for
property. Lalita told police that her husband Harikrishna
Prasad (60) was not keeping well and died early
morning. She did not inform any relatives about his
death and decided to cremate him at home.However, the
neighbours alerted the police when they saw smoke
coming out of the house. When the police rushed there,
the woman revealed that she performed her husband's
lastrites at home.Harikrishna Prasad, who was running a
pharmacy in the town, and Lalita have two sons. While
the elder son works at a private hospital in Kurnool, the
younger son is settled in Canada.Lalita said their sons
were not looking after them and were coming to the
house only to demand a share in the property.

THIRUVANANTHAPURAM. The
‘symbolic’ farewell for CSI moderator
and Bishop of South Kerala Diocese, A
Dharmaraj Rasalam, at Martyr’s Square,
Palayam, saw comical scenes. Though
the Rasalam faction had announced they
were taking out a protest march calling
for alcohol and substance abuse
abstinence, the Thiruvananthapuram City
Police Commissioner denied them
permission.The tenure of Rasalam ended
on May 19 as he had turned 67.

The
protesters also carried
an effigy of Rasalam on
the stage and produced a
20-point chargesheet against him.

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Change old,
soiled notes for
fresh ones

Last month, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
issued large advertisements in the print media,
urging consumers to exchange old, soiled, torn,
damaged or defective currency notes. Titled
“Aadat Badlo, Note Badlo”, the advertisement
assured consumers that this can be done at any
of the bank branches close to them. If any bank
branch refuses an exchange, lodge a complaint
with the bank, the RBI said. I was very happy
seeing that advertisement because many of the
currency notes in circulation, particularly
denominations of Rs 50 and below, are
extremely dirty and go against the RBI’s ‘clean
note’ policy. Given the fact that such notes can
be a source of infections in the community, they
should notbe in circulation atall.

Even as [ was prompting consumers and retailers
to get rid of old and soiled notes for fresh ones
came the announcement from the RBI
withdrawing notes of Rs 2,000 from
circulation, and asking consumers to either
deposit them in their accounts or exchange
them for smaller denomination notes at bank
branches before September 30. Will this new
move affect last month’s assurance of changing
old notes? I would urge the RBI to make sure
that banks exchange soiled notes of other
denominations too and not use the withdrawal
of Rs 2,000 currency as an excuse to deny such
exchange. If the withdrawal of Rs 2,000 notes
is part of the ‘clean note’ policy as claimed by
RBI, then exchanging dirty currency notes of
lower denominations should get even more
importance.l would urge all consumers taking
their Rs 2,000 notes to the bank to also carry
soiled notes of other denominations and get
them changed. Even if you do not have a Rs
2,000 note, this is the time to get rid of filthy
and tattered currency notes. If any bank refuses
to change them, quote them the Master
Direction of April 13, sent by the RBI to all
banks, saying, “All branches of banks in all
parts of the country are mandated to provide the
following customer services more actively and
vigorously to the members of the public, so that
there is no need to approach the RBI regional
offices.”

One of the customer serviceslisted is
‘Exchanging soiled, mutilated, defective
notes’. “All branches shall provide the above
facilities to members of the public without any
discrimination on all working days,” says the
RBI.Another Master Direction on ‘Scheme of
penalties’ for bank branches and currency
chests for deficiency in rendering customer

As women writers show their prowess

admissions and assuring the students of
‘help’ in the exams for a ‘special fee’ of
around Rs 3 lakh. Within a couple of
months, it led to the detection of mass
copying by students of seven private
colleges of Sangrur district alone, with all
their answer sheets matching word for
word. Quick action followed. A re-exam
was ordered; action was initiated against
the ‘errant’ institutes to cancel their
affiliation; flying squad invigilators were
also put in the dock. In 2019, the Punjab
State Board of Technical Education and
Industrial Training had ordered two
pharmacy colleges of Sangrur to shut
down after dummy admissions were
detected.The decision to hold exams in the
glare of CCTV cameras is part of course
correction to clean up the system.
Imposing strict penalty on those found
guilty is necessary as pharmacists are vital
cogs of the healthcare industry.

Even though I am tempted to add my two-penny bits to
that storm in a teacup — the inauguration of the new
Parliament House by the PM and the Opposition’s
boycott of it — I will refrain from giving in. For one, I
keep away from political comments as a principle and
two, because enough is enough. So let me go to a topic
that is really close to my heart: translations and the rise
of women writers in our literary firmament. Like most
Indians, I can read and write fluently in two languages,
yet despite a speaking acquaintance with other Indian
languages, sadly I can’t read them. This is why I never
forego an occasion to serve on the jury of any prize that
gives me an opportunity to read good English
translations of works from the languages I don’t know.
I am currently reading 10 such works in languages as
varied as Malayalam, Tamil, Konkani, Assamese and
Maithili. Each one has its own social universe and
offers a glimpse of the India that lies beyond my Hindi-
English one. Even more interestingly, several authors
are women and their perspective adds another
dimension to this unfamiliar but fascinating territory.

Fortunately, over the last few years, publishers have
located some very competent translators within our
own land and the quality of translations is improving so
rapidly that T look back with horror at those early
clunky, babu English ones that failed to get the nuances
and music of the original works. Of course, where they
were translated into other Indian languages (such as
Sharatchandra from Bangla into Hindi), they birthed a
cultural understanding of another part of India that
many of us had never visited. Then, there were writers
(such as Premchand, Manto and Ismat Chughtai) who
attracted some fine translators to bring them out of
Urdu into mainstream Hindustani. However, it has
been a slow process to find the right text, a sensitive
translator and marry the two together. Beyond this, one
has to find a good editor who can shape the meandering
original work into a sharper, pointed story that retains

the flavour of the original but manages to drop the fat
from the huge tomes that many earlier novelists
preferred. The other problem, of course, was the
sounds and smells of an unfamiliar world to be
conveyed in a language that may not have the
appropriate vocabulary and voice registers.

As readers and translators became sensitive to these
problems, they also devised ways of creatively
transforming these handicaps (if they can be called
that) into a new and exciting journey of discovery.

Over the years, I have been acquainted with lands that
lie very far away from my Hindi one with kinship
patterns and religious rituals that are fascinating even if
unfamiliar. The result is a widening of my own
horizons and also of a better understanding of the anger
and suspicion with which several states (particularly
those that lie in the south and the north-east) view the
alarming flattening of individual cultures under the
determined bid to make us one nation with a common
language. Our political parties would do well to be

-

mindful of the damage they do to their own
acceptance in such areas if they appear to threaten
the native cadences and rhythms that have proudly
celebrated and encouraged diversity in language,
religion and ethnicity. It is a shame that several less-
spoken languages (like Maithili and Marwari in
north India) are slowly dying out as literary
languages. Each such loss has erased a universe of
memories that may never again flower.I used to
always wonder why there were hardly any novels
written by women until a few decades ago. The
reason was so simple that I am amazed it did not
strike me earlier. Girls were seldom allowed by their
patriarchal families to go out to study. They were
well versed in managing families but not many had
progressive parents who educated them before they
were married off to be smothered by domesticity
and motherhood. The sudden outburst of women
writers is largely a post-Independence phenomenon
and the stories they have to tell are gut-wrenching.
Women’s stories told by women are so different
from their stories told by male narrators that the
rising worth of women authors is now recognised by
most prize committees.

Ashoka University in Sonepat runs a special
programme on translations. Currently, it is
encouraging a series called “Women translating
women’. Among its promoters are well-known
translators Rita Kothari (translator of Sindhi and

Gujarati works and a widely respected academic of
bhasha literature and popular culture), Arunava Sinha
(a prolific translator of Bengali works), Neeta Gupta
and Urvashi Butalia (both publishers who have worked
closely with translations and women writers). This is a
thrilling new direction that translators can look
forward to.

The case has been
registered against Rolls-Royce’s
director Tim Jones and businessmen
Sudhir Choudhrie and Bhanu
Choudhrie for allegedly attempting to
“cheat the Government of India” in the
procurement of 24 Hawk 115 Advance
Jet Trainers.The CBI said the case is
related to the alleged corruption by
unknown public servants in the
procurement of the aircraft.

The central agency also said unknown
public servants abused their official
positions as public servants and
approved and procured a total number

of 24 Hawk 115 Advance Jet Trainer
(AJT) aircraft for GBP 734.21 million,

besides permitting licence
manufacturing of 42 additional aircraft
by the Hindustan Aeronautics Limited
(HAL) against materials supplied by
the said manufacturer for an additional
amount of $308.247 million for the
said 42 License Manufactured aircraft
and $7.5 million towards
Manufacturer’s Licence Fee, in lieu of
huge bribes, commissions and
kickbacks paid by the said
manufacturer and its officers to
intermediaries.A 2016 joint
investigation by the BBC and The
Guardian found Rolls-Royce, which
manufactures engines for commercial
and military aircraft, involved in
corruption. The investigation

staunchly refuted the findings
of the joint investigation.Sudhir
Choudhrie and his son Bhanu
Choudhrie are UK-based businessmen
of Indian origin. The Choudhrie family
founded C&C Alpha Group, a London-
based firm that invests in sectors
including healthcare, aviation and
hospitality.

In 2014, the pair was arrested as part of
the UK's Serious Fraud Office (SFO)
investigation into concerns of possible
bribery and corruption at Rolls-Royce
in Asia. Both denied any wrongdoing
and the charges against them were later
dropped, reported Reuters.

According to media reports, Sudhir
Choudhrie is a key player in the
defence trade and has been described
as "one of India’s key arms dealers”.

A
bench of Justices Siddharth Mridul and
Talwant Singh also issued warrants for
production of Malik before it on August 9.
Solicitor General Tushar Mehta, who
appeared on behalf of the National
Investigation Agency (NIA), argued that
the accused indulged in terrorist and
secessionist activities and should be
awarded the death penalty by treating the
matter as a "rarest of rare" case.

"In view of the ground that Yasin Malik, sole
respondent in this appeal, has inter alia
pleaded guilty to a charge under section
121 IPC which provides for an alternate
death sentence, we issue notice to him... to
be served through the jail superintendent,”
the court ordered. Let warrants be issued
for his production on the next date of

hearing, itadded.
On May 24, 2022, a trial court here had

awarded life imprisonment to Jammu
Kashmir Liberation Front chief Malik after
holding him guilty of various offences

under the stringent Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act (UAPA) and the IPC.
Malik had pleaded guilty to the charges,
including those under the UAPA, and he
was convicted and sentenced to life
imprisonment.In its plea before the high
court for enhancement of the sentence to
death penalty, the NIA said if such
"dreaded terrorists" are not given capital
punishment on account of pleading
guilty, there would be complete erosion
of the sentencing policy and terrorists
would have a way out to avoid capital
punishment. life sentence, the NIA
asserted, is not commensurate with the
crime committed by terrorists when the
nation and families of soldiers have
suffered loss of lives, and that the trial
court's conclusion that Malik's crimes did
not fall within the category of the "rarest
of the rare cases" for grant of death
penalty is "ex-facie legally flawed and
completely unsustainable".

The Bank Board, which met on Sunday, decided to
acquire at least a 2.5% stake out of the 4% before 9
September 2024, the deadline for divesting the bank’s
shareholding in ICICI Lombard General Insurance to
less than 30% of the company’s paid-up capital.

As per the banking rules, no bank should hold shares in
any company exceeding 30% of the paid-up share
capital of that company unless the company is a
subsidiary of the bank. ICICI Bank currently holds
48.02% in ICICI Lombard. A 2.5% increase in holding
before 9 September 2024 would take the bank’s
shareholding in the company above 50%, a condition
for a firm to become a subsidiary of another.

ICICI Bank had a 55.86% stake in the general insurance
company as of 31 March 2020. However, it divested its
stake in tranches in the next three years bringing it
down to 48.02%. This necessitated the bank to follow
Section 19(2) of the Banking Regulation Act, limiting
its exposure in the company to 30%.

RBI had on 10 March 2023 granted an extension of the
deadline to adhere to Section 19 (2) rules to 9
September 2024. Meanwhile, the shareholders have
approved the appointment of Sandeep Batra as
executive director of the bank for a period of five years
effective from the date of approval of the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI).

NEW DELHI: The changes in the new
tax regime as announced in the Budget
will be applicable from the current
financial year 2023-24. So, it is crucial
for all taxpayers to plan well in advance,
as the new tax regime has been made the
default option. It is to be noted that the
tax deducted at source (TDS) will be
decided as per the new tax regime if
employees do not inform their
employers about the tax regime they
have opted for. Tax department allows a
salaried individual to select either of the
tax regimes for the purpose of TDS on
salaries. After they have finalised the tax
regime, they cannot change it during the
financial year. However, they can
choose another tax regime at the time of
filing their income tax return.

Deciding old vs new regime

The government announced several
changes in the new tax regime to make it
more attractive. It is very important for
the taxpayers to analyse both regimes to

make a well-informed decision.
The take-home salary will get
affected if the salaried individual
doesn’t do the right calculation.

However, Klopp
highlighted the team's unbeaten run in their
final 11 matches as a source of
encouragement and a sign that they can
regain their form next season."There were
moments during this season where you
thought it [the struggle] would be four years
long," said Klopp. "Imagine if we were our
normal self [earlier in the season], which we
absolutely will be next season and we will
be a contender again. The last 11 games
helped us to realise that again."n the match

against Southampton, Liverpool took an
early lead with goals from Diogo Jota and
Roberto Firmino, who scored in his final
appearance for the club. However,
Southampton fought back, equalising with
goals from James Ward-Prowse and
Kamaldeen Sulemana, who completed a
remarkable turnaround early in the second
half. Adam Armstrong extended
Southampton's lead, but Liverpool showed

resilience, with Cody Gakpo and Jota
scoring to salvage a draw.
