On Wednesday, Pres-
ident Lee Jae Myung and
U.S. President Donald
Trump agreed on the de-
tails of the trade deal,
namely the structure of
Seoul's US$350 billion in-
vestment pledge and tar-
iffs on autos, during their
summit on the sidelines of
the Asia-Pacific Econom-
ic Cooperation (APEC)
summit held in the south-
eastern city of Gyeongju.
