The list of countries in-
cludes Afghanistan and So-
malia. The list of countries
targeted in Wednesday's
memorandum includes
Afghanistan, Burma, Chad,
the Republic of the Congo,
Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea,
Haiti, Iran, Libya, Somalia,
Sudan and Yemen, which
were subjected to the most
severe immigration restric-
tions in June, including a
full suspension on entries
with a few exceptions.
