On a day that the Indian all-
party delegation led by
Congress MP Shashi
Tharoor arrived in
Washington, DC as part of
the global outreach on
Operation Sindoor,
Pakistan's copycat delega-
tion led by Bilawal Bhutto
was in New York to try to
push its case. Bhutto, who
served as the Foreign
Minister earlier, addressed a
briefing at the UN
Headquarters in New York
and sought reconciliation
with India, making a plea
for talks and Intel sharing
between the two neigh-
bours.

The Pakistani side has
suffered great losses after it
attempted to target Indian
defence and civil installa-
tions in the aftermath of

Operation Sindoor.
As per an ongoing

analysis of the damage
inflicted upon by the Indian
Air Force on Pakistan Air
Force, it is emerging that 6
PAF fighter jets, two high-
value aircraft, over 10
UCAVs, one C-130 transport
aircraft, along with multiple
cruise missiles, were
destroyed by Indian air-
launched cruise missiles

and surface-to-air missiles. 
Now Bhutto wants to go

back to diplomacy and dia-
logue, emphasising that it
was the only viable path to
peace.

"Pakistan would still like
to cooperate with India to
combat terrorism. We can't
leave the fate of 1.5 billion,
1.7 billion people in the
hands of non-state actors
and terrorists," he said. 

Under pressure, Bilawal Bhutto
seeks dialogue with India, intel

sharing to combat terrorism
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WASHINGTON : (AGENCY)

Billionaire Elon Musk
plunged on Tuesday into
the congressional debate
over President Donald
Trump's sweeping tax and
spending bill, calling it a
"disgusting abomination"
that will increase the feder-
al deficit. Several fiscally
conservative Republicans in
the US Senate supported the
views Musk expressed in
social media posts, which
could complicate the bill's
path to passage in that
chamber.

"I'm sorry, but I just
can't stand it anymore,"
Tesla and SpaceX CEO Musk
wrote in a post on his social
media platform X. "This
massive, outrageous, pork-
filled Congressional spend-
ing bill is a disgusting
abomination."

He added: "Shame on
those who voted for it: you
know you did wrong. You
know it." Musk's comments
hit a nerve. Republican
deficit hawks have
expressed concerns about
the cost of the bill, which
would extend the 2017 tax
cuts that were Trump's
main legislative accomplish-
ment, while boosting spend-
ing on the military and bor-
der security. The House of
Representatives passed it
by one vote last month, after
the nonpartisan
Congressional Budget
Office said the measure

would add USD 3.8 trillion to
the federal government's
USD 36.2 trillion in debt.
The Senate, also controlled
by Trump's Republicans,
aims to pass the "One Big
Beautiful Bill Act" in the
next month, though sena-
tors are expected to revise
the House version.
Republicans on the Senate
Finance Committee, which
oversees tax policy, are due
to meet with Trump at the
White House on Wednesday
afternoon to discuss mak-
ing the bill's business-relat-
ed tax breaks permanent,
according to Senator Steve
Daines, a panel member.
Analysts have warned that

such a move would greatly
increase the measure's cost.
Republican Senate Majority
Leader John Thune said he
disagreed with Musk's
assessment about the cost
of the bill and stood by the
goal of passage by July 4.
"We have a job to do - the
American people elected us
to do. We have an agenda
that everybody campaigned
on, most notably the presi-
dent of the United States,
and we're going to deliver
on that agenda," the South
Dakota lawmaker told
reporters. Republican
House Speaker Mike
Johnson also dismissed
Musk's complaints, telling

reporters, "my friend Elon is
terribly wrong." Musk's
loud opposition to a bill that
Trump has urged
Republicans to pass pres-
ents a test of his political
influence a week after leav-
ing his formal role in the
administration as a special
government employee with
the Department of
Government Efficiency
came to an end. As DOGE
chief, he upended several
federal agencies but ulti-
mately failed to deliver the
massive savings he had
sought. The richest person
in the world, Musk had
spent nearly USD 300 mil-
lion to back Trump's presi-

dential campaign and other
Republicans in last year's
elections. But he has said he
would cut his political
spending substantially
while returning to his role as
Tesla CEO. The White House
dismissed Tuesday's attack,
just as Trump dismissed
earlier Musk complaints
about the legislation. "Look,
the president already
knows where Elon Musk
stood on this bill," spokes-
woman Karoline Leavitt
said at a White House brief-
ing. "It doesn't change the
president's opinion. This is
one big, beautiful bill, and
he's sticking to it. Senate
Republicans were divided
about the bill even before
Musk's missives. Deficit
hawks are pushing for
deeper spending cuts than
the USD 1.6 trillion over a
decade in the House version.

, while another coalition
of rural-state Republicans
are pushing to protect the
Medicaid healthcare pro-
gram for low-income
Americans. 

One of the hawks,
Senator Mike Lee, called on
party members to use the
Trump bill and future
spending measures to
reduce the deficit. "We must
commit now to doing so, as
this is what voters justifi-
ably expect - and indeed
deserve - from the GOP
Congress," the Utah
Republican said on X while
reposting Musk's message.

Dr Amjad Ayub Mirza, a
political analyst and human
rights advocate from
Pakistan-occupied Jammu
and Kashmir based in the
UK, has termed the latest
charges against India by
Pakistani authorities as
"baseless and misleading,"
in an exclusive interview
with. "A classic example of
psychological projection by
a state long implicated in
terrorism across the
region," he said of the accu-
sations. Dr. Mirza's remarks
came in response to Field
Marshal Asim Munir and
Pakistani Prime Minister
Shehbaz Sharif's recent
visit to Balochistan, where
they accused India of sup-
porting terrorism in
Pakistan during talks with
tribal elders in Quetta.
According to Dr. Mirza,
these narratives are outdat-
ed and aimed at deflecting
attention from Pakistan's
long history of sponsoring
terrorism. He highlighted
that the international com-
munity has repeatedly
acknowledged Pakistan's
role in fostering terrorism.
The Financial Action Task
Force (FATF) has consis-
tently placed Pakistan on its
grey list for failing to
address money laundering
and terror financing. Terror
groups such as Lashkar-e-
Taiba (LeT) and Jaish-e-
Mohammed (JeM) report-

edly operate under covert
state protection despite
international criticism. Dr.
Mirza also pointed to
Pakistan's continued sup-
port for UN-designated ter-
rorists including Hafiz
Saeed, Masood Azhar, and
Dawood Ibrahim--individu-
als held responsible for
major terrorist attacks like
the 2008 Mumbai attacks
and the 2019 Pulwama
bombing--who remain free
and protected by the state.
He condemned Pakistan's
brutal suppression of the
Baloch freedom movement
through Islamist militias
and military forces. Citing
reports from international
human rights organizations
like Human Rights Watch
and Amnesty International,
Dr. Mirza noted widespread
abuses in Balochistan,
including extrajudicial
killings, torture, and
enforced disappearances.
He said these violations
expose Pakistan's true inter-
nal policies and contradict

its attempts to blame others.
Dr. Mirza asserted that

terrorism remains a tool of
Pakistan's state policy. He
recalled how former
President Pervez Musharraf
admitted to supporting mili-
tant groups to "internation-
alise" the Kashmir conflict.
He added.  that this deliber-
ate use of terror has caused
chronic instability and suf-
fering in South Asia. In con-
clusion, Dr. Mirza urged
Pakistan to abandon base-
less propaganda and take
genuine steps toward
accountability and reform.
He called on the Pakistani
government to demilitarise
Balochistan, halt human
rights abuses, and disman-
tle its terror infrastructure,
which is widely condemned
internationally. He stressed
that India remains commit-
ted to peace, cooperation,
and dialogue based on
mutual respect and respon-
sibility--principles Pakistan
must embrace for true
regional harmony.

Musk calls Donald Trump's tax-cut and
spending bill 'a disgusting abomination'

TEHRAN. (AGENCY) 

Three Indian men who had
gone missing in Iran have
been rescued by Tehran
police, the Iranian Embassy
in India claimed on Tuesday.
"Three missing Indian citi-
zens freed by Tehran police.
Local media in Iran say
police have found and
released three Indian men
who had gone missing in
Iran," the Iranian Embassy
said in its X post. According
to a report by Iran's Mehr
News Agency (MNA), "The
kidnapping of the three
Indian men was reported to
Tehran police on May 1."
The three men, all from
Punjab, had arrived in Iran
on May 1 while on their way
to Australia. A local travel
company had promised
them well-paying jobs in
Australia. However, they
went missing shortly after
reaching Iran. The Iranian

Embassy in India had earli-
er said on May 29 that the
case was under investiga-
tion. The case of the three
Indian nationals was being
followed up by the consular
affairs department of Iran's
foreign ministry in coordi-
nation with relevant judicial
authorities, MNA, citing the
Embassy said. Mehr News,
citing another Tehran-

based news agency, added
that the three men were
rescued in a police opera-
tion against their captors in
Varamin, a town located in
southern Tehran.

Meanwhile, India also
confirmed on May 29 that it
was in touch with Iranian
authorities to locate the
three missing nationals and
had received good coopera-

tion from the Iranian side,
Ministry of External Affairs
spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said. Addressing a
press briefing, Jaiswal said,
"We are extending all possi-
ble help to the family mem-
bers of the three persons
who are missing." When
asked about the missing
Indians and incidents
involving ransom calls from
Pakistan in recent months,
he responded, "You would
have seen a statement made
by our embassy as well in
Iran. The three Indian
nationals who had landed
there some time back are
missing, and we are in
touch with the Iranian
authorities to locate them
for their safety and security
and eventual return home.
We are in daily touch with
the authorities there. We

are receiving good coopera-
tion from the Iranian side.
And we are also in touch
with the families. Obviously,
family members in such sit-
uations have their own anx-
iety, etc. So, we are extend-
ing all possible help.
Hopefully, we'll be able to do
our best in this situation."
Clarifying further, he added,
"February was a different
issue. What we are talking
about are three Indian
nationals who went to Iran
recently in May." 

The Indian Embassy in
Iran had said that the fami-
ly members of the missing
men informed them after
the three went missing fol-
lowing their travel to Iran.  

In a statement on X, the
Indian Embassy said,
"Family members of 3
Indian citizens.
