Apple gives Tata iPhone

repair business for India

APPLE HAS BROUGHT in Tata
Group to handle repairs for
iPhones and MacBook devices
in its fast-growing Indian mar-
ket, signalling the Indian con-
glomerate’s deepening role in
the UStech giant’s supplychain,
two people familiar with the
matter said.

AsApplelooksbeyond China
formanufacturing, Tatahasfast
emerged as its key supplier and
already assembles iPhones for
local and foreign markets at
three facilities in south India,
with one of them also making
some iPhone components.

In its latest partnership
expansion, Tata is taking over
the mandate from an Indian
unit of Taiwan’s Wistron, ICT
Service Management Solutions,
and will carry out such after-
sales repairs from its Karnataka
iPhone assembly campus, both
sources said. The market for
repairs is only going to boom in
India, the world's second-
biggest smartphone market, as
iPhone sales skyrocket. Coun-
terpoint Research estimates
around 11 millioniPhoneswere
sold in India last year, giving
Apple a 7% market share,com-
pared tojust 1%in 2020.

Snitch targets Y900-crrevenuein FY26

FAST FASHION D2C startup
Snitch is expecting its revenue
to rise 80% and touch ¥900
crore in FY26,as compared to
around 500 crore in FY25,
according to its founder & CEO
Siddharth Dungarwal.

"Thisyearthe planisto cross
atleast¥900crore,'hesaidinan
interaction with FE.

Dungarwal said that a
majority of its revenue - around
55% - is expected to come from
online channels. However, the
offline channel has also wit-
nessed high demand and
despite being launched only 18
months ago, it will account for
around 459% to the sales this
year.

"Wearewitnessingabout 2X
average order values (AOVs) in
offline stores as compared to

online,'Dungarwal said. Earlier
this week, Snitch announced
thatithasraised X340 croreina
roundled by 360 OneAssetwith
participation from Ravi Modi,
founder of Vedant Fashions.
With this money, the com-
pany is targeting to fuel its
offline expansion as well as
enterthe quickcommerce mar-
ket. Dungarwal said that from
around 60 stores at present,
they will take the total store

countto 100 by December.All of
these stores will also operate as
the dark stores to meet the
onlinedemand.

Out of these 100, the com-
pany would own around 80
stores,and 20 would be under
the franchise model.

Moreover,almostall of these
storeswould belocated in high-
streetlocationsas they offerbet-
ter returns to the company, he
added.

Tech Mahindra rides on GenAl to
boost productivity by 30-50%

ITCOMPANY TECH Mahindra
has shaped its Generative Al
(GenAl) strategy around a
frameworkit calls“Al delivered
right,” which focuses on four
key outcomes, Kunal Purohit,
President — Next Gen Services
at the companytold FE.

TechM is seeing clear bene-
fits from its adoption of GenAI
with measurable results across
the four areas: productivity,
transformation,innovationand
assurance.According to Purohit,
enterprises are now moving
away from a digital operating
model and are beginning to
embrace a cognitive approach
powered by Al, data,and secu-
rity.

“There is one very strong
underlying theme that is play-
ing out foreveryonein the mar-
ket,” he said. “Enterprises are
moving away from the digital
operating model... to now
becoming cognitive in their
operating model”

Purohit gave an example
from the telecom sector.

“For a telco customer, we
were able to improve the first

call resolution by 17%,”he said.
“You’re delivering on transfor-
mation around either the tech-
nology stack or the business
process stack?”

Thethird area,innovation,is
being enabled through AI
agents.Purohit shared an exam-
ple of a pharmaceutical com-
pany that used AI agents to
automate the adverse impact
reporting process following the
launch of anewdrug.

“Agent one collecting the
data, agent two classifying it...
agent three creating a report
and filing for regulatory and
compliance,”he explained.

For assurance, Purohit
emphasised the importance of
responsible and secure Al use,
especiallywith upcoming global
regulations. “There is a signifi-
cant milestone coming up in
August 2025... where every
enterprise needs to be ready to
report back onreadiness onrisk
categorytwo.”Headded,“100%
of it is around setting up the
right guardrails, getting the
responsible Al practicesin.”

He added that Tech Mahin-

dra has created benchmarks
comparingvarious tools.“Ifyou
use product A, it will cost you X
dollars persubscription perper-
son per month... 27% produc-
tivity in Python code creation.
Whereas... product B...will give
you 33% productivityimprove-
ment.” From a sectoral point of
view, Tech Mahindra continues
to focus on industries like tele-
com, manufacturing, financial
services,and healthcare andlife
sciences.

“Someindustriesarelooking
at Al within operations... some
customer experience transfor-
mation,” said Purohit. “Each
industryis atadifferent level of
maturity” He also noted thatin
data-sensitiveindustriessuchas
financial services, the company
ensures that ‘there are enough
and more checks and balances
being put to ensure the right
level of security’.
