As Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi skipped any 
reference to the  Oper-
ation Sindoor ceasefire 
during the NDA Parlia-
mentary Party meeting,  
the Opposition on Tues-
day questioned his con-
tinued silence on United 
States President Donald 
Trump’s announcements – 
be it pertaining to broker-

ing the India-Pakistan 
truce during the oper-
ation or the imposition of 
tariffs and additional pe-
nalties for purchasing-
crude arms and crude oil 
from Russia. 

Raising the issue, Con-
gress MP and whip in Lok 
Sabha Manickam Tagore ac-
cused Modi of deliberately 
remaining silent on Trump’s 
remarks on tariffs and im-
position of penalties. “We 
know that when Trump 
tweets, Modi ji stays silent 

and goes into 'maun vrat' 
(vow of silence).” 

Tagore also charged that 
the PM has been sending in 
External Affairs Minister S. 
Jaishankar, who he referred 
to as the “12th man”, to bat. 

“By rules, the 12th man 
cannot bat but in Modi’s 
new India, the Foreign Sec-
retary goes out to defend 
Mr Modi,” he added. 

Tagore further asked why 
the PM was “not ready to 
come to Parliament and 
make a statement on 

Trump’s tariff and announce 
retaliatory measures.” 

Meanwhile, Shiv Sena 
(UBT) leader and MP Sanjay 
Raut also raised the issue of 
the PM’s silence on Trump’s 
various remarks, including 
the latest in which he 
threatened to increase tar-
iffs on India for importing 
crude and military equip-
ment from Russia during 
the ongoing Ukraine war. 

 “Under Prime Minister 
Modi’s leadership, the US 
President has ridiculed 

India several times but the 
PM is not prepared to break 
his silence on it,” he said. 
Senior Congress leader Pra-
mod Tiwari claimed that 
the PM’s silence was “hurt-
ing India’s economic inter-
ests.”  

He insisted that “India 
should look after its own in-
terests”. He also recalled 
that it has been not one but 
33 times since May 10 that 
Trump has claimed that he 
brought about the ceasefire 
between India and Pakistan.

Chaitanya Raj Singh of the er-
stwhile Jaisalmer royal family 
lodged a strong protest on 
Tuesday over a Class 8 NCERT 
social science textbook depict-
ing the former princely state of 
Jaisalmer as part of the Mara-
tha Empire. 

In a post on X, Singh termed 
the map "factually incorrect 

and misleading" and urged 
Union Education Minister 
Dharmendra Pradhan to take 
immediate action and ensure 
the removal of the erroneous 
content. 

"The map shown in the 
NCERT Social Science text-
book for Class 8 (Unit 3, page 
number 71) depicts Jaisalmer 
as a part of the then Maratha 
Empire, which is historically 
misleading, factually baseless, 

and deeply objectionable. Such 
unverified and historically un-

substantiated information not 
only raises questions about the 

credibility of institutions like 
NCERT but also hurts our 
glorious history and public 
sentiments. This issue is not 
merely a textbook error but 
appears to be an attempt to 
tarnish the sacrifices, sover-
eignty, and valorous saga of 
our ancestors," Singh said. 

He mentioned that in the 
context of the Jaisalmer 
princely state, no authentic 
historical sources mention any 

Maratha dominance, invasion, 
taxation, or authority. 

"On the contrary, our royal 
records clearly state that the 
Maratha never had any inter-
ference in the Jaisalmer 
princely state," Chaitanya Raj 
Singh said. 

"Education Minister Dhar-
mendra Pradhan ji, on behalf 
of the entire Jaisalmer family, I 
wish to draw your attention to 
this burning issue and urge 

that such erroneous, ma-
licious, and agenda-driven 
presentations by NCERT be 
taken seriously and corrected 
immediately.  

This is not just a matter of 
factual correction but is con-
nected to our historical dig-
nity, self-respect, and the 
integrity of the national cur-
riculum. Prompt and concrete 
action is expected on this 
matter," he added. 

Jaisalmer royals slam NCERT textbook map linking region to Maratha Empire 

Rijiju slams Kharge, Oppn 
for spreading lies on CISF 
presence in Rajya Sabha

Congress president and 
Leader of Opposition in Rajya 
Sabha Mallikarjun Kharge on 
Tuesday claimed that Central 
Industrial Security Force per-
sonnel were “made to run into 
the well of the House” while 
Opposition MPs were protest-
ing and termed such action 
“objectionable and undemo-
cratic”. His ". Kharge wrote to 
Rajya Sabha Deputy Chairman 
Harivansh Narayan Singh, 
claiming the presence of CISF 
personnel during protest by 
the Opposition parties. 

Referring to a letter he had 
written to the Deputy Chair-
man earlier, he said, “I wrote 
to you on behalf of Opposition 
parties in Rajya Sabha. We are 
astonished and shocked at the 
manner in which CISF are 
made to run into the Well of 

the House when the Members 
were exercising their demo-
cratic right of protest. We saw 
this yesterday and we saw this 
today as well.” 

Expressing concern at the 
Parliament having been re-
duced to “such a level”, 
Kharge claimed that such 
presence of uniformed per-
sonnel in the house was “most 
objectionable” and that the 
Opposition condemns it “un-
equivocally”. 

Union Minister Kiren Rijiju 
on Tuesday strongly refuted 
allegations by the Opposition, 
particularly Leader of Op-
position in Rajya Sabha Malli-
karjun Kharge, over claims 
that CISF personnel had en-
tered the Upper House 
chamber. 

Rijiju called the accusa-
tions “misleading” and said 
they were aimed at tarnish-
ing the dignity of Parliament.

Today, she repays that support 
by calling me a misogynist. I 
owe the nation an apology for 
having defended someone 
who clearly lacks basic grati-
tude. Let people see her words 
for what they are and judge 
accordingly," the Serampore 
MP said in a post on X. Taking 
to X, Mahua congratulated 
both Kakoli and Satabdi.
