INDIAMAY REQUIRE financ-
ing tothe tune of $2.5 trillion
by 2030 for climate transi-
tion, given its pledge to
achieve net-zero emission by
2070, the government said
on Wednesday.

“India's climate finance
taxonomy will facilitate
greater resource flow to cli-
mate-friendly technologies
and activities,enabling India
to achieve the vision of being
Net Zero by 2070, while
ensuring long-termaccessto
reliable and affordable
energy,” the department of
economic affairs said in a
draft paper on “India’s Cli-
mate Finance Taxonomy.”

However, thereport did not
reveal any specific tax mea-
sures tobe taken to support the
green transition.Itis said tobe
shared with experts.

The framework is aimed at
greater resource flow to cli-
mate-friendly technologies
and activities. Preventing
“green-washing” — deceptive
or exaggerated claims about

the environmental benefits of
products or services-- is also a
key goal.

The public feedback on
the draft is sought by June
25,2025.

Power, mobility, and
buildings will be part of the
taxonomy, for climate miti-
gation.Agriculture,food and
water security will be taken
for climate adaptation and
resilience building. Hard-to-
abate sectors,such as iron
and Steel and Cement would
also be considered.

The taxonomy will cover
technologies, measures, pro-
jects and activities that are
aligned to: mitigation. This

includes improvements in
energy efficiency or reduction
in emission intensity, and
avoidance of GHG emissions.

“Meetingits updated NDC
targetsrequires an estimated
$2.5 trillion (at 2014-15
prices) by 2030.To bridge this
significant financing gap,
access to affordable finance
and advanced technology—
particularly from developed
countries,is critical for sus-
taining and scaling India’s
climate efforts,”according to
the report.

India’s proactive measures
have yielded positive results,
with many targets achieved
ahead of schedule.

Norms for coal supply to

thermal units eased...

THE CENTRAL Electricity
Authority has projected peak
power demand to rise to 277
giga watts (GW) in the 2025-
26,up 27 GW from the previ-
ousyear.By2029-30, the peak
demandisseentosurgeto 334
GW.

In 2024-25 the countryhas
added 33 GW of additional
power generation capacity,
taking installed capacity to
475 GW.

“Coallinkage earmarked to
states maybe utilised by states
in its own genco, independent
power producers (IPPs) to be
identified through Tariff Based
Competitive Bidding (TBCB) or
existing IPPs having power
purchase agreement (PPA)
under Section 62 of the Elec-
tricity Act, 2003 for setting up
of anew expansion unithaving
PPAunder Section 62,”the gov-
ernment said.

Under Window II, any
domestic coal-based power
producer having PPA oruntied
and also imported coal-based
power plants (if they so require)
can secure coal on auction
basis for a period of up to 12
months orfora period of more
than 12 monthsupto 25 years
by paying premium above the
notified price.Thiswill provide

|_

power plants the flexibility to
sell the electricity as per their
choice while encouraging IPPs
to plan newthermal capacities.

Imported coal based (ICB)
plants can also secure domes-
tic coal under Window-II, sub-
ject to the technical con-
straints of ICB plants, thereby
reducing their import coal
dependency.

The benefits accrued, on
account of import coal substi-
tution,would be determined
by appropriate regulatory
commission and passed on to
the electricity consumers/ben-
eficiaries, as per the govern-
ment.

“Directionswould beissued
to Coal India (CIL) and Sin-
gareni Collieries Company
(SCCL) for implementation of

the decisions,”the government
said.The moveisalsoaimed at
promoting setting up of green-
field thermal power projects
primarily at pithead sites i.e.
nearer to the coal source while
also supporting brownfield
expansion.

The latest move comes on
top of a contingency plan that
has been put in place to boost
power supplies,which includes
ensuring adequate coal avail-
abilityat thermal stations,and
another 30 giga watt (GW) of
coal-based generation units to
beadded to 50 GWunder-con-
struction capacities, a policy
push being given to renewable
energy (RE) storage with viabil-
ity gap funding.

The government noted that
with an aim to reduce the
‘landed cost’of coal at thermal
power plant end, coal source
rationalisation will be done.
This will not only ease up rail-
way infrastructure but would
also ultimately result in
reduced tariff for electricity
consumers, it added.

Upon expiry of coal link-
ages secured under old poli-
cies, power producers may
apply under the present pro-
posed revised policy,as applic-
able, to secure fresh linkages.

the UK s expected to further
boost the medical devices
trade to and from India with
imports likely to pick up pace
faster than exports. With
reduced tariffs, the industry
believesthat the trade deal will
benefit end consumersinboth
countriesand drive healthcare
innovation.

Even though the domestic
medtech associations have
welcomed the FTA, they warn
that the deal could potentially
lead to increase in “indirect
dumping” from third coun-
tries (like China) or undisclosed
locationsif the safeguard mea-
sures are not put in place.

“Every FTA, including this
one, must mandate clear dis-
closure of the actual site of
manufacture forall imported
products as mandated by
