The com-
pany will also double down on
brand investment, restage
products and increase media
spends, as benign commodity
prices give the company room
to invest savings made on
gross margins, he said.

“There is a very positive
sentiment around consumer
goods and especially foods. So,
I do think this is our moment
and it will definitely bring us

the kind of growth that we’ve
been missing for some time,”
Berry said in response to
investor queries on the com-
pany’s growth strategy.

Britanniaisalso expected to
pursueanaggressive regionali-
sation strategy to tackle local
competition including intro-
ducing new products such as
zeera (cumin) biscuits in the
eastorrelaunchingits Tigerbis-
cuit portfoliowith newflavours
to make it exciting for con-
sumersin small townsand rural
areasaswellasincreasing direct
distribution into rural areas.

Berry also said that the
company is consolidating its
adjacencies and aiming to
scale categories such as rusk,
cakes, croissants,dairy,and bis-
cuits in the future.

The case revolves around a fraud-
ulent bank guarantee worth over I68 crore issued
to the Solar Energy Corporation of India (SECI) on
behalf of Reliance NU BESS, a subsidiary of Reliance
Power, officials said.

Theagency said SECI suffered aloss of over 3100
croredue to fraudulent bank guarantees submitted
by Reliance Power subsidiary.

Dutta was arrested under the Prevention of
Money Laundering Act (PMLA), with the agency
securing four days of custody for questioning.
According to the ED, Dutta, a resident of Kolkata,
claimed to provide consultancy services in trade
financing.

The agency alleged that he played an active role
in providing fake bank guarantees.

On October 11, the agency had arrested Ashok
Kumar Pal, former chief financial officer of Reliance
Power,and Partha Sarathi Biswal, managing director
of Biswal Tradelink. The agency had earlier alleged
that BTPL fraudulently arranged and submitted
fake bank guarantees of ¥68 crore, along with
forged SBI endorsements and fabricated confirma-
tions fora SECI tender. For providing this bank guar-
antee, ¥5.40 crore was received by BTPL from
Reliance Power, the agency had said.

The case originates from a November 2024 FIR
lodged by Delhi Police’s Economic Offences
Wing (EOW).
