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Time to fight forces trampling 
constitutional values: Maha Cong 

Mumbai: Maharashtra Congress chief Harshwardhan 
Sapkal on Saturday said the time is opportune to fight the 
forces which are trampling and opposing the 
constitutional values and strengthen resolve to build the 
India envisioned by the Constitution. “The Constitution 
given to the nation by Babasaheb Ambedkar, the chief 
architect of India’s Constitution, continues to guide the 
country like a beacon. However, certain forces opposing 
these constitutional values are beginning to rise. Fighting 
these forces is inevitable, and to strengthen our resolve to 
build the India envisioned by the Constitution,” Sapkal 
told media persons after paying tributes to the Bharat 
Ratna BR AmbedKkar on the occasion of the 
Mahaparinirvan Diwas at Chaityabhoomi. He further 
added that slavery and exploitation were deep-rooted 
stains on global social systems. “Among the great leaders 
who broke these chains and called for social justice, 
equality, and fraternity, Babasaheb Ambedkar stands tall,” 
he said. He said that Ambedkar fought a long battle for 
the deprived, oppressed, and exploited and sowed the 
seeds of equality in society ~ values that he embodied 
through the Indian Constitution. 

Cold wave continues in MP, temp 
dips to new low at 1.8 degrees C: 
Bhopal: During the past 24 hours, weather conditions 
across Madhya Pradesh remained dry, though the impact 
of the cold wave was strongly felt in several districts. 
Bhopal, Rajgarh, Sehore, Shajapur and Shahdol 
experienced cold wave conditions, while Indore and Seoni 
were gripped by severe cold wave. Shajapur, Narsinghpur, 
and Betul reported cold day conditions. Maximum 
temperatures showed no significant change but remained 
below normal, with Ujjain division recording a departure 
of 3.7 degrees C and other divisions, including Bhopal, 
Indore, Narmadapuram, Gwalior, Chambal, Rewa, 
Jabalpur, Shahdol, and Sagar, registering deviations of 1.8 
degrees C to 2.8 degrees C. Minimum temperatures fell 
appreciably by 2.3 degrees C to 2.8 degrees C in 
Narmadapuram and Shahdol divisions, with Bhopal 
division recording a sharp fall of 4.5 degrees C below 
normal. Cold winds from northern India have intensified 
winter conditions, particularly in Gwalior-Chambal and 
Sagar divisions, where fog has also been prevalent. 
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Uddhav Thackeray lambasts

Thackeray targeted 
the BJP-led Fadnavis

Saturday, demanding that if 
the post of Leader of 
Opposition is not appointed 
inboththelegislative assembly 
aswell as thelegislative council, 
the post of Deputy Chief 
Minister should be cancelled 
immediately. 
Thackeray questioned why 

the Fadnavis government is 
afraid to give the post of 
Leader of Opposition to both 
thehouses, namely the legislative 
assembly aswell as thelegislative 
council. 
“We had demanded during 

the very first session of this 
government that they should 
give him the post of Leader 
of the Opposition. Now a year 
has passed, but this government 
has done nothing except make 
announcements”. 

“For the first time in the 
history of thelegislature, there 

isnoLeader of the Opposition 
in both the houses. This 
government is strong and it 
is supported by the central 
government. Despite this, why 
is this government afraid to 
appoint the Leader of the 
Opposition?”Uddhav Thackeray 
questioned. 
“They have many corrupt 

people with them by covering 
up all their follies. Despite 
doing all this, why is this 
government afraid of the post 
of Leader of the Opposition? 
This government should 

immediately announce the 
Leader of the Opposition for 
both the Houses. Also, if you 
are going to cite the law, then 
the post of Deputy Chief 
Minister should be abolished 
immediately, because there 
isno provision for such a post 
anywhereinthe Constitution”. 

“If some portfolios have to 
be given, then give that to 
him (Eknath Shinde) but do 
not call him Deputy Chief 
Minister. This government 
should announce the post of 
Leader of the Opposition in 

both the houses during the 
forthcoming winter session. 
Thisisour demand,” Uddhav 
Thackeray told media persons 
here on Saturday. 
“These days, the Chief 

Minister gives only twisted 
answers. He cannot give a 
straight answer. Farmers have 
experienced the crisis of heavy 
rainfallin Maharashtrasince 
September and it should have 
been declared a disaster”. 

“After that, the chief minister 
announced what he called 
the biggest package in history 
instead of declaring a wet 
drought. But no such package 
is available yet. He has not 
yet waived off the loans of 
farmers,” Uddhav Thackeray 
said. 

“Before the elections, they 
claimed that farmers would 
be debt-free. But after the 
elections, the Finance Minister 
(Ajit Pawar) says something 
else. This government has 
been lying and initially, they 
never sent any farmers’ relief 
proposal to the central 
government”. 

Biharlaunches CCTNS portal 
for transparentpolicing

Patna, 6 December 

Bihar Deputy Chief Minister 
and Home Minister Samrat 
Choudhary on Saturday 
launched the Crime and 
Criminal Tracking Network 
and Systems (CCTNS) Citizen 
Service Portal and App atthe 
Police Headquarters in Patna. 
The portal will allow citizens 
to file complaints from home 
andaccess information related 
to their cases. 
The portal is being seen as 

a significant step toward 
strengthening Bihar's law and 
order system by providing 
faster, more transparent, and 
technology-driven services. 
It is also expected to curb 
arbitrary practices within 
policestations and help reduce 
negligence. 
Speaking at the launch, 

Choudhary said the Portal 
and App would reduce the 
gap between the public and 
the police while increasing 
transparency. He noted that 
citizens will now be able to 
filecomplaintsdirectly through 
their mobile phones, after 

which the police will carry 
out the investigation. 
Once a case is registered, 

all updates and information 
related to the investigation 
and other processes will be 
available online through the 
Bihar Police portal, enabling 
complainants to track their 
cases with ease. 
The portal features 

e-complaints, missing person 

and miissing property complaints, 
police verification for students 
and other purposes, tenant 
verification, servant verification, 
driver verification, and senior 
citizen registration. Additional 
services will be added in the 
future to ensure that citizens 
can access police services 
without visiting police stations. 

Mumbaibidsadieuto Trentfounder Simone Tataat historic cathedral

People from all walks of life 
gathered at the Cathedral of 
the Holy Name in Colaba, 
South Mumbai, to attend 
Simone Tata’s funeral mass 
on Saturday morning and 
pay homage to the mother 
of Tata Trusts Chairman 
Noel Tata as well as the 
stepmother of late Tata Group 
Chairman Emeritus Ratan 
Tata. 

Cathedral of the Holy Name, 
is a historic church located 
near Simone Tata's residence 
in Bakhtawar building, Colaba, 
which she was known to 
attend regularly. 
Simone Tata passed away 

at the age of 95 on Friday 
morning at Mumbai’s Breach 

Candy Hospital after a short 
period of illness. After battling 
Parkinson’s Disease for months, 
she was airlifted from Dubai 
to Mumbai in August 2025 
under Dr Farokh Udwadia’s 
care. Since retiring in 2006, 

Simone Tata kept a low profile 
and her last public appearance 
was her stepson Ratan Tata’s 
funeral in October 2024. 
Simone Tata's funeral 

service drew several mourners 
to offer prayers and 

condolences, honouring her 
legacy and long association 
with the Tata family, at the 
historic Mumbai church. 
Cathedral of the Holy Name, 
is the Mother Church of the 
Archdiocese of Bombay as 
well as the seat of the 
Archbishop of Bombay. 

After the funeral mass, 
Simone Tata's mortal remains 
were laid to rest. Attendees 
at Simone Tata's funeral mass 
included her son Tata Trusts 
Chairman Noel Tata, her 
granddaughter Maya Tata, 
grandson Neville Tata, Manasi 
Tata,Saurabh Agrawal (Group 
Chief Financial Officer), 
Shapoorji Mistry of Shapoorji 
Pallonji Group, Praveer Sinha 
(CEO Tata Power), Jamshyd 
Godrej, Nadir Godrej (of Godrej 
Group), besides renowned 

architect Hafeez Contractor 
as well as several others. 
However, Tata Sons 

Chairperson Natarajan 
Chandrasekaran could not 
attend Simone Tata's funeral 
mass, since he was travelling, 
Meanwhile, Switzerland’s 

Consulate in Mumbai tweeted 
on its official handle: “We 
mourn the passing of Simone 
Tata, a truly accomplished 
woman whose achievements 
and grace touched so many. 
Her legacy will continue to 
inspire generations. May she 
rest in peace. Our thoughts 
& prayers are with the Tata 
family”. 
Simone Tata was born in 

Geneva, Switzerland, in 1930, 
as Simone Dunoyer to a 
French speaking Roman 
Catholic family. She first 

visited India in 1953 as a 
tourist, during which she 
met Naval H Tata, a prominent 
executive in the Tata Group 
and a key figure in the family's 
industrial legacy. Their meeting 
sparked a courtship that led 
to their marriage in 1955, 
marking a pivotal transition 
for Simone from her European 
roots to integration into 
Indian society and the 
influential Tata family. 

After her wedding, Simone 
Tatarelocated permanently 
from Switzerland to Mumbai, 
adapting to a new cultural 
and familial environment 
that contrasted sharply with 
her upbringing in Geneva. 
Lakme India paid homage 

to Simone Tata who had 
transformed the brand into 
a household name. 

Dhanbad 
administration 
begins evacuation 
after toxic gas leak 
SHASHISINGH 
Ranchi, 6 December 

The district administration 
has begun moving families 
out of the Kenduadih area 
afteratoxic gas leak caused 
two deaths and left more 
than 30 people seriously ill 
Teams from the 
administration, BCCL, DGMS 
and CSIR CIMFR are 
stationed in the affected 
localities, which have been 
marked unsafe due to 
underground mine fires and 
gas emissions. 

Officials met residents on 
Saturday and briefed them 
on the relocation process. 
Following requests from the 
community, JRDA arranged 
buses to take groups to 
Pajagur, Belgaria Township 
and Karmatand so that 
families could inspect the 
available housing, water 
supply, electricity and other 
basic facilities. 

Authorities said these visits 
were organised to help 
residents make informed 
decisions about shifting. 

Scientific teams from IIT 
ISM, CIMFR and DGMS have 
detected high levels of carbon 
monoxide in several homes. 
Experts said the gas leakage 
is linked to long-burning 
underground fires in 
abandoned mines and cannot 
be permanently stopped at 
the site. 
They stated that relocation 

is the only stable solution 
for peopleliving in fire-affected 
and subsidence-prone zones. 
A survey on 5 December 

found carbon monoxide levels 
above 2.5 ppm in several 
structures, which prompted 
the administration to speed 
up evacuation. 
Medical teams are 

conducting door-to-door 
checks, and hospitals in 
Dhanbad have increased the 
number of oxygen-supported 
beds. Multiple ambulances 
are on standby.

With theaviationsectorreeling 
fromamajor crisis, with IndiGo 
cancelling over 1,000 flightson 
5December,and hundreds more 
on 6 December, leaving 
thousands of passengers 
stranded, Congress MP Sasikanth 
Senthil has slammed the BJP 
government, saying Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi 
promised “ease of air travel” 
through UDAN but delivered 
“cease of air travel” instead. 

Addressingthe media persons 
on Saturday, Senthil linked the 
crisis togovernment prioritising 
corporateinterests over passenger 
safety and welfare. 
“The present IndiGo chaos 

isnotanaccident.Itisthedirect 

outcomeofthe BJPgovernment’s 
relentless push to manufacture 
aduopolyinthesector,and the 
disastrous consequences of that 
agenda are now exploding in 
full public view, Senthil said. 
He further added: “IndiGo’s 

cancellation of morethan1000 
flights on 5 December, 2025, 
with hundreds more beingaxed 
on 6 December, has brought 
the nation's air travel toits knees. 
This crisis is not a natural 
breakdown;itis the predictable 
fallout of the BJP government 

that has been hell-bent on 
crushingcompetition, rewarding 
favourites, and reshaping an 
entire national industry to suit 
atiny circle of corporate allies.” 
The Directorate General of 

Civil Aviation (DGCA) had 
released Flight Duty Time 
Limitation (FDTL) rules in 
January 2024, but they were 
partially implemented from 
July 2025 and fully from 1 
November, 2025. However, the 
government withdrew these 
rules amid the crisis, sparking 
concerns over pilot fatigueand 
passenger safety. 
Congessleader Rahul Gandhi 

hadalsoblamedthegovernment’s 
“duopoly model” for the chaos, 
saying India deserves fair 
competition, not “match-fixing 
monopolies.”
