Salman Rushdie was
among the honourees on
Sunday at the Dayton
Literary Peace Prize event
in Ohio, receiving a lifetime
achievement award after
publishing his first work of
fiction since being stabbed
on a New York lecture stage
three years ago. The prizes
honour both literary merit
and the writers' promo-
tion of peace through
their work, with sepa-
rate awards annually for
fiction, nonfiction and
lifetime achievement.
The Ohio city was the
site of negotiations that
led to the Dayton Peace
Accords in 1995, ending
a war in the Balkans
marked by ethnic cleansing
that killed more than
300,000 people, as well as
the displacement of 1 mil-
lion residents. The 78-year-
old Rushdie is best known
for his 1988 novel, “The
Satanic Verses,” which
prompted allegations of
blasphemy and a 1989 call
from Iran's Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini for the
Indian-born writer's death,
driving him into hiding. He
was blinded in one eye from
the 2022 attack before a
stunned audience, and his
assailant — who wasn't
born when “The Satanic
Verses” was published —
was sentenced to 25 years
in prison. Authorities said
his attacker, Hadi Matar,
then 24 and a US citizen,
was attempting to carry out
the decades-old edict calling
for Rushdie's death when
he travelled from his home

in Fairview, New Jersey, to
target Rushdie at the sum-
mer retreat of Chautauqua,
New York, about 110 km
southwest of Buffalo.
Rushdie published an
acclaimed. memoir about
the attack, “Knife,” in 2024,
a finalist for the National
Book Award for Nonfiction.
His most recent work, his
23rd, is “The Eleventh
Hour,” which includes three

novellas and two short sto-
ries. Other past recipients
of the lifetime achievement
award include former US
President Jimmy Carter,
Holocaust survivor and
Nobel laureate Elie Wiesel,
feminist movement icon
Gloria Steinem and writers
Margaret Atwood, John
Irving, Barbara Kingsolver,
and Studs Terkel. The life-
time achievement award,
also known as the
Ambassador Richard C.
Holbrooke Distinguished
Achievement Award, is
named for the American
diplomat who was an archi-
tect of the Dayton Peace
Accords. Other honourees
this year include Kaveh
Akbar for his novel,
“Martyr!" about a poet and
son of Iranian immigrants
dealing with a mysterious
family past, and Sunil
Amrith.

President Donald Trump is
hosting Syrian President
Ahmad al-Sharaa at the
White House on Monday,
welcoming the once-pariah
state into a US-led global
coalition to fight the Islamic
State group. It's the first
visit to the White House by
a Syrian head of state since
the Middle Eastern country
gained independence from
France in 1946, and comes
after the US lifted sanctions
imposed on Syria during
the decades the country was
ruled by the Assad family.
Al-Sharaa led the rebel
forces that toppled former
Syrian President Bashar
Assad last December and
was named the country's
interim leader in January.
Trump and al-Sharaa —
who once had ties to al-
Qaida and had a $10 million
US bounty on his head —
first met in May in Saudi
Arabia. At the time, the US
president described al-
Sharaa as a "young, attrac-
tive guy. Tough guy. Strong
past, very strong past.

Fighter." It was the first offi-
cial encounter between the
US and Syria since 2000,
when former President Bill
Clinton met with Hafez
Assad, the father of Bashar
Assad. White House press
secretary Karoline Leavitt
said Monday's visit is “part
of the president's efforts in
diplomacy to meet with
anyone around the world in
the pursuit of peace.”

Trump has recently said al-
Sharaa is “doing a very good
job so far” and that a “lot of
progress has been made
with Syria” since the US
eased sanctions. One official
with knowledge of the
administration's plans said
Syria's entry into the global
coalition fighting the Islamic
State group will allow it to
work more closely with US
forces, although the new

Syrian military and the
Kurdish-led Syrian
Democratic Forces in the
country's northeast had
already been fighting the
group. Before al-Sharaa's
arrival in the US, the United
Nations Security Council
voted to lift sanctions on the
Syrian president and other
government officials in a
move that Mike Waltz, the
US ambassador to the UN,

said was a strong sign that
Syria is in a new era since
the fall of Assad. Al-Sharaa
comes into the meeting
with his own priorities. He
wants a permanent repeal
of sanctions that punished
Syria for widespread allega-
tions of human rights abus-
es by Assad's government
and security forces. While
the Caesar Act sanctions are
currently waived by Trump,
a permanent repeal would
require Congress to act.
One option is a proposal
from Sen. Jeanne Shaheen,
the top Democrat on the
Senate Foreign Relations
Committee, that would end
the sanctions without any
conditions. The other was
drafted by Sen. Lindsey
Graham, R-S.C., a hawkish
Trump ally who wants to
set conditions.

He claimed that the
US is "taking in trillions of
dollars" from tariffs, which
he said would allow the US
to "soon begin paying down
our enormous debt, $37 tril-
lion." Trump added that
record investments were
flowing into the country,
with "plants and factories

going up all over the place,"
and further mentioned that
a "dividend of at least
$2,000 a person (not
including high-income peo-
ple!) will be paid to every-
one," though no further
details about the proposed
payout were provided.
These comments come days
after the US Supreme Court
began arguments on
November 6 over the global
tariffs imposed during
Trump's presidency, high-
lighting ongoing legal
scrutiny of the policies he is
defending. CNN reported
that the case is being seen
as one of the most signifi-
cant economic cases to
reach the Supreme Court in

years, with justices weigh-
ing whether the US

Treasury Secretary Scott
Bessent was also present,
emphasising that the
administration views the
situation as an economic
emergency. Earlier this
week, White House Press
Secretary Karoline Leavitt
said the administration. was
prepared for all outcomes
but remained confident in
its legal position.

Trump Donald to host Syria's al-

Indonesia declared the for-
mer dictator Suharto a
national hero on Monday,
provoking outrage from
rights groups who said the
move was an attempt to
whitewash decades of
human rights abuses and
corruption that took place
during his 32 years in
power. Suharto was a US
ally during the Cold War
who presided over decades
of authoritarian rule, during
which up to a million politi-
cal opponents were killed,
until he was toppled by
protests in 1998. He was
one of 10 people recognised
by President Prabowo
Subianto in a televised cere-
mony held at the presiden-
tial palace in Jakarta to mark
National Hero Day.

Minister of Culture Fadli
Zon said that Suharto
played a key role during the
struggle for independence
against the Dutch colonial
rulers, and later served as
commander of a military
operation that helped take
control of what is now West
Papua from the Dutch. Zon
also credited the former
dictator with alleviating
poverty and taming infla-
tion, as well as defeating a
Communist uprising. He
ruled out allegations of cor-
ruption and serious human
rights abuses as unproven.
Prabowo, the current
President, had close ties to
Suharto, under whom he
rose through the ranks of
an Indonesian special
forces unit accused of
extensive human rights
abuses. He and other mem-

bers of the unit were
banned from travelling to
the US until 2020, when it
was effectively lifted while
he was serving as
Indonesia's defence minis-
ter. He was married to
Suharto's daughter Siti
Hediati Hariyadi from 1983
to 1998. Prabowo did not
make any statement after
the ceremony. Former
President Abdurrahman
Wahid, who revoked many
of Suharto's repressive laws
and Marsinah, a prominent
labour activist who was
killed during the dictator-
ship, were also among 10
figures recognised as
heroes on Monday.
Marsinah was found mur-
dered in 1993 at the age of
24 after a disappearance
following a scuffle with mili-
tary personnel. Suharto held
power with an authoritari-
an approach that saw sol-
diers stationed in every vil-
lage until he was chased
from office by widespread
unrest at the peak of the
1997-1998 Asian financial
crisis. He was accused of
responsibility for the
killings of hundreds of thou-
sands of political opponents
during his time in office, but
poor health — and, critics

charged, continuing corrup-
tion — kept him from facing
trial until his death in 2008.
The bulk of killings
occurred in 1965-1966,
when between 300,000 and
800,000 alleged commu-
nists were rounded up and
slain during his rise to
power. Over the next three
decades, a further 300,000
people were killed, disap-
peared or starved in the
i n de p e n de n c e - m i n de d
regions of East Timor, Aceh
and Papua, according to
human rights groups and
the United Nations.
Suharto's hero status sparks
national debate Survivors of
state violence under Suharto
voiced outrage about the
honour. “I was shocked, dis-
appointed and angry with
this government's absurd
decision,” said Bedjo
Untung, who was impris-
oned without trial after
being accused of involve-
ment with the Indonesian
Communist Party and now
chairs the 1965 Murder
Victims' Research

Foundation. Untung, who
was tortured during his
1970-79 imprisonment,
said his family suffered
years of discrimination and
hardship due to his alleged
ties to Communism. “It feels
deeply unfair, we are still
living with the suffering
until today,” Untung said.
Suharto has been nominat-
ed for the title of national
hero multiple times since
2010, but previous
Indonesian leaders rejected
the idea in the face of debate
and national outcry.
Prasetyo Hadi, the Minister
of State Secretary, said the
candidates for this year's
honours were recommend-
ed by the parliament after
an in-depth discussion with
the national assessment
committee for national
heroes and society groups.
“This is part of our respect
for our predecessors, espe-
cially our leaders, who have
undoubtedly rendered
extraordinary service to the
nation," Hadi told reporters
ahead of the announcement.

Malaysian maritime patrols
scoured coastal waters in
the Andaman Sea on
Monday in search of dozens
of missing members of
Myanmar's persecuted
Rohingya minority who
police believe were on a
boat that capsized and
sank, killing at least 11 peo-
ple. Hundreds of Rohingya
boarded a vessel towards
Malaysia two weeks ago,
before being split into
groups and sent to two
boats on Thursday, said
Khairul Azhar Nuruddin,
police chief on Malaysia's
northern Langkawi island,
from where search opera-
tions are continuing across
255.7 square nautical miles
(877 sq km). Long perse-
cuted in Buddhist-majority
Myanmar, the mainly
Muslim Rohingya face esca-
lating violence in their war-
torn homeland and worsen-
ing conditions in crowded
refugee camps in neigh-
bouring Bangladesh where
1.3 million of them live.

There were around 70 peo-
ple in the vessel that sank
near Langkawi, while the
fate of the other boat carry-
ing 230 passengers
remained unclear, accord-
ing to Malaysian authorities.
They have found 13 sur-
vivors and seven bodies. In
neighbouring Thailand,
authorities have recovered
four bodies, including two
Rohingya girls, a maritime
security official said. "The
Thai Navy and Marine
Police have carried out
additional inspections,"
Sakra Kapilakarn, the gov-
ernor of Thailand's south-

ern Satun province, said.
More than 5,100 Rohingya
boarded boats to leave
Myanmar and Bangladesh
between January and early
November this year, with
nearly 600 people reported
dead or missing, according
to data from the UN Refugee
Agency. In the last week of
October, multiple boats car-
rying Rohingya left Cox's
Bazar in Bangladesh, from
where it takes between a
week and 10 days to reach
Malaysian waters, said Chris
Lewa, director of the non-
profit Arakan Project, which
closely tracks the voyages.

The boats might also have
stopped in waters off
Myanmar to pick up
Rohingya coming from
inland areas of Rakhine
state, where a raging civil
war has made displacement
worse, she said. Among
those who left Cox's Bazar
was 29-year-old
Mohammed Ibrahim, who
took a boat to Malaysia on
October 26, according to his
elder brother, Mohammed
Younus. "He left for
Malaysia without telling
anyone," he said from the
refugee camps, where he is
frantically trying to find out
his brother's whereabouts.
"If I had known, I would
never have let him go. He
has a wife, three children —
a three-year-old son and
10-month-old twin girls.
Who will take care of
them?" Muslim-majority
Malaysia has long been a
favoured destination for
Rohingya fleeing persecu-
tion although the country
does not recognise refugee
status. In recent years, it has
turned.

One of the year's most pow-
erful storms in the
Philippines, Super Typhoon
Fung-wong has killed four
people, authorities said on
Monday, as they began
assessing damage after its
fury abated, though no
reports of major destruction
have flowed in yet.

"We
could not sleep because of
the winds hitting our metal
sheets and tree branches
falling," said Romeo
Mariano, who sheltered
with his grandmother in
their home in the province
of Isabela.

Early
indications suggest the tally
of dead "will be minimal,"
however, civil defence sen-
ior official Raffy Alejandro
told a media briefing. A
mudslide buried a house to
kill two children in the
northern town of Kayapa in
the province of Nueva
Vizcaya, regional civil
defence official Alvin Ayson
said by telephone.
