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Indian Olympic Association President PT Usha, who is
also a nominated member of the Rajya Sabha, on
Tuesday offered her unequivocal support to the National
Sports Governance Bill, saying that it will end decades of
“stagnant status quo” to usher in “transparency, and
accountability” in country’s sports administration.

During the discussion on the bill, that was passed by
Lok Sabha on Monday, Usha lauded its provisions
including the setting up of a National Sports Board
(NSB), which will have overriding powers to recognise
sports federations (NSFs). Affiliation to the NSB would be
mandatory for access to central funds.

The bill also proposes the National Sports Tribunal to
deal with sports disputes and the National Sports
Election Panel to oversee NSF polls.

“Today is a day of immense personal and national
significance. I have long awaited this moment,” Usha,
who sat alongside another nominated member Sudha
Murthy, said in her address to the House.

Maharashtra’s Vibhu Tyagi has
emerged victorious at the
Deaflympics selection trials
2025, securing the top spot
among male participants after
two rounds of golf at the
Jaypee Greens Golf Course
here. With a total score of 168
(24-over par) over two days,
Tyagi led the leaderboard in a
field that tested resilience
and skill under tough playing
conditions marked by heat,
humidity, and gusty winds.
The selection trials were
conducted by All India Sports
Council of the Deaf (AISCD)
under the guidance of Indian
Golf Union. Held from August
6 to 8, the event brought
together six athletes,
including one female
participant. Harsh Singh from
Uttar Pradesh and
Chandigarh’s Jastar Singh
Billing took the second and
third places respectively. The
trials were a crucial step in
identifying India’s golfing
contingent for the
Deaflympics 2025, set to take
place in Tokyo later this year.

The National Sports
Governance Bill was on
Tuesday passed by the
Parliament with Rajya Sabha
giving its nod a mere 24 hours
after Lok Sabha, marking a his-
toric first for India’s sports
administration that is now set
to be regulated by a national
board and have its own
dispute resolution mecha-
nism.

The National Anti-Doping
(Amendment) Bill, which rein-
forces NADA’s autonomy as
required by the World Anti-
Doping Agency, was also
passed by the Parliament. The
two bills now await presiden-
tial assent to be notified as
acts. Soon after Minister of
Youth Affairs and Sports
Mansukh Mandaviya moved
the bills for consideration and
passage in the Upper House at
3pm, there were vociferous
opposition protests over revi-
sion of electoral rolls in Bihar.

The opposition eventually
staged a walkout led by
Leader of Opposition and
Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge, who
demanded a discussion on the
revision of electoral rolls in
Bihar. “In 20 countries, there
is sports law. I request the
Rajya Sabha to make India the
21st country with a sports
law,” Mandaviya said in his
address which was followed
by a discussion that lasted
over two hours.

During the discussion, BJD
MP Subhashish Khuntia raised
concerns about the centralisa-
tion of sports governance due
to the bill. He also felt that the
bill did not have clarity on dis-
trict and block level develop-
ment of athletes. “The bill
should empower, not control,”
he said. Mandaviya respond-
ed by saying that the govern-
ment is only seeking to be a
facilitator. “In this bill, we are
bringing transparency, not
control, not interference.
Government doesn’t want to
control. We are being the
supporters and providers of a
structure,” he asserted.

Former All India Football
Federation President and NCP
leader Praful Patel and Indian
Olympic Association President
P T Usha, who is a nominated
member, were among the
prominent voices who lauded
the bill. “It was a long-stand-
ing legislation that was
required. We have had a sports
code, it’s been a loose code
and never stood any legal
scrutiny. What is happening
today is the need of the hour,”
Patel said. “We are hoping to
win the 2036 bid of Olympics.
That itself would be a redefin-
ing moment for Indian sports.
This bill is absolutely in the
right direction. We need this to
achieve glory that is beyond
cricket. It is imperative that this
bill be passed with fullest
support,” he added.  Usha
expressed similar sentiments
and said, “This bill will usher in
transparency, accountability,
and gender parity. It will
empower athletes and build
confidence among sponsors
and federations. It is about
justice and fair-play.”
Mandaviya has described it as
“the single biggest reform in
sports since independence.”

The most striking aspect of
the bill is the NSB to create a
stringent system of account-
ability. The NSB will have the

mandate to de-recognise a
national body that fails to
hold elections for its
Executive Committee or has
committed “gross irregulari-
ties in the election proce-
dures.” Failure to publish
annual audited accounts or
“misused, misapplied or mis-
appropriated public funds”
would also be liable for action
by the NSB but it would be
required to consult the con-
cerned global body before
making its move. 

Another feature is the pro-
posal for a National Sports
Tribunal, which will have the
powers of a civil court and
decide disputes ranging from
selection to election involving
federations and athletes. Once
instituted, Tribunal’s decisions
can only be challenged in the
Supreme Court. The bill makes
some concessions on the issue
of age cap for administrators by
allowing those in the bracket
of 70 to 75 to contest elections
if the concerned international
bodies’ statutes and bylaws
allow for it.  It is a departure
from the national sports code
that capped the age limit at 70.
All recognised national sports
bodies would also come under
the ambit of the Right to
Information (RTI) Act, some-
thing that the BCCI has vehe-

mently opposed since it is not
dependent on Government
funding. However, the cricket
board has got some leeway on
that front with the govern-
ment amending the bill to
ensure that RTI would be
applicable only on bodies that
rely on Government funding 
or support.  Another significant
amendment made to the draft
is the mandatory term of two
tenures in the EC to be eligible
for fighting NSF elections. 

That mandatory tenure has
been reduced to one term,
clearing the decks for the
likes of IOA President P T Usha
to seek a re-election.

The National Anti-Doping
(Amendment) Bill-2025 incor-
porates the changes sought by
the World Anti-Doping Agency
(WADA), which objected to
“government interference” in
the functioning of the
country’s Anti-Doping Agency
(NADA). The act was original-
ly passed in 2022 but its imple-
mentation had to be put on
hold due to objections raised
by WADA. The world body
objected to the institution of
a National Board for Anti-
Doping in Sports, which was
empowered to make rec-
ommendations to the 
government on anti-doping
regulations.

Parliament passes National Sports Bill 
KEY REFORM ACHIEVED WITH PASSING
OF NATIONAL SPORTS BILL: MANDAVIYA
Sports Minister Mansukh Mandaviya on Tuesday said the

passing of the National Sports Governance Bill in both

houses of the Parliament will transform India’s sporting

landscape and make decision-making athlete-centric.

Speaking to reporters after the bill was passed in the

Rajya Sabha a day after getting Lok Sabha’s nod, Mandaviya

said the government will now focus on creating a medal

strategy to ensure that India’s performance in international

competitions improves drastically. “To bring good

governance in the sports sector, National Sports Governance

Bill, was passed in the Lok Sabha first and Rajya Sabha

today. Through the Sports Governance Bill, the country will

have an athlete-centric atmosphere, the federations will

have transparency, there will be speed in dispute

resolution,” Mandaviya said. “Along with this, women and

para-athletes will get representation,” he added. 

The bill has three significant features. The National Sports

Board, which will have the power to recognise and de-

recognise NSFs, the National Sports Tribunal for speedy

dispute resolution and the National Sports Election Panel

(NSEP) to oversee federations’ elections.

In addition, it has provisions for mandatory

representation of women and athletes in federations.

BINNY TO CONTINUE AS 
BCCI PRESIDENT: SOURCES 
Former India all-rounder Roger Binny turned 70 last
month but with National Sports Bill getting passed in
parliament on Tuesday, the 1983 World Cup hero would
continue as the the BCCI president at least till the parent
body’s Annual General Meeting in September.

Binny, if BCCI state unit members agree, can continue
till 75 which is now the cut-off age for office bearers of
National Sports Federations, whose global bodies don’t
have any specifically mentioned age clause, in this case
the International Cricket Council.

“Roger will continue till board meeting in September.
Whether he will get a fresh term depends on what
members and other powerful people associated with the
BCCI decide,” a board source told media on conditions of
anonymity. The BCCI will come under the purview of
National Sports Bill but the Right To Information (RTI) Act
won’t be applicable to the country’s richest sporting
body which doesn’t take any grant from the government.

The BCCI’s legal team is still studying the fine print of
the bill. “The National Sports Bill has just been passed,
so, we have some time to study it and engage in proper
discussion before taking any decision,” the source said.
“There are other points to discuss in the bill for sure, and
all the stakeholders, including senior players and
coaching staff, will be consulted, particularly because
cricket will be played at the 2028 Olympics,” he added.

SPORTS BILL NEED OF HOUR: NSFS 
As the National Sports Governance Bill is set to become a

law, the country’s national federations and Indian Olympic

Association President PT Usha on Tuesday welcomed the

landmark policy, calling it a step in the right direction as

India gears up to bid for the 2036 Olympics. 

The Bill, which is set to become a law after being passed

in both the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha, aims to revamp

and standardise India’s sports administration, creating a

clear framework for good governance in the National

Sports Federations (NSFs) and the Indian Olympic

Association (IOA). India will thus join countries like the

USA, UK, China, and Japan in having formal laws for

streamlined sports administration. 

“It’s certainly good since it will make things pretty

straight forward in the sense that there will be no

ambiguity now. The same set of rules and regulations will

have to be followed by everyone. No different rules for

different people as was the case before,” All India Tennis

Association (AITA) interim secretary Sunder Iyer told to

media. Iyer though felt that limiting the seats on the

Executive Committee is not an ideal situation. 

“India is a big country, so restricting the EC to 15

members will be tough to follow. At least 4-5 seats will go

to sportspersons of extraordinary merit and members of

the athletes’ commission, so practically out of 36 states,

you can have only 10-11 in EC. It is quite tough, this should

have been looked into, the number should have been

more,” he added.

IOA General Body to approve
India’s bid for 2030 CWG

India’s bid for the 2030 Commonwealth Games will
get a formal seal of approval from the Indian
Olympic Association (IOA) during the top sport
body’s Special General Meeting (SGM) here on
Wednesday as the country has emerged favourite to
host the multi-sport event. The main agenda item for
the SGM at the IOA headquarters is the ‘Approval to
submit a bid to Commonwealth Sport (former CGF)
for hosting the 2030 CWG in India, including any inci-
dental actions therewith’. The other two items to be
discussed by the SGM are: (a) consideration and
passing of the audited statement of accounts for the
financial year 2023-24; and (b) appointment of statu-
tory auditor for the financial year 2024-25. Since it’s
an SGM, the discussion will be restricted to the three
mentioned agenda items.

India has already submitted an Expression of
Interest for the 2030 CWG with Ahmedabad select-
ed as the host city. But the country will have to submit
the proposals for the final bid before the August 31
deadline. With Canada having pulled out of the 
race, India’s chances of getting the 2030 CWG have
brightened.
