Govt sanctions610.27
crore project for MCD

106 primary construction and demolition (C&D) waste
collection centres with barricading, CCTV surveillance,
water sprinklers, air quality sensors and information
boards to minimise dust emissions, an official said.
Delhi Environment Minister Manjinder Singh Sirsa said
that the Environment Department approved the project
on Monday under the leadership of Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta in a move to tackle dust pollution and
improve sanitation across the national Capital. The
minister said the administrative approval covers three
key projects — upgrading C&D waste collection sites,

Toxic air continues
to envelope Delhi

The national Capital contin-
ued to breathe toxic air on
Wednesday with pollution
levels remaining ‘severe’
for the second straight day
at 418, as stubble-burning
in the neighbouring
regions contributed most
to Delhi’s foul air.

Delhi’s Air Quality Index
(AQI) remained ‘severe’ with
the 24-hour average record-
ed at 418 at4 pm, according
to Central Pollution Control
Board (CPCB) data. A ‘severe’
AQI poses serious health
risks even to healthy individ-
uals, and can affect those
with existing respiratory or
cardiac conditions badly.

According to the Decision
Support System (DSS) data,
stubble-burning con-

tributed 22.4 per cent to
Delhi’s PM2.5 concentration
on Wednesday - the highest
share from farm fires
recorded so far this winter.

The share of pollution
transported from outside
the city stood at15.5 per cent,
the DSS data showed. Delhi
recorded its first ‘severe’ air
quality day of the season on
Tuesday, with the overall
AQI reaching 428. The air
quality, which had been ‘very
poor’ for several days, dete-
riorated further due to stag-
nant weather conditions and
local emissions.

For Thursday, stubble-
burning is projected to con-
tribute around 10.1 per cent to
Delhi’s PM2.5 levels, while
transport-related emissions
are expected to increase
slightly to 19.3 per cent,
according to DSS projections.

Delhi Police organises workshop
Cyber-Samvaad for teachers

The Delhi Police on
Wednesday organised a
workshop titled

“Cyber-Samvaad” for school
teachers. The event, held at
Adarsh Auditorium in the
Police Headquarters on Jai
Singh Road, was conducted in
collaboration with the Indian
Cybercrime Coordination
Centre (14C) of the Ministry of
Home Affairs and the
Directorate of Education,
Government of Delhi.

The three-hour session
brought together around 350
computer teachers from
various city schools. The focus
was to educate them on the
methods used by cybercrim-
inals and train them in pre-
ventive measures.

In his opening address,

Additional Commissioner of
Police (PRO) Sanjay Tyagi said
the initiative aimed to
empower teachers to act as
the first line of defence
against digital threats faced
by schoolchildren.

The chief guest, Devesh
Chandra Srivastva, Special CP
(Crime and PMMC), said the
event marked an important
step in the fight against cyber

threats targeting minors.

In the first technical train-
ing session, Rajneesh Gupta,
Joint CP, explained emerging
patterns in cyber frauds and
the systems available for
redressal. The second session
was led by Nishant Kumar,
Director, 14C, who detailed
Government policies and ini-
tiatives designed to protect
citizens from cybercrimes.

Cold wave action plan prepared
to protect vulnerable sections

The Delhi Government is
firming up a cold wave
action plan for the city,
which includes preparing a
hot-spot map and standard
operating procedure to safe-
guard vulnerable sections,
including the elderly, chil-
dren, migrant workers, and
the homeless.

The draft “Delhi Cold Wave
Action Plan” prepared by the
Delhi Disaster Management
Authority (DDMA) has been
forwarded to the respective
departments for comments,
a senior Delhi Government
officer said.

According to the India
Meteorological Department,
a cold wave in the plains is
considered when the
minimum temperature of a

station drops to 10°C or less.
The draft action plan
emphasises establishing a
standard operating proce-
dure (SOP) for minimising
the impact on health of high
risk groups — senior citi-
zens above 65 years, young
children up to 5 years, home-
less persons and those with
chronic conditions.
Creating a standard cold
wave treatment protocol,
adequate arrangements of
staff, beds and essential med-
icines in the hospitals were
part of the action plan, he
said. It has laid down respon-
sibilities of various agencies,
including Municipal
Corporation of Delhi, Delhi
Urban Shelter Improvement
Board (DUSIB), Food and Civil
Supply department and the
public works department,
among others, he said. The

draftalso recommends rapid
response teams to respond to
any exigency call outside
the hospitals.

The SOP also includes an
emergency response plan
for stray animals in an
extreme cold wave, involv-
ing the identification of their
shelter homes with the
arrangement of food and
fodder. A total of 197 shelter
homes across the city, oper-
ated by DUSIB, will provide
temporary accommodation
and food during the adverse
weather conditions.

Delhi Chief Minister Rekha
Gupta last week announced
that the Delhi Government’s
winter action plan will roll
out from November 15 with
250 temporary and 197 per-
manent shelter homes pre-
pared for homeless and
needy people in the city.
