Trump also gave a glimmer of hope for tackling the terrorist
menace and maybe ending the days of harboring criminals.

Mumbai terrorist attacks—Tahawwur Rana. He’s coming back to
India, where justice surely awaits. But don’t get too excited, India,
because the next step might involve a little back-and-forth with
the US over the deportation of Gurpatwant Singh Pannun. He’s
the designated terrorist pushing anti-India propaganda and stirring
trouble in Manipur and Tamil Nadu. Who knows, maybe the next
extradition request will be in the pipeline.
