Contendingthat net neutrality
globally is evolving alongside
market and tech advance-
ments, Reliance Jio has urged
Telecom Regulatory Authority
of India (Trai) to have a “flex-
ible approach” to recognise
traffic management and tech-
nology-centric  innovations
thatare now possible with net-
work slicing in 5G.

Jio has told the telecom
regulator that it is receiving

proposals to launch tariff
products based on network
slicing technology under 5G
Standalone.

“With the stabilising of our
5G SA services across country,
we are receiving proposals to
launch tariff products based
on network slicing technology
under 5G SA. The sample pro-
posals are for products for a
defined upload speed sliceand
low latency gaming slice etc,”
Jiotold Trai, on theissue of Net
Neutrality (thatis the principle
that all internet traffic should

betreated equally) .

Globally, Net Neutrality is
evolving with market and
technology scenarios, Jio said
citing stance of regulators in
markets such as the US and
the UK.
