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Notify Saranda sanctuary, SC tells Jharkhand

NEW DELHI: The Supreme Court
on Thursday directed the Jhark-
hand government to notify the
Saranda Wildlife Sanctuary
across an area of over 31,000
hectares of forest land, while
simultaneously reaffirming its
earlier ruling that no mining
shall be permitted within one
kilometre of any national park
or wildlife sanctuary’s bound-
ary.
A bench of Chief Justice of
India (CJI) Bhushan R Gavai
and justice K Vinod Chandran
said the notification must be
issued within three months,
covering 31,468.25 hectares of
pristine forest — home to some
of the world’s finest Sal trees

and a rich array of wildlife —in
West Singhbhum district. It
clarified that essential public
infrastructure like schools, dis-
pensaries, and road and rail
lines would remain protected,
and directed the state to publi-
cise this fact to allay fears
among tribal and forest-dwell-
ing communities.

The order makes Saranda the
first sanctuary in India to be
notified on the direction of the
Supreme Court. The bench
relied on a 1968 Bihar govern-
ment notification declaring the
area as Saranda Game Sanctu-
ary under the then Bihar Forest,
Hunting, Shooting and Fishing
Rules, 1958.

The court excluded six forest
compartments from the sanctu-
ary’s limits for mining, but

made it clear that no mining
activity can take place in the
remaining area or within the
one-kilometre eco-sensitive
zone around it, reiterating its
April 2023 judgment in the
batch of TN Godavarman cases.
In that ruling, the court had
held that mining “within a
national park or wildlife sanctu-
ary and within one kilometre
from its boundary shall not be
permissible,” expanding what
was then a Goa-specific restric-
tion to the entire country.
After pronouncing the judg-
ment, CJI Gavai observed in
court: “This is perhaps the first
instance when a sanctuary has
been notified by the court.”
The judgment was delivered
in the long-running Godavar-
man forest conservation case,

following an application by
Jharkhand resident Daya
Shankar Srivastava, who alleged
rampant mining in the ecologi-
cally fragile Saranda region
despite a July 2022 National
Green Tribunal direction to
declare it a sanctuary.

The case saw repeated shifts
in the Jharkhand government’s
position. In December 2024, it
proposed declaring over 57,000
hectares as a sanctuary. By
October this year, it reduced the
figure to 24,941 hectares, citing
potential impact on tribals and
forest villagers.

The bench took a dim view of
this vacillation, dismissing the
claim of tribal displacement as a
“figment of the state’s imagina-
tion.” Authoring the judgment,
CJI Gavai said: “The main oppo-

sition of the state is on the
ground that the rights of tribals
and traditional forest dwellers
would be adversely affected. We
find that the said contention is
absolutely without substance.”

Citing Section 3 of the Forest
Rights Act (FRA) and Section 24
of the Wildlife Protection Act,
the court noted that both indi-
vidual and community rights,
relating to habitat, habitation,
conversion of leases, and in-situ
rehabilitation, are protected
even after declaration of a sanc-
tuary. It directed the state to
widely publicise these provi-
sions and reassure residents
that their rights would not be
harmed.

The court’s order came
despite opposition from both
the Jharkhand government and
Steel Authority of India Limited
(SAIL), a central public sector
undertaking (PSU).

Solicitor general Tushar
Mehta, appearing for SAIL, said
nearly half of the PSU’s captive

iron ore supply came from
Jharkhand and that its railway
infrastructure lay within 1-km
eco-sensitive zone.

Senior advocate K Parmesh-
war, assisting the court as ami-
cus curiae, alleged that the state
was attempting to shield the
mining lobby, citing findings of
the Justice MB Shah Commis-
sion (2013) on illegal iron and
manganese mining in the state.

The bench said Jharkhand
could not “run away” from its
constitutional duty to protect
forests and wildlife. The Wild-
life Institute of India (WII)
report on Saranda, placed
before the court, described it as
a vital corridor for Asiatic ele-
phant, Chousingha (four-
horned antelope), mouse deer,
and sloth bear.

TEACHER ACQUITTED
IN POCSO CASE AFTER
STUDENTS ADMITTO
LODGING FALSE CASE

BAREILLY: A special court has
acquitted a teacher, booked
under the Pocso Act, after the
students who had accused him
of molestation eight years ago,
admitted to filing a false com-
plaint.

The case dates back to April
2016, when three students
accused their mathematics
teacher, Vivek Johri, of inappro-
priate behaviour after he scolded
them for using phones in class.

A case was lodged under pro-
visions of the Pocso (Protection
of Children from Sexual Offen-
ces) Act at Baradari police sta-
tion in Bareilly district following
a complaint by the students’ par-
ents, leading to Johri’s arrest and
subsequent imprisonment. PTI

No blame being
assigned in Al-171

NEW DELHI: The Centre on
Thursday told the Supreme
Court that there was “no attempt
to apportion blame on anyone”
in the ongoing investigation by
the Aircraft Accident Investiga-
tion Board (AAIB) into the Air
India Boeing 787 Dreamliner
crash on June 12 thatkilled over
250 people, even as the court too
clarified that the object of such
inquiries was to ascertain the
cause of the tragedy and prevent
its recurrence — not to fix
responsibility or assign fault.

Appearing for the Centre,
Solicitor General Tushar Mehta
said that the investigation was
being conducted in accordance
with international civil aviation
norms and that there existed a
“clear regime” under the Inter-
national Civil Aviation Organisa-
tion (ICAO) conventions.

“There is an international
convention, a regime in place,
and mandatory steps to be fol-
lowed in cases of air crash inves-
tigations,” Mehta submitted
before a bench of justices Surya
Kantand Joymalya Bagchi.

“Suppose some foreigners
were also victims. Those coun-
tries send their representatives
for the investigation. There is no
blame attributed to anyone.
Since there was some miscon-
ception after the preliminary
report, the Ministry of Civil Avia-
tion issued a press note clarify-
ing that no one has been
blamed,” he added.

The bench, while issuing
notice on a petition filed by the
father of Captain Sumeet Sab-
harwal, one of the pilots who
died in the crash, underlined
that the AAIB’s inquiry is not for
“apportioning blame” but for
identifying causes and issuing
recommendations to ensure
such incidents do not recur.

“The purpose of the AAIB
inquiry is not to apportion
blame. Its object is to clarify the
cause and give recommenda-
tions so that the same does not
happen again,” said the bench,
granting the Centre time to file
its detailed response.

Senior advocate Gopal Sanka-
ranarayanan, appearing for

father of the deceased pilot and
the Federation of Indian Pilots,
however, contended that the
investigation so far had not
adhered to ICAO-mandated
standards. “The regime that Mr
Mehta refers to has not been
properly followed. That is the
problem,” he said.

Advocate Prashant Bhushan,
arguing for NGO Safety Matters
Foundation, contended that a
court of inquiry, and not merely
an AAIB probe, was required for
an accident of such magnitude.

Bhushan submitted that sev-
eral “systemic failures” in Boeing
787 aircraft had been reported
since the crash and that continu-
ing to operate the model without
a comprehensive inquiry posed a
risk to all passengers. “Every-
body flying in these aircraft is at
risk. The pilots’ association has
said they need to be grounded
immediately,” he said.

Mehta urged the court to
allow the investigation to pro-
ceed unhindered, cautioning
that “any interference might be
counter-productive to the
focused investigation that is
ongoing.” “Let’s not unnecessar-
ily create panic,” he said.

The bench responded that it
did not wish to “pre-judge any-
thing” and would examine the
issue on the basis of the Centre’s
forthcoming response. “It should
not look like a fight between the
airlines,” the court remarked
before adjourning the matter.

The plea by Captain Sabhar-
wal’s father and the Federation
of Indian Pilots has sought a
court-monitored investigation
into the June 12 crash, arguing
that the preliminary AAIB find-
ings suggesting possible “human
error” were defective and
ignored evidence of a potential
electrical or systems failure.

India, Nepal ink deal to boost
