The Centre on Thursday

unveiled the draft of a new
Seeds Bill, proposingmanda-
tory registration of seed var-
ieties and a penalty imprison-
ment formajor offences such
as sale of “spurious” and non-
registeredseeds.
The draft of the Seeds Bill,

2025,was releasedby theMin-
istry of Agriculture and
FarmersWelfare.Onceenacted
into a law, it will replace the
existingSeedsAct,1966,which

is sixdecadesold.
The Bill proposes manda-

tory registration of seed var-
ieties.“Onandfromthedateof
commencementofthisAct,no
seed of any kind or variety ex-
cept farmers' variety and kind
orvarietyproducedexclusively
forexportpurposeshall, forthe
purpose of sowing or planting
by any person, be sold unless
such kind or variety is regis-
teredinthemannerreferredto
undersub-section(2)ofsection
14,” states the Section 13 of the
newdraft SeedsBill.
However, existingvarieties

notified under section 5 of the
existing Seeds Act, 1966, shall
be deemed to be registered
under the new law. There was

no provision of compulsory
registration of seeds varieties

in theexisting law.
The draft proposes strin-

gent penal provisions and has
offences in three categories—
trivial, minor and major.
Among themajor offences are
supplyof“anyspuriousseeds”;
supply of seeds of non-regis-
tered kind or varieties; and
“doing the Business without
registration as dealer or dis-
tributor or producer or seed
processingorplantnursery”.
For these major offences,

the draft Bill proposes amaxi-
mumpenaltyofRs30lakhand
imprisonment for a term,
whichmay extend up to three
years.TheBillseekstoregulate
thequalityofseedsforsaleand
import, to facilitate produc-

tion, and supply of quality
seeds.
According to theMinistry,

theBill is“alignedwithcurrent
agricultural and regulatory
requirements.”“Theproposed
legislation is intended to re-
place the existing Seeds Act,
1966 and the Seeds (Control)
Order, 1983,” theministry said
ina statement.
“The draft Seeds Bill, 2025

seeks to regulate thequalityof
seeds and plantingmaterials
availableinthemarket,ensure
farmers’accesstohigh-quality
seeds at affordable rates, curb
the sale of spurious and poor-
quality seeds, protect farmers
fromlosses, liberaliseseedim-
ports...” it said.
