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Bihar poll results: NDA maintains strong momentum
in West Champaran, wins 7 of 9 seats

Patna, The National
Democratic Alliance's stellar
performance in the Bihar
Assembly poll continued in
West Champaran district,
where the alliance secured
seven out of nine seats.

Only Valmiki Nagar and
Chanpatia went to the
Congress, which otherwise
performed poorly across the
state. With this emphatic
district-level mandate, the
NDA is set to comfortably form
the next government in Bihar.

Ramnagar: Nand Kishor
Ram of the Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) won the electoral
battle against Subodh Kumar
of the Rashtriya Janata Dal
(RJD) by a margin of 35,680
votes.

Narkatiaganj: BJP's Sanjay
Kumar Pandey defeated
Deepak Yadav of the RJD with
a margin of 26,458 votes.

Bagaha: BJP candidate
Ram Singh defeated Jayesh
Mangalam Singh of the
Congress with a margin of
6,313 votes.

Lauriya: This seat was won
by Vinay Bihari of the BJP. He

has defeated Ran Kaushal
Pratap Singh of the Vikassheel
Insaan Party (VIP) by a margin
of 26,966 votes.

Nautan: Nautan is another
constituency where the BJP
candidate secured his victory.
Here, Narayan Prasad
defeated Amit Kumar of the
Congress by a margin of
22,072 votes.

Bettiah: Former Minister
and BJP leader Renu Devi
managed to win the Bettiah
seat by defeating Washi
Ahmad of the Congress. Her
margin of victory was 22,373
votes.

Sikta: Sammridh Varma of
the Janata Dal-United won the
election by a margin of more
than 46,000 votes against
Independent candidate
Khurshid Firoz Ahmad. CPI-ML

candidate Birendra Prasad
Gupta secured the third
position.

Valmiki Nagar: Valmiki
Nagar is one of those rare
seats where the Grand
Alliance managed to win the
election. Here, Congress
candidate Surendra Prasad
defeated the JD-U candidate
Dhirendra Pratap Singh with
a margin of 1,675 votes.

Chanpatia: Chanpatia is
another seat where Congress
is leading against the BJP
candidate. Congress
candidate Abhishek Ranjan is
leading here by a small
margin of just 602 votes
against the BJP's Umakant
Singh. The leaders of the
NDA's alliance partners,
including BJP, JD-U, Lok
Janshakti Party-Ram Vilas,
Hindustani Awam Morcha-
Secular and Rashtriya Lok
Morcha, will soon hold a
meeting to select the name of
the Chief Ministerial candidate.

Sources have said that
Nitish Kumar will take the oath
as the Chief Minister for the
10th time in Bihar.

Mandate for development and rejection of
false narratives: NDA leaders on Bihar polls
New Delhi,  Leaders from

the ruling National Democratic
Alliance (NDA) hailed the
coalition’s emphatic victory in
the Bihar Assembly elections,
calling it a decisive mandate
for development and a
rejection of what they
described as “false narratives”
pushed by the Opposition.

Union Minister Gajendra
Singh Shekhawat said the
results reflected people’s faith
in the BJP-led alliance.

“The way the NDA has
secured victory under the
BJP’s leadership shows that
this is a win for development
and trust. This victory is a tight
slap on those who tried to
mislead people with their false
narrative, and it marks an end
to jungle raj,” he told IANS.

Echoing similar
sentiments, BJP MP Bansuri
Swaraj thanked voters for

rejecting the “politics of lies”
of the Congress and the RJD.

Union Minister of State
Harsh Malhotra said the
mandate proved that Bihar
had voted beyond caste
considerat ions. “People

showed complete trust in
Prime Minister Modi and Chief
Minister Nitish Kumar,” he said.

Delhi Assembly Deputy
Speaker Mohan Singh Bisht
added that the verdict
acknowledged efforts to end

lawlessness in the state.
Earlier, Prime Minister

Narendra Modi said that the
BJP-led NDA’s stupendous
performance in the Bihar
Assembly elections was a
mandate against the ‘jungle
raj’ and appeasement policy
of the Mahagathbandhan
parties. Addressing a
gathering of party workers
and supporters at the BJP HQs,
PM Modi said that he made
two specific requests before
the Bihar electorate – to cast
their vote in record numbers
and give a strong mandate to
the NDA. He added that the
people of Bihar heard his
request and blessed the NDA
with a strong mandate.

“The people of Bihar have
voted for a developed Bihar.
The people of Bihar have voted
for a prosperous Bihar. During
the election campaign, I had

urged the people of Bihar for
a record voting, and the
people of Bihar have broken
all records. I had urged the
people of Bihar to ensure a
massive victory for the NDA,
and the people of Bihar have
honoured this request of mine
as well,” he said.

Taking a swipe at the
Muslim-Yadav (MY) equation,
flaunted by the Rashtriya
Janata Dal (RJD) as its support
base to appease certain
sections, he said that the
youth of Bihar have chosen a
new MY formula for such
people.

“People of Bihar have
given a new meaning to MY –
Mahila and Youth. Their
dreams and aspirations have
completely vanquished the MY
formula, as furthered by
certain parties to achieve their
political interests,” he said.

Delhi CM flags off 50 e-buses, lays foundation
stone for automated vehicle testing station
New Delhi, Delhi Chief

Minister Rekha Gupta on Friday
dedicated 50 new electric
buses of the Delhi Transport
Corporation to the public,
including 30 twelve-metre
buses and 20 nine-metre low-
floor air-conditioned buses, an
official said.

All buses are equipped
with CCTV cameras, panic
buttons, GPS, and
a c c e s s i b i l i t y - f r i e n d l y
infrastructure, said the official
in a statement.

The Chief Minister also laid
the foundation stone of an
Automated Testing Station
(ATS) at the DTC Tehkhand
Depot in South Delhi.

The event marked a
significant milestone in the
government’s efforts to build
a cleaner, greener, and more
transparent transport system
in the national capital.

Speaking on the occasion,
the Chief Minister said that
within a span of just eight
months, the Delhi Government
has made extraordinary
progress in the transport
sector.

She highlighted the historic
measures undertaken to make
vehicle fitness testing modern,
transparent, and fully digital.
These steps, she noted, will
greatly enhance Delhi’s
environmental quality and
transport efficiency in the
coming years.

The Chief Minister
emphasised that this major
initiative would play a crucial
role in reducing pollution in the
city. She added that
commercial vehicles are
among the biggest
contributors to pollution in
Delhi and that robust,
technology-driven emission

testing is essential for
effective pollution control.

Transport Minister Dr
Pankaj Kumar Singh, MP
Ramvir Singh Bidhuri,
Councillor Sugandha Bidhuri,
senior officials of the Transport
Department, and other
dignitaries were present at
the event.

The Chief Minister said that
vehicular emissions remain
one of the most significant
contributors to Delhi’s air
pollution.

She pointed out that Delhi
has nearly 6.5 lakh
commercial vehicles requiring
an annual fitness certificate,
yet the system had been
neglected for decades.

She noted that earlier the
capital had only one centre at
Jhundpura, with a limited
testing capacity of just 47,000
vehicles. This forced lakhs of
vehicle owners to travel to
NCR cities for fitness testing.
She stated that previous
governments left Delhi’s
transport arrangements in
deep disarray.

The Chief Minister
underlined that within just
eight months, the current
Delhi Government has
introduced modern,
transparent, and fully digital
systems for vehicle fitness

testing reforms that will have
far-reaching benefits for both
the environment and the
transport network.

She informed that Delhi’s
first Automated Test ing
Station at Nand Nagri is
rapidly nearing completion
and will have an annual
capacity of around 72,000
vehicles.

Designed to be fully digital
and free from human
intervention, the centre will
ensure a transparent, reliable,
and time-efficient fitness
certification process. This will
bring significant relief to lakhs
of vehicle owners and
contribute meaningfully to the
city’s pollution-control efforts,
she said. She announced that
Delhi’s second fully automated
station, with a capacity of
73,000 vehicles annually, was
inaugurated on Friday at
Tehkhand. With this, the city’s
total fitness-testing capacity
has effectively doubled.

Meanwhile, the existing
centres at Burari and
Jhundpura are being upgraded
with state-of-the-art
technology and modern
standards. After the
upgradation, Delhi will be able
to conduct fully automated
fitness tests for more than
one lakh vehicles every year.

DRDO develops new-gen man-
portable autonomous

underwater vehicles for mine
countermeasure missions

New Delhi, A new
generation of Man-portable
Autonomous Underwater
Vehicles (MP-AUVs) have been
successfully developed by the
Defence Research and
Development Organisation's
Naval Science and
Technological Laboratory
(NSTL), Visakhapatnam, the
Ministry of Defence said on
Friday.

The system comprises
multiple AUVs equipped with
side scan sonar and
underwater cameras as
primary payloads for real-time
detection and classification of
mine-like objects, the ministry
said in a statement.

The onboard deep learning
based target recognition
algorithms enable
autonomous classification,
significantly reducing operator
workload and mission time.

Additionally, a robust
underwater acoustic
communication has been
integrated to facilitate inter-
AUV data exchange during
operations, ensuring
enhanced situational
awareness, it said.

The recently concluded
field trials at NSTL/Harbour
have successfully validated
salient systems parameters
and critical mission objectives.
Multiple industry partners are
involved in system realisation,
and the system will be ready
for production in the next
couple of months, the
statement added.

Secretary, Department of
Defence R&D and DRDO
Chairman, Dr Samir V. Kamat,

hailed the NSTL team for the
successful development of
MP-AUVs, terming it as a
major milestone towards a
deployable, intelligent, and
networked mine
countermeasure solution.

"It offers rapid response
capability with reduced
operational risk and logistic
footprint for naval mine
warfare applications," he
said.

Earlier last month,
advancing the Gaganyaan
mission, the DRDO developed
as well as tested specialised
food and parachute systems
for the Gaganyatris.

Gaganyaan, India’s first
human spaceflight, is
scheduled to launch in 2027.
The mission will carry
astronauts to low Earth orbit
for a three-day mission and
bring them back safely to
Earth. Speaking to IANS, on
the sidelines of the DRDO
Industry Synergy Meet in
Bengaluru, Dr B.K. Das,
Director General of Electronics
and Communication at DRDO,
said that from developing
products and technologies for
the armed forces, the premier
institute has also spread its
wings into the space domain
with ISRO.

India’s central bank accounting
framework rooted in RBI Act:

Deputy Governor
Mumbai, Central banks are

unique in two ways, first, they
are public policy institutions
that operate without any profit
motive and second, since they
possess the exclusive authority
to create money, they cannot
go bankrupt in the usual sense,
Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
Deputy Governor Shirish
Chandra Murmu said on Friday.
A central bank's functions
without a motive of profit, its
balance sheets reflect the
policy measures it undertakes
to address the prevailing
economic conditions of the
country during a given period,
and even if its balance sheet
shows losses or negative
equity, it can still carry out its
functions. Addressing an
international conference on
central bank accounting
practices organised by the RBI
jointly with the SEACEN centre
here, the Deputy Governor said
that central bank mandates
vary widely across jurisdictions,
reflecting their historical and
institutional contexts. Despite
the differences in mandates,
functions or roles across
countries, at the heart of every
central bank is monetary policy
and financial stability.

"Central banks aim to
maintain adequate capital and
reserves/ risk buffers to be

able to perform these critical
functions effectively. The
Reserve Bank of India has one
of the broadest mandates,
functioning as a full-service
central bank that undertakes a
wide range of responsibilities
typically associated with a
central bank," Murmu said. On
accounting standards, he said
that as widely understood,
there is no single globally
accepted accounting standard
designed specifically for central
banks and hence, their
accounting and disclosure
practices vary considerably in
format, depth, and emphasis.
While some central banks have
adopted the principles set out
in International Financial
Reporting Standards (IFRS),
either in full or with
modifications to suit their
specific needs, others continue
to apply their own national
accounting standards or use
hybrid frameworks tailored
specifically for the central bank,
he added.

‘Karma hits back’: Kavitha on
BRS defeat in Jubilee Hills

Hyderabad, "Karma hits
back" was former Bharat
Rashtra Samithi (BRS) leader
K. Kavitha's reaction to the
defeat of the party in the
Jubilee Hills by-election in
Telangana.

Kavitha, daughter of BRS
President and former Chief
Minister K. Chandrasekhar Rao
(KCR), took to X with a sharp
jibe after BRS failed to retain
the Assembly seat.

The ruling Congress
wrested the seat from the BRS
in the by-election caused by
the death of sitting BRS MLA
Maganti Gopinath.

The defeat in the by-
election came as a huge blow
to the BRS, which was hoping
to bounce back after losing

power in 2023 and following
its humiliating performance in
last year’s Lok Sabha polls
when it drew a blank.

Kavitha had resigned from
BRS following her suspension
for anti-party activities in
September. She also quit as a
member of the Legislative
Council. The Telangana
Jagruthi leader is currently on

a four-month-long padyatra.
This is her f irst public
outreach programme after
leaving the BRS.

She continues to hold
consultations with Telangana
Jagruthi leaders and others to
finalise her political strategy.

Kavitha said early this
week that she would continue
to work on people’s issues
and return to active politics
only later.

"I will show how it looks
when a woman leads in
politics, but that time hasn’t
come yet," she said at
Hanamkonda.

Stating that she was sent
out of BRS in a humiliating
manner, she ruled out
returning to the party.
