Emails expose Epstein’s 
persistent influence 
after conviction

Despite being a registered sex offender following his 2008 
conviction for soliciting prostitution from a minor, Jeffrey 
Epstein continued to wield remarkable influence and 
maintain high-profile relationships for more than a dec-
ade, newly released emails show. 

Thousands of messages made public by the US House 
Oversight Committee reveal business leaders, political 
strategists, academics and media figures con-
tinued to seek Epstein’s advice, connections and 
company between 2009 and 2019,  
until months before his arrest on federal sex 
trafficking charges. 

His network cut across ideology and geog-
raphy — from left-leaning intellectual Noam 
Chomsky to former Trump adviser Steve Ban-
non. While some emailed to support him amid 
lawsuits, others sought introductions, political 
strategy, dating advice, investment tips and even 
help responding to sexual harassment allega-
tions. 

In one 2018 exchange, Bannon consulted Ep-
stein while planning his political outreach in Eu-
rope. Epstein encouraged him, writing: “We 
should lay out a strategy plan… how much fun.” 
Yet in exchanges with former Obama White 
House counsel Kathryn Ruemmler, Epstein in-
sulted Trump, responding to her description of 
the former president as “gross” with: “worse in 
real life.” 

Wealthy figures including investor Peter 
Thiel, US politicians, Middle Eastern business 
magnates and European leaders appeared 
across the email trail. 

B’DESH ON EDGE AS SALAFIST GROUPS UNITE, FEARS OF COUP

NEW DELHI 

Bangladesh is witnessing an alarming consolidation of 
Islamist groups pushing for harsher religious laws, 
raising fears of an ideological and security crisis. Ten-
sions escalated after the Muhammad Yunus-led interim 
government reversed its decision to recruit music and 
physical training teachers in government primary 
schools, a move hardline groups labelled “un-Islamic”. 

Officials say Yunus’ decision to lift the ban on the Ja-
maat-e-Islami has backfired, emboldening Islamist 
forces. The Jamaat, long believed to be influenced by 
Pakistan’s ISI, is now coordinating with radical groups 
such as Hefazat-e-Islam to demand stricter Islamic laws.  

Bangladesh watchers describe the situation as an “Is-
lamist counter-revolution” taking shape since the ouster 
of Sheikh Hasina. Following pressure from these 
groups, Yunus also relaxed visa rules for Pakistan and 
opened avenues for deeper engagement — a move seen 
as strengthening Islamabad’s influence.  

Officials believe the developments are part of a 
larger, well-planned conspiracy, much like the August 

2024 coup that removed 
Hasina. Intelligence inputs sug-

gest the ISI is backing this effort 
on multiple fronts. While the 

Islamist alliances attempt to 
dismantle democracy politi-

cally, terror organisations 
such as Harkat-ul-Jihad-al-
Islami (HuJI) and Jamaat-ul-
Mujahideen Bangladesh 
(JMB) have been tasked with 
planning cross-border 
strikes in India to create in-
stability.
