Secretariat was previously 
called off two weeks ago 
after the government guar- 
anteed that their concerns 

would be addressed within 
14 days, according to the 
Dawn report.

An official 
order states that 63 officials 
are being dismissed from 
service in the initial phase.

At least 27 migrants, 

refugees dead in shipwreck 
off Italy's Lampedusa 

LAMPEDUSA : (AGENCY) 

At least 27 migrants and 
refugees drowned on 
Thursday following a tragic 
shipwreck off the coast of 
the Iwlian ishnd of 
Lampedusa, according to a 
statement by the United 
Nations High 
Commissioner for Refugees 
(UNHCR), Filippo Grandi, 
marking yet another deadly 
incident in the perilous 
Central  Mediterranean 
migration route. In a post 
on X, Grandi stated that 
over 700 refugees and 
migrants have lost their 
lives in the Central 
Mediterranean so far in 
2025, while emphasising 
the urgent need to enhance 
all aspects of the response 
to deal with such situations. 
"At least 27 people have 
drowned in a tragic ship- 
wreck near #Lampedusa. 
Over 700 refugees and 
‘migrants have now died in 
2025 in the Central 
Mediterranean. All 
responses -- rescue at sea, 
safe pathways, helping tran- 
sit countries and addressing 
root causes -- must be 
strengthened,” Grandi stat- 
ed in his post. According to 
UNHCR Iraly's 
Communication Officer, the 
agency is currently assist- 
ing survivors from the 
wreck. "Deep anguish over 
yet another shipwreck off 
the coast of Lampedusa, 
where UNHCR is now 

assisting the survivors. 
Twenty bodies have report- 
edly been recovered, with 
an equal number of peopk 

apostonX. "So far this year, 
675 deaths have been 
recorded in the Central 
Mediterranean. Strengthen 
legal pathways,' he added 
Flavio Di Giacomo, 
spokesperson _for the 
Coordination Office for the 
Mediterranean  of the 
International Organisation 
for Migration  (IOM), 
described the harrowing 
events. that led to the disas- 
ter. Taking to X, Giacomo 
stated that around 95 peo- 
ple had departed from Libya 
on two boats, but after one 
vessel started taking on 
water, all passengers were 
forced to board the other. 
Unfortunately, this boat 
capsized due to severe 
overloading. "Tragic ship- 
wreck off the coast of 
#Lampedusa. About 95 
people departed from Libya 
on two boats; after one took 
on water, everyone boarded 
the other, which then cap- 
sized due to overloading” 
he stated in the post.

Tensions within Pakistan's 
ruling coalition surfaced on 
Wednesday as Pakistan 
Peopls Party (PPP) 
Chairman Bilawal Bhutto- 
Zardari publicly criticised

Shehbaz Sharif for failing to 
celiver on development 
promises in Karachi, accus- 
ing him of applying a double 
standard between  the 
provinces of Punjab and 
Sindh, Geo News reported, 
citing The News. According 
to Geo News, Bilhwal was 
speaking at the inaugura- 
tion of the new Hub Canal 
near Karachi, where he 
mocked Shehbaz's widely 
touted “Shehbaz speed”, 
known for rapid develop- 
ment in Lahore, while say- 
ing that Karachi had instead 
been subjected to "Shehbaz 
slow". The PPP chairman's 
remarks have exposed a 
friction within the coalition 
government, where his 
party remains a key but 
increasingly critical ally of 
Shehbaz Sharif's Pakistan 
Muslim  League-Nawaz 
(PML-N).

National Assembly after a 
Supreme Court ruling on 
reserved seats, PPP leaders 
have suggested that their 
cooperation should not be 
taken for granted, Geo News 
reported.
