Pieces of childhood

SC Tiger Global ruling may 
have far-reaching impact on 
international tax jurisprudence

Inajudgment delivered on 15 January 
2026, the Supreme Court (SC) of India 
in case of Tiger Global ruled in favour 
of the Indian Revenue Authorities 
(IRA) and held that sale of shares of a 
Singapore-based company (which 
ultimately heldshares ofthe Indian 
company) by Tiger Global (basedin 
Mauritius) will be taxable in India. 

Key aspects discussed by the 
apex courtare as und 

A‘Tax Residency Certificate’ 
(TRC) is not conclusive in establishing 
treaty eligibilityand one needs to 
examine various other antecedent facts 
aswell. This seems to re-visit the 
longstanding SC judgement in case of 
AzadiBachao Andolan and other 
circulars which supported the proposi- 
tion that a TRC should be sufficient. 

The SC has sought to invoke the 
GAAR provisions (as codified in the 
domestic taxlaw) and has ruled the sale 
of shares of a Singapore company as 
an‘impermissible avoidance arrange- 
ment’.

The SC has gone astep furtherto 
state that even if one were to notapply 
the codified GAAR provisions, the judi- 
cial GAAR (i.e. anti-abuse measures laid 
down by Indian courts in various rul- 
ings), would continue to apply. 

‘While the judgement does not men- 
tion factual aspects in detail, some key 
facts around UBOs, bank signatories, 
etc. have been mentioned basis which 
the lower authorities had arrived ata 
findingthat the control and manage- 
ment of Tiger Global was based outside 
Mauritius, particularly inthe USA. 

The SC has focused on various 
amendments/ provisions introduced 
in the legislature (related to indirect 

investors will have to comprehensively 
review their past transactions and 
existing set-upto ensure that they 
withstand the test of increased 
scrutiny by the IRA. 

‘This decision is likely to be one of 
the most consequential taxjudgments 
inIndia’s corporate and international 
taxlandscape.

Last but not the least, it is interest- 

ingto take note of the concurring 
opinion of Justice J B Pardiwala 
where he has emphasised on the prin- 
ciples of ‘taxsovereignty’. He notes 
that exercising tax sovereignty on the 
global stage requires thoughtful bal- 
ance. It calls foraligning a nation’s 
geopolitical strengths, diplomatic rela- 
tionships, and investment appeal - 
while staying firmly committed toits 
own sovereign interestsand the core 
objectives of its people. When these 
elements work together, a country can 
confidently engage with the world 
without ever compromising its identity 
or long term objectives. 

‘The above opinion of Justice 
Pardiwalaalongwith the findings of 
the SC decision inthe case of Tiger 
Globalislikelyto havea far-reaching 
impacton international taxjurispru- 
dence and the approach likely to be 
adopted by Indian courts.

Sun- 
dance’s interest in international cinema programming 
roseover the course of the 1990s, John Nein, a senior

Business Standard in an interview in 2024. 

Mira Nair’s Mississippi Masala and Santosh Sivan’s 
‘The Terrorist were early entrants. More Indian films 
begantobe submitted in 2005, when the festival 
launched its world cinema competition. Among them, 
Sandhya Suri’s IforIndia, Geetu Mohandas’ Liar’s Dice, 
PreshantNair’s Unmrika and Q’s Brahman Naman. Docu- 
mentaries Writingwith Fire and Allthat Breathes, later 
nominated for Academy Awards, also premiered there. 

‘With major names in attendance, the festival 
isn't as scrappy as it once was. That makes it a costly 
affair for industry practitioners and fans to attend. 
Asinglescreening costs $35to attend; festival 
packages go for $920. But the institute counts on 
funds from the big-draw event to keep its other 
initiatives going. It runs screenwriting labs that 
benefit filmmakers who operate outside the 
traditional studio system, pursue bold themes, and 
experiment with form, funding, and distribution. 

Director Ajitpal Singh was among the grantees of 
onesuch lab that Sundance organised in India with a 
local partner between 2012and 2015. It was rare to have 
alab that was not bureaucratic, he said, and did not 
involve having to please any government officials to get 
things done. Singh went on to show another one of 
his films, Fire in the Mountains, at Sundance in 
‘pandemic-marked 2021, the only fully-virtual edition 
of the festival. Ritesh Batra’s The Lunchbox was 
workshopped through the Sundance labsin the US. 

Last year, self-taught filmmaker Rohan Kanawade 
received thegrand jury prize for world dramatic cinema 
for his debut Sabar Bonda,a Marathi meditation on 
queerlove. “The film went ontosell theatrically tomany 
territories around the world, including the US, at atime 
when theatrical distribution for foreign-language inde- 
pendent features isincreasingly challenging,” observed 
programmer Heidi Zweiger. The festival nowwantsto 
build appreciation for regional cinemas within India. 

Indian filmmakers are increasingly grappling with 
real challenges forindependent work, especially when 
it comes to distribution. It is aworldwide problem, as 
programmer Nein had earlier noted: “I guess partof 
the definition of independence for me is that it’s unde- 
terred, resilient, bold. It keeps trying to find away.”
