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JAIPUR:  Around 17 students
among 21 people fainted on Sat-
urday afternoon after an alleged
gas leak from a private fertiliser
factory which shares its bound-
ary with a government school in
Kota district of Rajasthan, offi-
cials said. 

The deputy police superin-
tendent of Kota rural Rajesh
Dhaka said, “The case took
place at around 1pm when a
total 202 students were at the
school on Saturday. Suddenly,
some of the students, along with
some staff members, started
fainting. Some of them com-
plained of irritation in their eyes
and also reportedly vomited
before fainting.”

According to the police, the
17 students—all of whom are 14
to 16 years old—were immedi-
ately rushed to the hospital of
the factory along with 4 teach-
ers. “The fertiliser factory
comes within 500m of the
school. Prima facie, the toxic
ammonia gas leaked from a
store in the afternoon which
had spread across some parts of
the school. Some of the people
who came in touch with the gas
fainted,” Dhaka said. 

At least 13 of the victims were

discharged in the evening after
primary treatment while six
students and two staff were
referred to Kota city for better
treatment. Five of these stu-
dents were also further referred
to JK Lon Hospital in Jaipur, the
officer added.

Superintendent of the Kota
city New Medical College Hospi-
tal Ashutosh Sharma said,
“When they were admitted to
the hospital, many of them were
struggling to breathe while also
reporting uneasiness in the
eyes. We had kept them in the
NICU. However, we referred
them to JK Lon for a better
treatment when their health
deteriorated.”

Kota collector Ravindra Gos-
wami and the Kota Rural SP
Shujeet Shankar reached the
spot to observe the situation.
“We have also appointed the
Rajasthan Pollution Control
Board to examine the area while
also forming a separate four
member committee comprising
the SDM, tehsildar, school prin-
cipal, and DSP Dhaka to probe
the matter and file a report
soon,” Goswami said after pay-
ing a visit to the hospital. 

However, Dhaka also added
that the matter is under a probe.
“There were around 1,000
labourers working inside the

factory on Saturday while the
school also had 202 students.
Probe is underway on how only
21 came in contact with the gas
if there was a leak.”

No FIR has, however, been
lodged so far. 

Sharing details, the principal
Ranjana Sharma told reporters,
“The incident happened after
the school prayer. When some
of the kids started vomiting, we
called one of the factory staffs
and asked to reduce the flow of
gas-release. Though they
reduced it few minutes later, an
amount of gas already captured
the area and at least 21 of them
fainted by then.”

Commenting on the develop-
ment, education minister
Madan Dilawar said that an
action will be taken against the
private fertiliser factory if they
are found guilty. 

“Most of the victims are safe
now while others are also
slowly responding to the treat-
ment. We are also speaking to
the families of the victims and
other kids and staff present in
the school during the incident.
The local education officers
were also directed to reach the
spot and closely monitor the sit-
uation. If the factory’s negli-
gence has caused it, we will take
action against them.”

21 faint after gas leak in Kota

BIKANER: Farm unions demand-
ing water held a protest in vari-
ous parts of the district on Sat-
urday. The call for a “chakka
jam” (road blockade) was given
by the joint front of farmers’
unions, Samyukt Kisan Morcha,
which is trying to keep the
movement’s momentum alive
after several rounds of talks
with administration and irriga-
tion officials yielded no results.

“We raised this issue in the
assembly and have been negoti-
ating with the administration,
but no solid decision has been
made yet,” said Anupgarh MLA
Shimla Devi, who is backing the
farmers.

On Saturday, farmers blocked
major roads, intensifying their
protest in Loonkaransar, Poo-
gal, Khajuwala, Gharsana and
Anupgarh areas of the division.
Traffic movement was dis-
rupted on key highways, and
commuters faced delays.

The farmers, who have been
staging an indefinite protest in
Gharsana, Anupgarh, Khajuw-
ala, and Rawla, say their crops
are on the verge of drying up
due to the government’s failure
to release additional water.

Convenor of Samyukt Kisan
Morcha- Lal Chand Bhadu told
HT that without urgent irriga-
tion, their investments in the
Rabi crop season will be wasted.
“Many have taken loans and
now face huge financial losses.
Our crops are drying up. The
government must release water
immediately, or we will be
ruined,” he added. 

Congress leader Rajendra
Moond said. “The crisis is wor-
sening. Farmers are already
burdened with debt. If our crops
fail, our financial troubles will
multiply.”

With no resolution in sight,
farmers have warned of escalat-
ing their agitation in the coming
days.

JODHPUR:  The naming of new
revenue villages in Jodhpur and
Balotra districts has sparked
significant controversy, with
allegations that several villages
have been named after influen-
tial individuals, caste groups, or
local deities in clear violation of
government guidelines.  More
than 30 petitions have been
filed in the Rajasthan high court
challenging such names, lead-
ing the court to stay the effect
and operation of the naming
notifications in several cases.

The controversy stems from a
circular issued by the revenue
department on August 20, 2009,
which provides clear parame-
ters for the creation and naming
of new revenue villages.
According to the circular, the
name of a new village should
not reflect any individual, reli-
gion, caste, or sub-caste, and
must preferably be proposed
through a consensus among the
villagers. However, instances of
blatant disregard for these
guidelines have come to light,
not only in recent government
notifications but also in cases
dating back two years, which
have now reached the court.

In several cases, villages have
been named after influential
persons, such as Shaheed
Hamir Singh Nagar, reportedly

named after the father of
Mohan Singh, and Bharmal
Nagar, named after the father of
Banshi Ram. Similarly, Bhojraj
Nagar derived its name from an
individual named Bhojaji, and
Shivdansar was named after the
grandfather of one Mahesh. 

In other instances, caste and
religious overtones have shaped
the names, such as Naiyo Ki
Dhani, which directly refers to a
caste group, and Shri Ramdev
Nagar and Mahadev Nagar,
named after deities associated
with specific caste communi-
ties. These naming decisions
have led the High Court to stay
the implementation of naming
notifications related to these vil-
lages, observing that they con-
travene the provisions of the
2009 circular.

The court, while staying the

effect of these names, has also
clarified that the state govern-
ment is free to rename these vil-
lages, provided the new names
comply with the guidelines and
avoid favouritism or bias.

The issue has also triggered
protests among villagers, who
have submitted memorandums
to sub divisional officers,
expressing their objections to
the naming process. Many
claim that the names were
decided without consulting the
local population. Responding to
the rising discontent and the
high court’s orders, Jodhpur
district collector Gaurav Agar-
wal has issued fresh directives
to all sub divisional officers to
ensure transparency in the
process of naming new revenue
villages.

Collector Agarwal said that
several cases have come to light
where the names of villages
were proposed arbitrarily, often
favoring individuals or commu-
nities, without informing the
villagers. To address this, he has
ordered that any new naming
proposals must be displayed
prominently on information
boards at local schools, ration
shops, and Gram Panchayats of
the concerned villages. Villagers
are to be given a period of seven
days to submit objections or
suggestions, and efforts must be
made to finalise the name unan-
imously.

JAIPUR:  The Directorate of Local
Bodies (DLB) has issued an order
stating that all bifurcated munic-
ipalities in Jaipur, Jodhpur, and
Kota will be merged by 2025
which were divided by the previ-
ous Congress government in
October 2019. The matter had
been ongoing for some time, offi-
cials aware of the matter said on
Saturday. 

According to the order, the
department directed officials to
initiate the delimitation process
109 wards and the bifurcated
municipalities and send a provi-
sional plan within 33 days. “This
is hereby proposed that the two
municipalities each in Jaipur,
Jodhpur, and Kota will be
merged. Therefore, a plan of
reconstructing their boundaries
and ward numbers will be
reformed,” read the order issued
by the DLB on Friday. 

The order, issued to all the
district collectors, further added:
“On November 22, 2024, the DLB
had ordered to appoint adminis-
trators in 49 local municipal
bodies whose tenure was over
that day. It was further directed
to prepare for a delimitation
across all these bodies as per the
population counted in the 2011
census. The 49 are among the

total 305 municipal bodies
across the state which will now
be delimitated.” 

The DLB has also provided a
norm to conduct the survey and
draw the new boundaries of the
wards. As per the order, the
areas with below 15,000 popula-
tion will have 20 wards, and then
the areas with a maximum pop-
ulation of 100,000 can have a
total 55 wards. 

Up to 60 wards will be given
to 200,000 population area, 65
wards to 350,000 population, 70
to 500,000 population, and 80 to
1,000,000 population. A total 150
wards can be given to the
regions with 3,500,000 popula-
tion. 

The DLB has also asked to
submit the planning of the
boundary by March 20, the peo-
ple may raise their objection on
it till May 1, and the government
will have to take the final call by
May 5, as per the order. 

Earlier, the DLB and urban
housing and development (UDH)
minister Jhavar Singh Kharra
had already declared the merger
of these bifurcated bodies in Sep-
tember while also pushing the
One State One Election policy to
conduct the municipal and pan-
chayat election simultaneously
across all the wards and village
units. 

In October 2019, the former
chief minister Ashok Gehlot-led

Congress government
announced the bifurcation of
three municipal corporations in
Jaipur, Jodhpur, and Kota con-
sidering that the move would
improve the civic bodies’ admin-
istrations in the cities with more
than 10 lakh population. The
Congress government also
argued that the Jaipur Municipal
Corporation-Heritage will cover
the entire Walled City area
ensuring a better maintenance
for the UNESCO Heritage sites. 

However, the action was
viewed as a political move aim-
ing to ensure Congress’s victory
in the election as the areas under
the JMC-H majorly carved out
the minority-dominated wards
who is always a core voter of the
party. The three cities in Jaipur,
Kota, and Jodhpur where the
municipalities were bifurcated
in 2019, currently have two
municipalities ruled by BJP
while the Congress won in four.

Reacting to the development,
the Congress spokesperson
Swarnim Chaturvedi said, “The
bifurcation was done aiming to
provide better facilities by the
administration to the growing
population. However, the BJP
doesn’t care about the develop-
ment of the people. In view of
their sure defeat in all these
municipalities, they are now
planning to merge them.”

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JAIPUR:  The Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) government is plan-
ning to introduce a dress code
for teachers in state’s schools,
officials familiar with the matter
said on Saturday.

The offi-
cial quoted above said that a
meeting regarding this took
place with chief minister Bhajan
Lal Sharma in November 2024.

Rajasthan Primary and Sec-
ondary Teacher’s Association
president Vipin Prakash said,
“The minister’s comment is
extremely disrespectful to the
teachers, particularly the
women. While minister’s focus
on our dress, the schools are
running with a bunch of vacan-
cies of teachers affecting the
study. He should focus on
reforming such gaps rather than
putting bizarre restrictions on
the teachers.”
