The political standoff in
Bangladesh deepened on
Friday as the Sheikh Hasina-
led Bangladesh Awami
League intensified its agita-
tion against the interim gov-
ernment headed by Nobel
laureate Muhammad Yunus.
With Yunus under increas-
ing pressure after announc-
ing that a referendum will
be held alongside national
elections—a long-standing
demand of a hardline Islam-
ist party—the Awami
League has rolled out an ex-
panded protest calendar.

REPORT: CHINA GIVING ‘ED
EDUCATION’ IN TIBET SCHOOLS

Chinese authorities are ex-
panding ideological and mili-
tarised programmes in
Tibetan elementary schools,
deepening concerns over cul-
tural suppression, according
to a new investigation by the
Washington-based  Inter-
national Campaign for Tibet
(ICT).

The report, cited by
Phayul, reveals that Beijing is
increasingly using the educa-
tion system to instil loyalty to
the Chinese Communist
Party (CCP) while undermin-
ing Tibetan identity, language

and traditions. Drawing on
