Donald Trump to proceed with legal
action against BBC despite apology

LONDON: US President
Donald Trump has declared
that he intends to proceed
with legal action against the
BBC despite the British pub-
lic service broadcaster apolo-
gising to him for the way his
speech was edited for one of its
news documentaries aired last
year.

“We'll sue them. We'll sue
them for anywhere between
a billion and 5 billion dol-
lars, probably sometime next
week Trump told reporters
on Air Force One overnight on
Saturday.

“We have to do it, they've
even admitted that they cheated.
Not that they couldn’t have not
done that. They cheated. They
changed the words coming out
of my mouth,” he said.

‘The row follows an intense
period for the British Broad-
casting Corporation (BBC),
resulting in the resignation of
top officials and an apology for
an “error of judgment” from its
Indian-origin chair, Samir Shah.

Over 25 mn children in Pakistan
currently out of school: Report

Nearly 20 million of children never atlended school in Pak

ISLAMABAD: More than 25
million children across Paki-
stan are currently out of school,
with 20 million of them having
never attended school, accord-
ing to a report.

‘The Nation newspaper
reported on Friday that the
data was part of a new report by
the Pakistan Institute of Edu-
cation (PIE) -- a government
organisation.

‘The report highlights that
1,084 transgender children are
also among those not enrolled
in any educational institution,
raising concerns about inclu-
sivity and access.

province-wise break-
down shows deep disparities.
Punjab accounts for 9.6 mil-

lion out-of-school children,
including 4.7 million boys and
4.8 million girls. Sindh fol-
lows with 7.8 million children
not attending school, that is
3.7 million boys and 4 million
girls.

In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa,
4.9 million children remain out
of school, comprising 2 mil-

lion boys and 2.9 million girls.
Balochistan reports 2.9 mil-
lion out-of-school children,
split between 1.4 million boys
and 1.5 million girls.

Even the federal capital
faces a significant challenge
with 89,000 children between
the ages of 6 and 16 out of
school, that includes 47,849
boys and 41,275 girls.

‘The PIE report warns that
the number of out-of-school
children is rising by 20,000
every year, underscoring the
urgency for government action.

Education experts stress
that effective and immediate
policy measures are needed to
ensure all children have access
to formal education.

Pak police: ‘Indian pilgrim
marries local Muslim man’

Kapurthala cops investigating her disappearance

LAHORE/CHANDIGARH:
An Indian Sikh woman, who
had entered Punjab province
of Pakistan with a pilgrims’
group earlier this month, has
converted to Islam and mar-
ried a local Muslim man who
she had met on social media,
Lahore police said Saturday.

In India’s Punjab state, her
disappearance is being investi-
gated, police from Kapurthala
district said.

Sarabjeet Kaur, 48, was
among around 2,000 Indian
Sikh pilgrims who travelled to
Pakistan via Wagah border to
attend the festivities related to
the birth anniversary of Guru
Nanak Dev. The pilgrims
returned home on Novem-
ber 13, but Kaur was found
missing.

“The couple has gone into
hiding and police are search-
ing for them,” he added.

When asked whether the
intelligence agencies took
the couple into custody, he
declined to comment but
repeated that the police are try-
ing Lo find the duo.

Pak: Lahore HC judge resigns
over constitutional amendment

LAHORE: Judicial cri in

Pakistan deepened on Saturday
with a senior judge of Lahore
High Court following suit of
two Supreme Court judges who

resigned protesting the “assault
on the constitution and juc
ciary” through a new constitu-
tional amendment.

Under the amended leg-
islation, a Federal Constitu-
tional Court (FCC) was set
up to deal with matters related
to the Constitution, while the
existing Supreme Court would
deal only with traditional civil
and criminal cases.

‘The 27th Constitutional
Amendment will also allow
Army Chief Gen Asim Munir
to stay in office till 2030 as
Chief of Defense Forces (CDE).

Lahore High Court (LHC)
Justice Shams Mehmood
Mirza tendered his resigna-
tion becoming the first judge
to resign from any high court
after the contentious amend-
ment was enacted into law.
Justice Mirza was due to
superannuate on March 6,
2028. He is the brother-in-

law of former prime minister
Imran Khan's Pakistan Teh-
reek-e-Insaf (PTI) Secretary

General Advocate Salman
Akram Raja.

On Thursday, Supreme
Court senior judges — Jus-
tice Syed Mansoor Ali Shah
and Justice Athar Minallah --
hung up their robes hours after
President Asif Ali Zarddari
approved the 27th Amend-
ment, describing the step as
an affront to the judiciary and
the 1973 Constitution.

Justice Mansoor Ali Shah
described the amendment as
a “grave assault on the Con-
stitution” and said the 27th
Amendment dismantled the
Supreme Court of Pakistan,

subjugated the judiciary to
executive control and struck at
the very heart of our constitu-
tional democracy.

Under the 27th amend-
ment, the Federal Constitu-
tional Court (FCC) has been
established. The resigning
judges are of the view that
the FCC has dethroned the
Supreme Court as the coun-
trys highest judicial forum.
>will now deal with
crucial constitutional mat-
ters and its decisions will be
binding on all courts, includ-
ing the Supreme Court itself.
Under the new Article 189,
the Supreme Court would be
downgraded to the apex court
for civil.

Japan’s govt protests
China’s travel advisory

BEIJING: Japan raised objec-
tions Saturday after China
advised its citizens to avoid
visiting Japan, as a feud over
the new Japanese leader’s
remarks on Taiwan showed
no signs of dying down.

‘The government in Tokyo
lodged a protest and its top
spokesperson, Chief Cabi-
net Secretary Minoru Kihara,
urged China to take “appropri-
ate measures,” Japans Kyodo
News Service reported.

China advised its citizens
Friday to refrain from trav-
elling to Japan in the near
future. It cited earlier attacks
against Chinese in Japan and
what it called Prime Minis-
ter Sanae Takaichi’s “erro-
neous remarks” on Taiwan,
which it said undermined the

Hospital attack:
Rebels kill 17in
eastern Congo

GOMA (CONGO): An
Islamic State-backed rebel
group killed at least 17 peo-
ple in an attack on a hospital
in eastern Congo, authorities
said Saturday.

‘The attack by the Allied
Democratic Forces, or ADF,
took place in the village of
Byambwe, in the Lubero ter-
ritory of North Kivu province
on Friday night, Col. Alain
Kiwewa, the local administra-
tor, told The Associated Press.

“Women who were breast-
feeding were brutally slaugh-
tered and found with their
throats slit in their hospital
beds Kiwewa said, adding
that 11 women were killed.

‘The rebels also attacked
other villages, said Samuel
Kakule Kagheni, a civil soci-
ety leader in the Manzya area,
which includes Byambwe, but
could not confirm the number
of casualties there.

Armed groups have carried
out several deadly attacks in
eastern Congo, including the
ADF and the Rwanda-backed
M23 rebels.

The ADE, which pledged
allegiance to the Islamic State
in 2009, operates along the
border with Uganda and often
targets civilians. In August,
ADF fighters killed at least 52
people during several attacks
in the same week, according to
the UN peacekeeping mission
in Congo. The group also killed
nearly 40 people in Ituri prov-
ince in July, when it stormed a
Catholic church during a vigil
and opened fire on worship-
pers, including many women
and children.

The ADF was formed by
disparate small groups in
Uganda in the late 1990s fol-
lowing discontent with Presi-
dent Yoweri Museveni.
