On 
behalf of the Navi Mumbai Municipal 
Corporation, Additional Commissioner 
Mr. Sunil Pawar welcomed the 
attendees. On this occasion, Deputy 
Commissioner Mr.Smita Kale, as well 
as the Director of the Textile 
Committee, Dr.TapanRaut and other 
officers were present.Congratulating 
the Municipal Commissioner Dr.
KailashShinde and all his colleagues 
for successfully implementing the 
innovative project of recycling waste 
clothes on a pilot basis by the Navi 
Mumbai Municipal Corporation, 
Central Secretary Shri. Neelam Shami 
Rao expressed the view that such 
projects should be started in other 
cities of the country and suggested 
that a workshop in this regard should 
be organized in NaviMumbai.On this 
occasion, he learnt about the six 
methods of classifying the textile 
waste coming to the project site and 
also inspected how the mechanical 
testing of the type of fabric is done. He 
appreciated seeing that the clothes 
and fabrics discarded by the citizens 
are being processed at the project site 
and remade into attractive forms. 
Similarly, while interacting with the 
women working there, he expressed 
satisfaction that not only do they get 
employment from this work but also 
the women get the joy of creating 
something innovative.Currently, for 
the collection of waste clothes in busy 
places like big societies, malls, offices, 
on the initiative of Navi Mumbai 
Municipal Corporation with the help of 
SBI Foundation Ltd. and through an 
NGO called Tisser Artisan Trust Big 
boxes have been kept and a separate 
vehicle has been arranged for the 
collection of waste clothes. Waste 
clothes are being collected from 3R 
centers located at various places in 
the city and these boxes are being 
brought to the waste clothes 
processing center located at 
Shakuntala Mahajan Multipurpose 

Building , Sec . 2, CBD Belapur, 
Belapur .Three organizations, 
Seawood Estate Phase 1 Belapur, Om 
Siddhi Tower Sosa, Sector 27 Nerul 
and Nexus Seawood Mall Sector 42 
Seawood, which made a great 
contribution to this process, were 
honored by the Secretary on this 
occasion.In this project, with the help 
of Tissar Artisan Trust, an NGO, waste 
clothes are being segregated in good 
condition and up-cycling is being done 
using handlooms. In this process, 
various types of items are being 
recreated from waste clothes. The 
items created are being exhibited in 
the market and their sale is also 
receiving a good response from the 
citizens. By implementing this project, 
the load of waste going to the solid 
waste management project site from 
the Navi Mumbai Municipal 
Corporation area is being reduced to 
some extent and in addition to 
reducing waste, employment is also 
being provided to women.Navi 
Mumbai Municipal Corporation has 
been selected from the country to 
implement this innovative project to 
manage used clothes and textiles and 
this remarkable project has been 
appreciated by various dignitaries and 
experts in this field who visited here. 
Today, Shri.NeelamShamiRao, 
Secretary, Ministry of Textiles, 
Government of India, while inspecting 
the project, expressed satisfaction 
that this project has reduced the 
amount of textile waste and recycled it 
into sustainable waste management.
