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A 19-year-old woman was
raped in Haryana’s Sonipat
by three men — one of
whom belongs to the same
village as her — after she
was o�ered a ride home in
their car, the police said on
Sunday.

An FIR was registered
under Sections 70(1) (gan-
grape) and 3(5) (act done
by several persons in fur-
therance of the common
intention) of the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita.

One of the accused has
been arrested, an o�cer
said, adding that e�orts are
on to nab the other two
men.

According to police, the
crime took place on Janu-
ary 16. The woman who
was waiting at ITI Chowk in
Sonipat, was looking for an
auto get home when the
youth from her village,

who was in a car along
with two others, o�ered
her a lift.

On the way, the accused
persons purchased liquor
from an outlet and con-
sumed it inside the car. La-
ter, they drove the car to an
isolated location, forced
the woman to consume al-
cohol and raped her, the
o�cer said.

Bahalgarh Station
House O�cer Mahesh Ku-
mar said the victim �led a
complaint on the same
day, following which inves-
tigation was initiated and
the arrest was made. 

All of the accused are
aged between 20 to 25
years, he added.

The Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA), in its
�nal investigation report,
has concluded that the pi-
lot-in-command of the Star
Air �ight to Bengaluru de-
viated from the lead line on
the taxiway (TWY K),
aligned the aircraft on the
runway 07 edge line and
initiated the take-o� roll,
thereby damaging seven
runway edge lights at the
Chennai International Air-
port in February 2025.

On February 25, 2025, a
Star Air �ight (SDG 8216)
operating from Chennai to
Bengaluru, with 34 passen-
gers and six crew mem-
bers, took o� from the air-
port at 4.53 p.m. and
landed at the Kempegowda
International Airport at
5.33 p.m. All persons on
board the �ight were safe.

At 7.41 p.m., a security
jeep, while carrying out a
routine runway inspection
at the Chennai airport, re-
ported that seven runway
edge lights were found bro-
ken on the right side of
RWY 07.

According to the DGCA,
during this time (between
4.53 p.m. and 7.41 p.m.),
there were a total of 45 air-
craft movements and none
of these aircraft reported
any abnormalities in the
air�eld or to their aircraft.

“After detailed examina-
tion, it was observed that
SDG 8216, while lining up
from TWY K, aligned to the
extreme right side of RWY
07 and took o�,” the DGCA
report stated.

It further added that in-

formation on this was com-
municated to the aircraft
operator the next day to
check for any damage and
the operator informed that
no abnormalities were ob-
served. 

However, by that time,
the aircraft had already
�own to three sectors.

“After the completion of
all the planned sectors (six)
of the day, the aircraft was
subjected to layover in-
spection at Bengaluru.
During the inspection, no
abnormalities were report-
ed on both the main land-
ing gear and nose landing
gear,” it added.

The regulator conclud-
ed the probable cause for
the incident was that the
pilot-in-command deviat-
ed from the lead line on
TWY K and aligned the air-
craft on the RWY07 edge
line, and initiated the take-
o� roll, which resulted in
damage to the runway
edge lights. 

In its safety recommen-
dations, the DGCA has said
that the airline operator
should impart appropriate
training to the crew based
on the probable cause and
that it shall impart the air-
port familiarisation train-
ing to all the pilots, as per
the laid down procedure in
organisation �ight crew
training manual, before as-
signing the crew to a new
airport.

T
he Nair Service So-
ciety (NSS) and the
Sree Narayana

Dharma Paripalana Yogam
(SNDP) on Sunday sig-
nalled a thaw in their frosty
relationship on the conten-
tious issue of caste-based
reservation, and hinted at
an alignment ahead of the
Assembly election in Kera-
la. 

The Hindu social organ-
isations representing the
interests of the electorally
signi�cant Nair and Ezhava
communities broadcast
that they had relegated
their long-standing di�e-
rences on reservation to
the back burner to meet
present-day “social exigen-
cies”. Most Nair groups are
in the general category for
reservation purposes,
while Ezhavas are part of
the other backward classes
(OBCs).

However, neither organ-
isation speci�ed the urgen-
cy that prompted their
need for a compact in a
crucial election year, or the
nature of their prospective
accord. The NSS and the
SNDP merely stated that
their respective leadership
would pursue “shared
goals without compromis-
ing their independent pol-
itical positions”. 

Notably, the NSS general
secretary, Sukumaran Nair,
di�ered from the SNDP Yo-

gam’s position that the In-
dian Union Muslim League
(IUML) had driven a wedge
between the organisations
by using the LDF govern-
ment’s 2014 proposal to ex-
tend 10% reservation to
economically weaker sec-
tions as a foil. “IUML and
SNDP were on the same
page concerning reserva-
tion then,” he said. 

SNDP general secretary
Vellappally Natesan sig-
nalled that the NSS-SNDP
di�erences over reserva-
tion are now water under
the bridge. He said that the
LDF’s introduction of EWS
in 2020 — clubbed with the
creamy layer criteria that
excludes the wealthy
among socially backward
communities from a�rma-
tive action bene�ts — had
rendered the reservation
issue redundant. 

Both leaders singled out
the Leader of the Opposi-
tion, V.D. Satheesan, for
criticism and predicted
that the UDF’s current pol-

itical trajectory could po-
tentially diminish the al-
liance’s chances of winning
the Assembly polls. Mr.
Satheesan insisted that he
had spoken against com-
munally divisive rhetoric
and had not targeted the
NSS or SNDP. 

Alliance calculus
Meanwhile, Mr. Natesan’s
pivot towards the NSS lea-
dership has left opposing
alliances in Kerala scram-
bling to read the political
tea leaves.

CPI(M) general secre-
tary M.A. Baby said the
party would calibrate its
position only after under-
standing how the align-
ment would evolve and
whom it would ultimately
bene�t. Kerala Culture Mi-
nister Saji Cherian denied
insinuations that the NSS-
SNDP alliance was part of
the CPI(M)’s attempt to
consolidate Hindu votes
through social
engineering.
