Both these projects will be developed on 
public-private partnership (PPP) model. 
LDA Vice Chairman Prathamesh Kumar 
held a meeting with investors of the real 
estate sector in this regard. Kumar said that 
the LDA had 5.5 acres of land at 1090 
crossing. 

“Hotel, commercial complex and office 
space will be developed on this land locat- 
ed at prime location. It will cost around Rs 
800 crore. This project will promote 
tourism and business activities in the city,

as well as create new employment oppor- 
tunities” he said. 
He said that this project would be devel- 

oped on PPP model, in which LDA would 
be in the role of co-developer. 

“To make the building iconic, special 
emphasis will be laid on its design and 
facade, so that after taking shape it can 
become the new identity of the city. After 
completion of construction, commercial 
and office space etc. will be allotted on a 
lease of 90 years, which can be extended 
further” he said. 
The LDA vice chairman said that 51 

acres of acquired land of Maleshemau vil- 
lage behind the police headquarters on 
Shaheed Path had been recently freed 
through a Cam%algn. 
“Now group housing will be developed 

here on PPP model at a cost of about Rs 
2,500 crore, where world-class residential 
facilities will be available to about 4,000 
families. The scheme will be developed in 
three dusters, in which different compa- 
nies of the real estate sector will be able to 

participate” he added. 
According to the LDA vice chairman, as 

per Floor Area Ratio (FAR) 5, many tow- 
ers of multi-storey apartments would be 
built which will have 1 BHK to 4 BHK flats 
and penthouses, along with EWS and LIG 
category houses. 
Al facilities like swlmmmgepool, gym, 

club, yoga centre etc. will be developed in 
the society. Being on the banks of the 
Gomti river, all the apartments will have 
ariver view. 
Kumar said that LDA was developing 

a Green Corridor, Shahid Path-Green 
Corridor Clover Leaf, Master Plan road 
connecting Sultanpur Road and Flower 
Valley near the project. This will make 
this scheme more prime in future. 
The request for proposal (REP) will be 

invited for both these projects in June 
this year. The LDA vice chairman said 
that the company concerned would 
have to complete the construction work 
within three years of signing the agree- 
ment.

The accused first asked 
for Rs 1,950 through Phone-Pe as advance 
money for locking the deal. After this, he 
asked for Sunita’s Aadhaar card and photo 
and sent a fake receipt. 
On the same day, the accused made 

Sunita transfer Rs 10,000 to his Amazon 
Pay wallet and then another Rs 1.25 lakh 
on various pretexts. Even after a total of 
Rs 1.36 lakh was transferred, Sunita did not 
receive the scooty. The victim lodged a 
complaint with Cyber Cell, Hazratganj. 
Sunita is originally from Almora in 
Uttarakhand and is currently posted at the 
SSB office in Bindowa, in Mohanlalganj. 

Cow-smuggling gang busted

cow smuggler was arrested in an 
A;ncoumer ‘with a police team late on 

riday night in Gosaiganj while his 
four aides were arrested later during comb- 
ing of the forest cover in the area. 

All the five notorious inter-state cow smug- 
glers have a long criminal history and their 
gang operates in UP, Rajasthan, Bihar and 
West Bengal. 
DCP South Nipun Agarwal said the 

police wastipped off about the smuggler who 
usedto (rans&on cowsinalorryand the team 
intercepted the accused. 
The prime accused identified as Shoaib 

alias Ganda of Muzaffarnagar district 
(presently staying in Meerut) opened fire on 
the police party and was injured in the retal- 
iatory firing by the police. 
The other accused arrested were identified 

as Jabir of Haridwar (Uttarakhand), age about 
55years, Faizan of Muzaffarnagar, ageabout 
30 years, Munir Alam of Muzaffarnagar, age 
about 40 years, and Firasat of Moradabad, age 
about 36 years. 

According to the DCP South, on May 5, 
20 cows were recovered from a truck having 
different number platesat the frontand rear 
portion of the vehicle on the Purvanchal 
Expressway under Gosaiganj police station. 
‘The smugglers had succeeded in fleeing the 
scene. 

During investigation of the case, it came 
tolight that the persons trave inthe above 
mentioned truck had fled in a Swift Dzire car 
after the truck broke down. 

Police teams gathered information about 
the above accused on the basis of CCTV 
footage and electronic evidence. In the same 
sequence, on the night of May 17, the police 
was tipped off about the miscreants travel- 
ling in a car, and passing near Bailey under- 
pass Jail Road in Gosaiganj. 

During interrogation, the accused said that 
they are involved in cow smuggling. Their 
other two associates, Munir and Firasat, 
arrange for the smuggled cows from various 
districts of Uttar Pradesh like Meerut, 
Rampur, Hardoi and Muzaffarnagar. These 
people load these cows in a truck and sell 
them in a cattle market in Sasaram district, 
Bihar. They confessed that all the animals are 
taken for slaughter and whatever profit they 
makeis divided equally by these people. The 
owner of the truck is Jabir and Munir also 
owns a truck through which these people 
smuggle cows. 

During investigation, it came to light that 
cases are registered against these accused in 
various districts of Uttar Pradesh. They earn 
their livelihood by smuggling cows. They 
move in afour-wheeler in front or behind the 
truck carrying cows. So, if the police try to 
catch them, they flee from the spotalong with 
their companions in the four-wheeler.

FALSE FIRE ALARM ON ANTYODAYA 
EXP TRIGGERS PANIC IN TRAIN 
A false fire alarm on Antyodaya Expressled 

to panic on Saturday, with many passengers 
evacuating the train near the Khalilabad rail- 
way station in Uttar Pradesh’s Sant Kabir Nagar 
district, officials said. 
The incident occurred around 2 pm on 

Saturday when the train, heading to Jalandhar 
from Darbhanga, came to a halt near the outer 
signal of the Khalilabad railway station, they 
said.
