UN chiei condemns deadly
Israell attack on Gaza church

United Nations, July 18
(IANS) UN Secretary-
General Antonio Guterres
strongly condemns the Is-
raeli strike on the Holy
Family Church in Gaza, a
sanctuary for civilians, a
UN spokeswoman said.

"Attacks on places of
worship are unaccept-
able," said Stephanie
Tremblay, associate
spokesperson for the UN
chief. "People seeking
shelter must be respected
and protected, not hit by
strikes."Too many lives
have already been lost.
The secretary-general
calls on all parties to en-
sure that civilians are re-
spected and protected at
all times and allow human-
itarian aid to flow into Gaza
at scale, said Tremblay,
adding that there is an ur-
gent need for an immedi-
ate ceasefire and the im-
mediate and uncondition-
al release of all hostages,

Xinhua news agency
reported. The UN Office for
the Coordination of Hu-
manitarian Affairs (OCHA)
said Wednesday that Is-
raeli strikes over the past
24 hours have hit sites
hosting displaced Pales-
tinians, with some of them
injured and killed.Between
July 8 and 15, according
to OCHA, more than
11,600 people were new-
ly displaced, bringing the
overall displacement since
the breakdown of the
ceasefire on March 18 to
more than 737,000 peo-
ple, about 35 percent of
Gaza's population.Since
the outbreak of the war in
Gaza 21 months ago,
nearly everyone has been
displaced, in many cases
multiple times.The office
said that most housing in
Gaza is flattened or other-
wise uninhabitable, and
many families stay out in
the open.

Extreme athlete Felix Baumgartner died after losing consciousness while paragliding before crash-
ing into a woman and falling into a swimming pool full of tourists in Italy. The Austrian sportsman,
56, lost his life at around 4pm Thursday in Porto Sant'Elpidio, Marche region, while flying a motor
powered paraglider. According to Italian local media, the daredevil, also known as 'Fearless Felix’,
was feeling unwell prior to making the jump, before losing control of his craft.

America IS concerned about its own
Interests: Deience experts on TRF terror tag

New Delhi, July 18
(IANS) The United States'
recent decision to desig-
nate The Resistance Front
(TRF), a Pakistan-backed
proxy of Lashkar-e-Tayyi-
ba (LeT), as a Foreign Ter-
rorist Organisation (FTO)
and Specially Designated
Global Terrorist (SDGT)
has drawn sharp reactions
from Indian Defence ex-
perts, who view the move
as delayed and diplomati-
cally motivated.

Wing Commander
Praful Bakshi (Retd.),
speaking to IANS, ex-
pressed skepticism over
the US' true stance on

terrorism.“America is try-
ing to clarify its position in
the context of terrorism at
this time. It wants to show
the world that it is against
terrorism. But is America
really against terrorism?
America is concerned
about its own interests. If
it has to support or create
terrorism to fulfil its inter-
ests, then America will do
so. For example, America
created the Taliban in col-
laboration with Pakistan
against Russia.”

“When terrorism be-
comes a burden for Amer-
ica, like during the 9/11 at-
tacks, it reacts. But simply

killing leaders or renaming
groups doesn’t end terror-
ism. It is ideological and
deeply rooted,” he added.
On Pakistan, he said:
“Pakistan is running on the
basis of terrorism. Its army
survives through terror.
Without it, Pakistan cannot
hold Kashmir. Terrorism
will continue to trouble In-
dia because it is an ideo-
logical tool for them.”
Colonel Shivdan Singh
(Retd.), another Defence
expert, provided deeper
context, suggesting the
US acted to fix its dam-
aged image after being
called out for soft-

pedalling Pakistan’s role in
terrorism.“Let me explain.
Right after the Pahalgam
attack, the US backed Pa-
kistan’s appointment as
Chair of two anti-terror
committees at the UN.
This was shocking. But
when India raised its vo
Minister S. Jaishankar
highlighted the issue at
multiple global forums,
and our diplomatic teams
presented evidence
across countries, it be-
came clear that TREF,
backed by Pakistan, was
responsible. TRF even
adygitted to the attack,” he
said.

US official briefs UN on North

Washington, July 18
(IANS) A US diplomat
briefed United Nations
(UN) member states on a
recent report by an inter-
national North Korea

force strict culling, and
punish illegal pig trading
and carcass dumping
that may spread the vi-
rus, according to the re-
port, Xinhua news agen-
cy reported.Veterinary
agencies must guide
farmers, expand safe
zones, and promptly re-
port outbreaks, while
ministries are tasked with
funding, monitoring, en-
forcing anti-smuggling,
and raising public aware-
ness of African swine fe-
ver prevention, the report
added. However, it can
cause significant eco-
nomic losses due to the
high mortality rate in pigs
and the resulting disrup-
tions to trade and produc-
tion.

South Korea: Court begins hearing on
legality ol ex-President Yoon's arrest

Seoul, July 18 (IANS)
A Seoul court held a hear-
ing Friday on former South
Korean President Yoon
Suk Yeol's request to chal-
lenge his arrest amid a
special counsel probe into
his botched attempt to im-
pose martial law.

The closed-door hear-
ing at the Seoul Central
District Court began at
10:15 am to determine
whether his arrest was le-
gal and should remain in
place.

Yoon arrived at the
court at around 9 am
where he was escorted
straight into the holding
cell in a transport vehicle,
avoiding contact with the
press, Yonhap news agen-

cy reported.The ousted
president filed for the court
review Wednesday, less
than a week after he was
placed under arrest at the
Seoul Detention Centre in
Uiwang, just south of the
capital, over five key
charges related to his at-
tempt to impose martial
law on December 3.

If the court rules in fa-
vor of Yoon, he will be re-
leased and stand trial with-
out detention.The court

has to deliver its ruling
within 24 hours after the
hearing.

Special counsel Cho
Eun-suk's team was ex-
pected to call for the arrest
to remain in place, given
the gravity of the charges
Yoon faces and the risk of
him destroying evidence
or attempting to influence
witness testimony. It will
also likely ask the court to
take into account the fact
that Yoon has been refus-
ing to cooperate with the
investigation.

Yoon has skipped his
insurrection trial twice and
said he will boycott all fu-
ture hearings unless Cho's
team is removed from the
courtroom.

Wreckage of missing plane found after
unsurvivable crash in Australia

Sydney, July 18 (IANS)
Authorities have found the
wreckage of a plane that
went missing in eastern
Australia, describing the
crash as unsurvivable.

An emergency search
was launched on Tuesday
when the light aircraft,
which was being piloted by
74-year-old sole occupant
David Stephens, failed to

reach its intended destina-
tion at a regional airport
south of Sydney in the
state of New South Wales
(NSW).NSW Police con-
firmed on Friday that the
wreckage of the plane, a
single-engine 1966
Beechcraft Debonair 35-
C33, was found by a res-
cue helicopter around 4
pm on Thursday in the
state's Snowy Mountains
region, Xinhua news

agency reported.

Superintendent An-
drew Spliet told reporters
that the plane had been
completely destroyed in
the crash and that it was
"fairly clear it wouldn't be
survivable."

No abnormality found in contamination
tests over suspected North Korea's

uranium wastewater discharge

Seoul, July 18 (IANS) South Korea has found no
abnormal levels of radioactive or heavy metal contami-
nation in tests related to a suspected wastewater release
from a North Korean uranium refining plant, the unifica-
tion ministry announced Friday.

In early July, South Korea's nuclear safety watchdog,
along with the oceans and environment ministries, con-
ducted contamination tests for uranium, cesium and five
heavy metal variants at 10 river sites near North Korea
in connection with the alleged wastewater discharge.

The move came after a recent news report that North
Korea may have dumped wastewater from a uranium
refining plant in Pyongsan County into the Ryesong Riv-
er that flows into South Korea, Yonhap news agency re-

ported.

venous insufficiency'

Washington, July 18 (IANS) US President
Donald Trump has been diagnosed with a com-
mon and benign vein condition after experienc-
ing swelling in his lower legs, White House Press
Secretary Karoline Leavitt announced.

According to Leavitt, ultrasound exams per-
formed on Trump's legs revealed chronic venous
insufficiency, a condition frequently found in in-
dividuals over the age of 70, Xinhua news agen-
cy reported.Leavitt said additional exams identi-
fied Trump with "no signs of heart failure, renal
impairment or systemic illness."She added that
Trump is not experiencing any discomfort due to
the diagnosis.In addition to leg swelling, Leavitt
also noted that Trump had bruising on the back
of his hand. She attributed this to minor soft tis-
sue irritation caused by frequent handshaking,
along with the use of aspirin, which Trump takes
as part of a standard cardiovascular prevention
regimen.Trump, 79, was recently photographed
at the FIFA Club World Cup 2025 final in East
Rutherford, New Jersey, where visible swelling
around his ankles sparked public speculation
about his health.

US House to vote on bill to cut funding

for foreign aid, public broadcasting

Washington, July 18 (IANS) The US House
of Representatives is expected to vote on a bill
to cut funding for foreign aid and public broad-
casting after the Senate passed it.

The Senate approved the bill early Thursday,
which will roll back $9 billion Congress had allo-
cated to foreign aid and public broadcasting, Xin-
hua news agency reported.

With a voting result of 51-48, the bill was op-
posed by every Democrat in the Senate, along
with two GOP senators.

Republican Senate Majority Leader John
Thune said the bill is a small but an important
"step toward fiscal sanity."The bill will slash $1.1
billion meant for the Corporation for Public Broad-
casting. US President Donald Trump and con-
servatives have blasted the corporation's two
channels, National Public Radio and the Public
Broadcasting System, as biased in favor of the
left. Moreover, the GOP has deemed the chan-
nels as an unnecessary expense to
taxpayers."My Democrat colleagues may not
want to acknowledge it, but we have a serious
spending problem in this country," Thune said
Tuesday.
