Surat, The court has
declared two accused guilty in
the Chakchari gangrape case
of Mangrol, Surat. The court
has conducted a speedy trial
in the gangrape case of a
minor girl in Kosamba police
station area during Navratri
for four and a half months and
has given a verdict in just 130
days.

The police had arrested a
total of three accused in the
gangrape case. One of them
died due to iliness during the
trial. Due to which the trial was
held against two accused and
both of them were found
guilty by the court today. The
sentence of both the accused
will be announced on Monday.

It is worth noting that the
testimony of the minor and
her friend proved to be
important in this case. Apart
from this, the police also
presented scientific evidence,
which was also accepted by
the court. Due to the
moonlight at the time of the
incident and the accused using
a flashlight, the minor saw the
face of the accused. The
victim also identified the
accused in the court.

What was the whole
matter?

Talking about this
gangrape case, on the night
of October 8, between 10:45
and 11:15 pm, a 17-year-old
and 4-month-old girl was
sitting with her friend in a
secluded place in afield on the
outskirts of Mota Borsara
village in Kosamba police
station area. Where Munna
Karbali Paswan and
Shivshankar alias
Dayashankar Chaurasia and
Raju came on a bike. First,
they came and threatened her
by saying, "Why are you
standing here?" and later
started beating her. They also
took away both their mobile
phones.

After that, both Tarun and
Sagira were stripped of their
clothes and their nude photos
were taken on their phones.
The accused threatened to
make the photos viral and
forced Sagira to have physical

otccused guilty

intercourse with them.
However, at that time, both
Tarun and Sagira did not
surrender to the accused and
tried to run away from there.
Then, when Sagira fell down,
the accused caught her and
took her to a sugarcane field
and gang-raped her.

The officers opened fire to
stop the accused.

After raping the minor, the
villagers gathered around him
shouting. Due to which the
accused left their bike there
in fear and fled. The local
crime branch team was
searching for the accused
Shivshankar Chaurasia. While
the Surat crime branch team
was searching for the accused
Munna Paswan, the accused
was seen on the road near
Tadkeshwar. Munna was
running away after slapping
the police, so the officers
opened fire to stop him.
However, he was not injured
at that time.

The prosecution has
demanded exemplary
punishment.

Public prosecutor Nayan
Sukhdwala said that the victim
recognized the face of the
accused due to the moonlight
at the time of the incident and
the fact that the accused were
using flashlights. Exemplary

punishment has been
demanded for the accused in
this case.

The victim revealed the
identity of the accused through
the mobile flashlight.

During her testimony, she
said that it was the fifth day
of the incident. There was
moonlight. When the accused
took out his mobile and took a
picture, his face was clearly
visible when he turned on the
flashlight. One accused died,
trial against two went on

Surat district police
arrested all three accused in
this case. One of the accused
died due to heart blockage,
while trial against two accused
went on in Surat court.
Following the order of the High
Court, a continuous day-to-day
trial started in the court from
November 11. The victim and
her friend testified in the court
without fear.In the sensational
case of gangrape of a minor,
a 3000-page chargesheet was
prepared by the police in just
15 days and presented in the
court.

Life is tough, Wear Helmet

India is the second largest
market for two-wheelers in the
world. Being so close to
leadership in terms of numbers
and with two-wheelers being
the preferred mode of transport
for over a hundred million
Indians, one would tend to
think that enforcement of basic
safety laws would be
stringent.A helmet is the most
basic, simple and yet effective
safety device that a two-
wheeler rider can use to
protect him or herself. The
helmet only protects the head,
but the need to protect that
part of our anatomy hardly
needs to be re-emphasized.

With the increase in the
number of Road accidents
wearing a good helmet is an
absolute must, even if it is
uncomfortable during peak
summer months and even if the
two-wheeler is being taken out
to the nearby place. The rate
at which the number of two-
wheelers in India is rising is 20
times the rate at which the
human population is growing.
In such a scenario, fatalities are
only going to rise if things do
not change fast. A study has
found that individuals wearing
a helmet without chinstrap
suffered severe injuries in road
accidents more than twice as
compared to individuals wearing
a strapped helmet. Accident
victims who have had serious
head injuries rarely get back to
normalcy even after surgery.
Helmets with visors also protect
the rider's eyes from debris and
small insects, which can often
turn out to be accident-causing
distractions.

The enforcement of
safety laws such as a
compulsory helmet use tends
to be extremely lax in many
parts of the country. Two-

wheeler riders are almost
twice as likely to be injured
grievously from an accident as
compared to car passengers.
Unfortunately, there are
many two-wheeler riders who
choose to ride without a
helmet. Statistics shows that
compliance, even in States
where a compulsory helmet
law exists, tends to be lower
amongst women. There are
innumerable stories of road
fatalities, which could have
been avoided if the riders
were with wearing helmets.

The third key part of the
helmet is the cushioning. High
quality sponge and woven
cloth is used to create padding
for covering the key areas of
the head that are prone to
injury in the event of a fall.
The keys spots that are
swaddled by the cushioning
are the temples, ears, back of
the head and the area just
below the eye-sockets. The
last component of the helmet
that is equally important is the
restraint or clasp that holds
the helmet in place around the
wearer's head.

There are few myths that

are commonly associated with
wearing a helmet. Some
think that it leads to hair loss
but there is no scientific proof
for this. Some think that a
rider is not able to hear
properly but in fact helmets
help rider to hear well by
cutting wind noise. It
prevents neck injuries in the
event of fall, thus preventing
fatal head injuries is far much
more important than
preventing neck injuries. The
risk of death is nearly 2.5 times
more among riders not wearing
a helmet compared with those
with a helmet. Among
helmeted patients, only 4.8 per
cent suffered severe head
injuries, compared to 23.7 per
cent without helmet patients.
Only full coverage helmets
were effective in preventing
head injury. People do not
realize the seriousness of the
issue unless they get
victimized. Society should be
concerned about whether a
two-wheeler rider uses a
helmet or not. (B-15 Jyoti-

Love affair leads to violent attack in
Ahmedabad, one critically injured

Ahmedabad, A violent
altercation took place late on
February 17 in Ranip,
Ahmedabad, over an alleged
love affair, resulting in multiple
injuries, including a critical head
injury to a man identified as
Shankar Dineshbhai Savi. The
Ranip police have registered a
case and investigated the
matter. According to police, the
conflict began around 8 pm
when Shankar, a resident of the
Ranip, was reportedly sitting
near Hanumanji Temple. The
dispute arose due to his alleged
relationship with Aarti, sister of
Sanjay Thakor. Aarti had
expressed her desire to marry
Shankar, but her family opposed
the union due to cultural
differences. Tensions escalated
later in the night when, at
approximately 11:00 pm, a
group led by Bharat alias Bikhli
Thakor confronted Shankar.
The assailants, armed with sticks
and knives, forcefully took him
to Bakram B before brutally
assaulting him. Witnesses state
that Bharat Thakor stabbed
Shankar, while other members
of the group, including Sanjay
Thakor, Gopal Lamanbhai Thakor,
and three others, joined in the
attack.
