TO THE BOARD AND SENIOR MANAGEMENT

INTRODUCTION

The Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI) has mandated the need for a succession policy pursuant to
Regulation 17(4) of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 (herein after
referred to as “SEBI LODR Regulations”).

This is one of the most signifcant attempts to ensure that investors do not suffer due to sudden or unplanned gaps

Section 178 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“Companies Act”), the Company is required to constitute a Nomination and

9. “Senior management” shall mean the offcers and personnel of the listed entity who are members of its core
management team, excluding the Board of Directors, and shall also comprise all the members of the management
one level below the Chief Executive Offcer or Managing Director or Whole Time Director or Manager (including
Chief Executive Offcer and Manager, in case they are not part of the Board of Directors) and shall specifcally
include the functional heads, by whatever name called and the Company Secretary and the Chief Financial
Offcer.

PROCEDURE FOR SUCCESSION
a. Succession Plan for the Board and the KMPs:

The Nomination and Remuneration Committee of the Company shall identify the suitable person from among the
existing board members/top management or from the outside to fll up the vacancy at the Board level.

The vacancy or fresh appointments at the Senior Management level shall be in line with the internal policy(ies)
adopted by the management, keeping in view the organization’s mission, vision, values, goals and objectives.

The Board may authorize the Committee to frame an internal policy for identifying and developing an internal pool

The Chairperson, the Whole-Time Director & CEO, the Executive Director and the Human Resource department
shall also, from time to time, identify and recommend high-potential employees who merit faster career progression
and formulate, administer, monitor and review the process of skill development and identify training requirements
in respect of such employees. The appointment of Senior Management shall be in accordance with the applicable
provisions of the Companies Act, the SEBI LODR Regulations and other laws as applicable to the Company

EMERGENCY SUCCESSION

If a Director’s slot/Senior Management'’s position suddenly becomes vacant by reason of death or other unanticipated
occurrence, the Committee shall convene a special meeting as early as possible to implement the process described
herein and fll the vacancies of Directors or Senior Management within the timelines as prescribed under the Companies
Act and SEBI LODR Regulations.
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For a temporary change in executive leadership (i.e., illness or leave of absence for long time), the immediate junior
offcer, reporting to such executive, shall take charge in place of his/her senior until the senior executive re-joins the
offce or if he/she is not competent in the view of the Chairperson and Whole-Time Director & CEO or the Committee,
then such other person who is competent to take the charge as may be decided by the Chairperson, Whole-Time
Director & CEO or the Committee will take charge until the senior executive re-joins the offce.

REVIEW AND MONITORING

The Nomination and Remuneration Committee shall review and monitor from time to time the implementation of
this Policy to ensure its effectiveness and may also recommend changes, if any, to the Board for ensuing effective

LIMITATION AND AMENDMENT

In the event of any confict between the provisions of this Policy and of the Companies Act, 2013 (and the rules framed
thereunder) or the SEBI LODR Regulations or any other statutory enactments, rules, the provisions of such Act or
SEBI LODR Agreement or statutory enactments, rules shall prevail over this Policy. Any subsequent amendment/
modifcation in the SEBI LODR Regulations, Companies Act, 2013 (and the rules framed thereunder) and/or applicable
laws in this regard shall automatically apply to this Policy.

The Nomination and Remuneration Committee shall have the power to clarify any doubts or rectify any anomalies that
may exist in connection with the effective execution of this Policy.

The Board shall reserves the right to amend this Policy from time to time based on changing requirements as prescribed
by the SEBI/Stock Exchange(s) or any other appropriate statutory authority on recommendation by the Nomination

Company Overview:

Responsive Industries Limited (“the Company”), was incorporated on 13th July, 1982, CIN
L65100MH1982PLC027797. The Company is a Public Limited Company incorporated and domiciled in Mumbai,
Maharashtra, India and is having its registered offce at Village Betagaon, Mahagaon Road, Boisor East, Palghar,
Thane — 401 501. The Company has primary listing in Bombay Stock Exchange Limited (BSE) and National
Stock Exchange (NSE) of India Limited.

The Company is a major producer and supplier of various articles made out of Plastics / Polymers, which includes
products like Vinyl fooring, Rigid PVC, Leather Cloth & Soft Sheeting’s.

Statement of Significant Accounting Policies:
Basis of preparation of Standalone Ind AS Financial Statements:

The Standalone Ind AS fnancial statements are prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind
AS) notifed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“Act”) read with Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended ; and the other relevant provisions of the Act and Rules thereunder.

The Standalone Ind AS fnancial statements have been prepared under historical cost convention basis, except
for certain assets and liabilities measured at fair value.

Use of estimates:

The preparation of the Standalone Ind AS fnancial statements of the Company in accordance with Indian
Accounting Standards (Ind-AS) requires management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets, liabilities and the accompanying disclosures along with
contingent liabilities at the date of the Standalone Ind AS fnancial statements. These estimates are based upon
management’s best knowledge of current events and actions; however uncertainty about these assumptions and
estimates could result in outcomes that may require adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or liabilities
in future periods. Appropriate revisions in estimates are made as management becomes aware of changes in
circumstances surrounding the estimates. Revisions in estimates are recognized prospectively in the Standalone
Ind AS fnancial statements in the period in which the estimates are revised in any future periods affected.

Fair Value Measurement:
The Company measures certain fnancial instruments at fair value at each reporting date.

Certain accounting policies and disclosures require the measurement of fair values, for both fnancial and non-
fnancial asset and liabilities.

between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured
using the assumption that market participants would use when pricing an asset or liability acting in their best
economic interest. The Company uses valuation techniques, which are appropriate in circumstances and for
which suffcient data is available considering the expected loss/ proft in case of fnancial assets or liabilities.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognized when it is earned and no signifcant uncertainty exists as to its realization and when the
revenue can be reliably measured.

Revenue from sale of goods is recognized when all signifcant contractual obligations have been satisfed, the
property in the goods is transferred for a price, signifcant risks and rewards of ownership are transferred to the
customers and no effective ownership is retained.

Revenue from the sale of goods is net-off returns, taxes or duties collected on behalf of the government and
applicable discounts and rebates.

Interest income is recognized using Effective Interest Rate (EIR) method.

Revenue in respect of export sales is recognized on the basis of dispatch of goods for exports. (i.e. on the date
of Bill of Lading).

Dividend is recognized when right to receive the payment is established, it is probable that the economic benefts
associated with the dividend will fow to the entity and the amount of dividend can be measured reasonably.

Other Income is accounted for on accrual basis, when certainty of receipt is established.

Inventories

Inventories of Raw Materials, Finished Goods, Semi-Finished Goods, Stores and Spares and Packing Materials,
are valued at cost or net realizable value, whichever is lower. Materials-in-transit are valued at cost-to-date. Cost
comprises of all cost of purchases, cost of conversion and other costs incurred in bringing the inventory to their
present location and conditions. Cost is arrived at on FIFO basis. Due allowance is estimated and made for
defective and obsolete items, wherever necessary, based on the past experience.

Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less estimated costs of
completion and estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Obsolete, slow moving, surplus and defective stocks are identifed at the time of physical verifcation of stocks
and where necessary, provision is made for such stocks.

Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE):
losses, if any.

to bringing the asset into the location and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner
intended by management, the initial estimate of any decommissioning obligation, if any, and, borrowing cost for
qualifying assets (i.e. assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use).

Subsequent expenditure is capitalised only if it is probable that the future economic benefts associated with the
expenditure will fow to the Company.

Spare parts which meet the defnition of Property, Plant and Equipment are capitalized as Property, Plant and
Equipment. In other cases, the spare part is inventorised on procurement and charged to the Statement of Proft
and Loss on consumption.

An item of property, plant and equipment and any signifcant part initially recognised separately as part of property,
plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefts are expected from its
use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition of the asset is included in the Statement of Proft and
Loss when the asset is derecognised.

The residual values and useful lives of property, plant and equipment are reviewed at regular intervals and
changes, if any, are accounted in line with revisions to accounting estimates.

Capital Work in Progress

Cost of assets not ready for use at the balance sheet date is disclosed under capital work-in-progress. Expenditure
during construction period is included under Capital Work in Progress & the same is allocated to the respective
PPE on the completion of its construction.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets acquired are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following initial recognition, intangible
assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs incurred in connection with the borrowing of funds. Borrowing
cost also includes exchange differences to the extent regarded as an adjustment to the borrowing costs.

Borrowing costs that are attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets (i.e. an asset that
necessarily takes a substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use) are capitalized as a part of the
cost of such assets. All other borrowing costs are charged to the Statement of Proft and Loss.

Depreciation

Depreciation on Plant, Property and Equipment has been provided on the Straight - Line basis, over the estimated
useful lives of assets. The Company provides pro-rata depreciation from the date of addition / up to the date
of deletion made during the reporting period. Intangible assets are amortized on a straight line basis over the
estimated useful economic life.

Depreciation methods, useful lives and residual values are reviewed at each reporting date.

The recoverable amount is the higher of the assets or Cash
Generating Units (CGU) fair value less cost of disposal and it value in use. Recoverable amount is determined
for an individual asset unless the asset does not generate cash infows that are largely independent of those from
other assets or group of assets.

When the carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired
and is written down to its recoverable amount.

Government Subsidy

Grants and subsidies from the Government are recognized if the following conditions are satisfed,

- There is reasonable assurance that the Company will comply with the conditions attached to it.
- Such benefts are earned and reasonable certainty exists of the collection.

Government grants related to revenue are recognized on a systematic basis in net proft in the statement of Proft
and Loss over the periods necessary to match them with the related costs which they are intended to compensate.

Taxes on Income
a) Current Tax

Income-tax Assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from or paid to the
taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted or
substantively enacted, by the end of reporting period.

Current Tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in the Statement of Proft
and Loss, other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

b) Deferred tax

Deferred tax is provided using the Balance Sheet method on temporary differences between the tax bases
of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for fnancial reporting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, the carry forward of unused tax
credits and any unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that
taxable proft will be available against which the deductible temporary differences, and the carry forward of
unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent
that it is no longer probable that suffcient taxable proft will be available to allow all or part of the deferred
tax asset to be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are re-assessed at each reporting date and are
recognised to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profts will allow the deferred tax
asset to be recovered.

Deferred Tax asset and liability are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the
asset is realized or liability is settled based on rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively
enacted at the reporting date.

Deferred Tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in the Statement of
Proft and Loss, other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

- Debt instruments at Fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL)

Fair value through proft or loss is a residual category for debt instruments. Any debt instrument, which
does not meet the criteria for categorisation as at amortised cost or as FVTOCI, is classifed as at
FVTPL.

- Equity investments

All equity investments in scope of Ind-AS 109 are measured at fair value. Equity instruments which
are held for trading are classifed as at FVTPL. For all other equity instruments, the Company decides
to classify the same either as at FVTOCI or FVTPL. The Company makes such election on an
instrument-by-instrument basis. The classifcation is made on initial recognition and is irrevocable.

For equity instruments classifed as FVTOCI, all fair value changes on the instrument, excluding
dividends, are recognized in other comprehensive income (OCI).

Equity instruments included within the FVTPL category are measured at fair value with all changes
recognized in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

Derecognition

A fnancial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a fnancial asset or part of a group of similar fnancial
assets) is primarily derecognised (i.e. removed from the Company’s Balance Sheet) when.

The rights to receive cash fows from the asset have expired, or

The Company has transferred its rights to receive cash fows from the asset or has assumed an obligation to
pay the received cash fows in full without material delay to a third party under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement;
and either:

. The Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or

. The Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset,
but has transferred control of the asset.

The Company assesses impairment based on expected credit losses (ECL) model to the following:
. Financial asset measured at amortised cost

. Financial asset measured at fair value through other comprehensive income

Expected credit losses are measured through a loss allowance at an amount equal to:

. 12 months expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from those default events on the
fnancial instrument that are possible within 12 months after the reporting date); or

. Full lifetime expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from all possible default events
over the life of the fnancial instrument)

For fnancial assets other than trade receivables, as per Ind AS 109, the Company recognises 12 month
expected credit losses for all originated or acquired fnancial assets if at the reporting date the credit risk of
the fnancial asset has not increased signifcantly since its initial recognition. The expected credit losses are
measured as lifetime expected credit losses if the credit risk on fnancial asset increases signifcantly since
its initial recognition.

The Company follows ‘simplifed approach’ for recognition of impairment loss allowance on trade
receivables, considering historical trend, industry practices and the business environment in which the
Company operates or any other appropriate basis.

a) Short-term employee benefit

Gratuity Obligation:

The Company’s net obligation in respect of defned beneft plans is calculated separately for each plan by
estimating the amount of future beneft that employees have earned in the current and prior periods, discounting
that amount and deducting the fair value of any plan assets.

The calculation of defned beneft obligations is performed annually by a qualifed actuary using the projected unit
credit method. When the calculation results in a potential asset for the Company, the recognised asset is limited
to the present value of economic benefts available in the form of any future refunds from the plan or reductions
in future contributions to the plan. To calculate the present value of economic benefts, consideration is given to
any applicable minimum funding requirements.

Remeasurement of the net defned beneft liability, which comprise actuarial gains and losses and the return
on plan assets (excluding interest) and the effect of the asset ceiling (if any, excluding interest), are recognised
immediately in Other Comprehensive Income (OCI). Net interest expense (income) on the net defned liability
(assets) is computed by applying the discount rate, used to measure the net defned liability (asset). Net interest
expense and other expenses related to defned beneft plans are recognised in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

When the benefts of a plan are changed or when a plan is curtailed, the resulting change in beneft that relates to
past service or the gain or loss on curtailment is recognised immediately in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

When discounting is used, the increase in the provision
due to the passage of time is recognized as a fnhance cost.

Contingent liabilities are possible obligations whose existence will only be confrmed by future events not wholly
within the control of the Company, or present obligations where it is not probable that an outfow of resources will
be required or the amount of the obligation cannot be measured with suffcient reliability.

Contingent liabilities are not recognized in the Standalone Ind AS fnancial statements but are disclosed unless
the possibility of an outfow of economic resources is considered remote.

Earnings per Share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the proft or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net proft or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the
effect of all dilutive potential equity shares.

i. Risk management framework

A wide range of risks may affect the Company’s business and operational / fnancial performance. The
risks that could have signifcant infuence on the Company are market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.
The Company’s Board of Directors reviews and sets out policies for managing these risks and monitors
suitable actions taken by management to minimise potential adverse effects of such risks on the Company’s
operational and fnancial performance.

ii. Creditrisk

Credit risk is the risk of fnancial loss to the Company if a customer or counterparty to a fnancial instrument
fails to meet its contractual obligations, and arises principally from the Company’s trade and other receivables,
cash and cash equivalents and other bank balances. To manage this, the Company periodically assesses
fnancial reliability of customers, taking into account the fnancial condition, current economic trends and
analysis of historical bad debts and ageing of accounts receivable.

These annual fnancial statements and other fnancial information have been audited by other auditors whose
report has been furnished to us, and our opinion on the Statement to the extent they have been derived from such
annual fnancial statements, is based solely on the report of the other auditors.

Statement of Significant Accounting Policies:
Basis of preparation of Consolidated Financial Statements:

The Consolidated Ind AS Financial Statements are prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards
(Ind AS) notifed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“Act”) read with Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015; and the other relevant provisions of the Act and Rules thereunder.

The Consolidated Ind AS Financial Statements have been prepared under historical cost convention basis,
except for certain assets and liabilities measured at fair value.

The percentage of ownership interest of the Parent Company in the Subsidiary/ Step down Subsidiary Companies
is as follows:

Basis of Consolidation:
Subsidiary:

Subsidiaries include all the entities over which the Group has control. The Group controls an entity when the
Group is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns through its involvement in the entity and has the ability to
affect those returns through its power to direct the relevant activities of the entity. Subsidiaries are consolidated
from the date on which Group attains control and are deconsolidated from the date that control ceases to exist.

The Consolidated Ind AS Financial Statements have been prepared on the following basis.

The Consolidated Ind AS Financial Statements of the Company and its Subsidiaries have been combined on a
line-by-line basis by adding together the balances of items like Assets, Liabilities, Income and Expenditure after
fully eliminating the intra-group balances and intra-group transactions resulting in unrealized profts or losses.

The Consolidated Ind AS Financial Statements have been prepared using uniform accounting policies for like
transactions and other events in similar circumstances and are presented to the extent possible, in the same
manner as the Company's separate fnancial statements.

Non-Controlling interests in the net assets of the Subsidiary Companies that are consolidated consists of the
amount of equity attributable to non-controlling shareholders at the date of acquisition and subsequent addition
of their share of changes in equity.

Proft or loss and each component of OCI are attributed to the equity holders of the parent and to the non-
controlling interests, even if this results in the non-controlling interests having a defcit balance.

Changes in the proportion held by non-controlling interests

Changes in the proportion of the equity held by non-controlling interests are accounted for as equity transactions.
The carrying amount of the controlling interests and non-controlling interests are adjusted to refect the changes
in their relative interests in the subsidiaries. Any difference between the amount by which the non-controlling
interests are adjusted and the fair value of the consideration paid or received is recognized directly in equity and
attributed to owners of the Company.

Use of estimates:

The preparation of the Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group in accordance with Indian Accounting
Standards (Ind-AS) requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of revenues, expenses, assets, liabilities and the accompanying disclosures along with contingent
liabilities at the date of the Consolidated Financial Statements. These estimates are based upon management'’s
best knowledge of current events and actions; however uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could

result in outcomes that may require adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets or liabilities in future periods.
Appropriate revisions in estimates are made as management becomes aware of changes in circumstances
surrounding the estimates. Revisions in estimates are recognized prospectively in the Consolidated Financial
Statements in the period in which the estimates are revised in any future periods affected.

Fair Value Measurement:
The Group measures certain fnancial instruments at fair value at each reporting date.

Certain accounting policies and disclosures require the measurement of fair values, for both fnancial and non-
fnancial asset and liabilities.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to settle a liability in an ordinary transaction
between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using
the assumption that market participants would use when pricing an asset or liability acting in their best economic
interest. The Group uses valuation techniques, which are appropriate in circumstances and for which suffcient
data is available considering the expected loss/ proft in case of fnancial assets or liabilities.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognized when it is earned and no signifcant uncertainty exists as to its realization and when the
revenue can be reliably measured.

Revenue from sale of goods is recognized when all signifcant contractual obligations have been satisfed, the
property in the goods is transferred for a price, signifcant risks and rewards of ownership are transferred to the
customers and no effective ownership is retained.

Revenue from the sale of goods includes excise duty and are net-off returns, taxes or duties collected on behalf
of the government and applicable trade discounts and rebates.

Interest income is recognized using Effective Interest Rate (EIR) method.

Revenue in respect of export sales is recognized on the basis of dispatch of goods for exports. (i.e. on the date
of Bill of Lading).

Dividend is recognized when right to receive the payment is established, it is probable that the economic benefts
associated with the dividend will fow to the entity and the amount of dividend can be measured reasonably.

Other Income is accounted for on accrual basis, when certainty of receipt is established.
Inventories

Inventories of Raw Materials, Finished Goods, Semi-Finished Goods, Stores and Spares and Packing Materials,
are valued at cost or net realizable value, whichever is lower. Materials-in-transit are valued at cost-to-date. Cost
comprises of all cost of purchases, cost of conversion and other costs incurred in bringing the inventory to their
present location and conditions. Cost is arrived at on FIFO basis. Due allowance is estimated and made for
defective and obsolete items, wherever necessary, based on the past experience.

Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less estimated costs of
completion and estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Obsolete, slow moving, surplus and defective stocks are identifed at the time of physical verifcation of stocks
and where necessary, provision is made for such stocks.

Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE):

Property, plant and equipment is stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment
losses, if any.

The initial cost of an asset comprises its purchase price or construction cost, any costs directly attributable
to bringing the asset into the location and condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner
intended by management, the initial estimate of any decommissioning obligation, if any, and, borrowing cost for
qualifying assets (i.e. assets that necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use).

Subsequent expenditure is capitalised only if it is probable that the future economic benefts associated with the
expenditure will fow to the Group.

Spare parts which meet the defnition of Property, Plant and Equipment are capitalized as Property, Plant and
Equipment. In other cases, the spare part is inventorised on procurement and charged to the Statement of Proft
and Loss on consumption.

An item of property, plant and equipment and any signifcant part initially recognised separately as part of property,
plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefts are expected from its
use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition of the asset is included in the Statement of Proft and
Loss when the asset is derecognised.

The residual values and useful lives of property, plant and equipment are reviewed at regular intervals and
changes, if any, are accounted in line with revisions to accounting estimates.

Capital Work in Progress

Cost of assets not ready for use at the balance sheet date is disclosed under capital work-in-progress. Expenditure
during construction period is included under Capital Work in Progress & the same is allocated to the respective
PPE on the completion of its construction.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets acquired are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following initial recognition, intangible
assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Intangible Assets are amortized on a systematic basis over its useful life on straight line basis and the amortization
for each period will be recognized as an expense.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs incurred in connection with the borrowing of funds. Borrowing
cost also includes exchange differences to the extent regarded as an adjustment to the borrowing costs.

Borrowing costs that are attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets (i.e. an asset that
necessarily takes a substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use) are capitalized as a part of the
cost of such assets. All other borrowing costs are charged to the Statement of Proft and Loss.

Depreciation

Depreciation on Plant, Property and Equipment has been provided on the Straight - Line basis, over the estimated
useful lives of assets. The Group provides pro-rata depreciation from the date of addition / upto the date of
deletion made during the reporting period. Intangible assets are amortized on a straight line basis over the
estimated useful economic life.

Depreciation methods, useful lives and residual values are reviewed at each reporting date.

When parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they are accounted for
as separate items (major components) of property, plant and equipment. The cost and related accumulated
depreciation are eliminated from the Consolidated Financial Statements upon sale or disposal of the asset and
the resultant gains or losses are recognized in the statement of Proft and Loss.

The useful lives determined are in line with the useful lives as prescribed in the Schedule Il of the Act, except
in case of Plant & Machinery which are depreciated over a useful lives of 20 years based on the technical
assessment.

Impairment of Non - financial Assets:

Non — fnancial assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date to determine whether there is any indication
of impairment. If any such indication exists or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the
Group estimates the asset’s recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of the assets or Cash
Generating Units (CGU) fair value less cost of disposal and it value in use. Recoverable amount is determined
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for an individual asset unless the asset does not generate cash infows that are largely independent of those from
other assets or group of assets.

When the carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired
and is written down to its recoverable amount.

1.14 Government Subsidy
Grants and subsidies from the Government are recognized if the following conditions are satisfed,
- There is reasonable assurance that the Group will comply with the conditions attached to it.
- Such benefts are earned and reasonable certainty exists of the collection.

Government grants related to revenue are recognized on a systematic basis in net proft in the statement of
Proft and Loss over the periods necessary to match them with the related costs which they are intended to
compensate.

1.15 Taxes on Income
a) Current Tax

Income-tax Assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from or paid to the
taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are those that are enacted or
substantively enacted, by the end of reporting period.

Current Tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in the Statement of Proft
and Loss, other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

b) Deferred tax

Deferred tax is provided using the Balance Sheet method on temporary differences between the tax bases
of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for fnancial reporting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, the carry forward of unused tax
credits and any unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that
taxable proft will be available against which the deductible temporary differences, and the carry forward of
unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent
that it is no longer probable that suffcient taxable proft will be available to allow all or part of the deferred
tax asset to be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are re-assessed at each reporting date and are
recognised to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profts will allow the deferred tax
asset to be recovered.

Deferred Tax asset and liability are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the
asset is realized or liability is settled based on rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively
enacted at the reporting date.

Deferred Tax items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in the Statement of
Proft and Loss, other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

1.16 Financial Assets
a) Initial recognition and measurement

All fnancial assets (not measured subsequently at fair value through proft or loss) are recognised initially
at fair value plus transaction costs that are attributable to the acquisition of the fnancial asset.

b) Subsequent measurement

Subsequent measurement is determined with reference to the classifcation of the respective fnancial
assets. The Group classifes fnancial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value

through other comprehensive income or fair value through proft or loss on the basis of its business model
for managing the fnancial assets and the contractual cash fow characteristics of the fnancial asset.

- Debt instruments at Fair value through Other Comprehensive Income (FVTOCI)

A ‘debt instrument’ is measured at the fair value through other comprehensive income if both the following
conditions are met:

. The asset is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual
cash fows and selling fnancial assets

. Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specifed dates to cash fows that are solely payments of
principal and interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding.

After initial measurement, these assets are subsequently measured at fair value. Interest income under
effective interest method, foreign exchange gains and losses and impairment are recognised in the
Statement of Proft and Loss. Other net gains and losses are recognised in other comprehensive Income.

- Debt instruments at Fair value through proft or loss (FVTPL)

Fair value through proft or loss is a residual category for debt instruments. Any debt instrument, which does
not meet the criteria for categorisation as at amortised cost or as FVTOCI, is classifed as at FVTPL.

- Equity investments

All equity investments in scope of Ind-AS 109 are measured at fair value. Equity instruments which are
held for trading are classifed as at FVTPL. For all other equity instruments, the Group decides to classify
the same either as at FVTOCI or FVTPL. The Group makes such election on an instrument-by-instrument
basis. The classifcation is made on initial recognition and is irrevocable.

For equity instruments classifed as FVTOCI, all fair value changes on the instrument, excluding dividends,
are recognized in other comprehensive income (OCI).

Equity instruments included within the FVTPL category are measured at fair value with all changes
recognized in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

Derecognition

A fnancial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a fnancial asset or part of a group of similar fnancial
assets) is primarily derecognised (i.e. removed from the Group’s Balance Sheet) when.

The rights to receive cash fows from the asset have expired, or

The Group has transferred its rights to receive cash fows from the asset or has assumed an obligation to
pay the received cash fows in full without material delay to a third party under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement;
and either:

. The Group has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or

. The Group has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, but
has transferred control of the asset.

On de-recognition, any gains or losses on all equity instruments (measured at FVTPL) are recognised in the
Statement of Proft and Loss. Accumulated gains or losses on equity instruments measured at FVTOCI are
never reclassifed to the Statement of Proft and Loss.

Impairment of financial assets
The Company assesses impairment based on expected credit losses (ECL) model to the following:
. Financial asset measured at amortised cost

. Financial asset measured at fair value through other comprehensive income
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Expected credit losses are measured through a loss allowance at an amount equal to:

. 12 months expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from those default events on the
fnancial instrument that are possible within 12 months after the reporting date); or

. Full lifetime expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from all possible default events
over the life of the fnancial instrument)

For fnancial assets other than trade receivables, as per Ind AS 109, the Company recognises 12 month
expected credit losses for all originated or acquired fnancial assets if at the reporting date the credit risk of
the fnancial asset has not increased signifcantly since its initial recognition. The expected credit losses are
measured as lifetime expected credit losses if the credit risk on fnancial asset increases signifcantly since
its initial recognition.

The Company follows ‘simplifed approach’ for recognition of impairment loss allowance on trade
receivables, considering historical trend, industry practices and the business environment in which the
Company operates or any other appropriate basis.

The Company’s trade receivables do not contain signifcant fnancing component and loss allowance on
trade receivables is measured at an amount equal to life time expected losses i.e. expected cash shortfall.

The impairment losses and reversals are recognised in Statement of Proft and Loss.

Initial recognition and measurement

All fnancial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value net of transaction costs that are attributable to the
respective liabilities.

Subsequent measurement

Subsequent measurement is determined with reference to the classifcation of the respective fnancial
liabilities. The Group classifes all fhancial liabilities as subsequently measured at amortised cost, except
for fnancial liabilities at fair value through proft or loss.

() Financial Liabilities at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL)

A fnancial liability is classifed as at fair value through proft or loss if it is classifed as held-for-trading
or is designated as such on initial recognition. Financial liabilities at FVTPL are measured at fair value
and changes therein, including any interest expense, are recognised in Statement of Proft and Loss.

(ii) Financial Liabilities measured at amortised cost

After initial recognition, fnancial liabilities other than those which are classifed as fair value through
proft or loss are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method
(HEIR”).

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees
or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortisation is included as fnance costs in the
Statement of Proft and Loss.

Derecognition

A fnancial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expires.
When an existing fnancial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on substantially different
terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modifed, such an exchange or modifcation is
treated as the de-recognition of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The difference in
the respective carrying amounts is recognised in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

1.18 Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and fnancial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the balance sheet if there is
a currently enforceable legal right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net
basis, or to realise the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

Employee Benefits
a) Short-term employee benefit

Short term employee benefts are recognized as an expense at an undiscounted amount in the Statement
of Proft and Loss of the year in which the related services are rendered.

b) Post-employment obligations
The Group operates the following post — employment schemes:
1. Defned beneft plans such as gratuity, and
2. Defned contribution plans such as provident fund.
Gratuity Obligation:

Provision for Gratuity is recorded on the basis of actuarial valuation certifcate provided by the actuary using
Projected Unit Credit Method.

The Company’s net obligation in respect of defned beneft plans is calculated separately for each plan by
estimating the amount of future beneft that employees have earned in the current and prior periods, discounting
that amount and deducting the fair value of any plan assets.

The calculation of defned beneft obligations is performed annually by a qualifed actuary using the projected unit
credit method. When the calculation results in a potential asset for the Company, the recognised asset is limited
to the present value of economic benefts available in the form of any future refunds from the plan or reductions
in future contributions to the plan. To calculate the present value of economic benefts, consideration is given to
any applicable minimum funding requirements.

Remeasurement of the net defned beneft liability, which comprise actuarial gains and losses and the return
on plan assets (excluding interest) and the effect of the asset ceiling (if any, excluding interest), are recognised
immediately in Other Comprehensive Income (OCI). Net interest expense (income) on the net defned liability
(assets) is computed by applying the discount rate, used to measure the net defned liability (asset). Net interest
expense and other expenses related to defned beneft plans are recognised in the Statement of Proft and Loss.

When the benefts of a plan are changed or when a plan is curtailed, the resulting change in beneft that relates to
past service or the gain or loss on curtailment is recognised immediately in the Statement of Proft and Loss. The
Company recognises gains and losses on the settlement of a defned beneft plan when the settlement occurs.

Defned Contribution Plans

Defned Contribution Plans such as Provident Fund, etc. are charged to the Statement of Proft and Loss as
incurred.

Foreign Currency Transactions:
a) Functional and Presentation Currency:

The Consolidated Financial Statements are presented in Indian rupees which is the functional currency for
the Group. All amounts have been rounded off to the nearest millions, unless otherwise indicated.

a) Monetary items:

Transactions in foreign currencies are initially recorded at their respective exchange rates at the date
the transaction frst qualifes for recognition.

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at exchange rates
prevailing on the reporting date.

Exchange differences arising on settlement or translation of monetary items (except for long term
monetary items taken prior to April 1, 2016) are recognised in Statement of Proft and Loss either
as Proft or Loss on foreign currency transaction and translation or as borrowing costs to the extent
regarded as an adjustment to borrowing costs.

The Group has elected to continue the policy adopted under previous GAAP for accounting the foreign
exchange differences arising on settlement or translation of long-term foreign currency monetary
items outstanding as of 31st March, 2016 ie. foreign exchange differences arising on settlement or
translation of long-term foreign currency monetary items relating to acquisition of depreciable assets
are adjusted to the carrying cost of the assets and depreciated over the balance life of the asset and in
other cases, if any, accumulated in “Foreign Currency Monetary Item Translation Difference Account”
and amortised over the balance period of the asset or liability.

b) Non - Monetary items:

Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are translated
using the exchange rates at the dates of the initial transactions.

Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Capital Commitments

Provisions are recognized when there is a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event,
it is probable that an outfow of resources embodying economic benefts will be required to settle the obligation
and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation

The expenses relating to a provision is presented in the Statement of Proft and Loss net of reimbursements, if
any.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax rate that
refects, when appropriate, the risks specifc to the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision
due to the passage of time is recognized as a fnhance cost.

Contingent liabilities are possible obligations whose existence will only be confrmed by future events not wholly
within the control of the Group, or present obligations where it is not probable that an outfow of resources will be
required or the amount of the obligation cannot be measured with suffcient reliability.

Contingent liabilities are not recognized in the Consolidated Financial Statements but are disclosed unless the
possibility of an outfow of economic resources is considered remote.

Earnings per Share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the proft or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net proft or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the
effect of all dilutive potential equity shares.

Classification of Assets and Liabilities as Current and Non-Current:

All assets and liabilities are classifed as current or non-current as per the Group’s normal operating cycle
(determined at 12 months) and other criteria set out in Schedule 111 of the Act

Cash and Cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash at bank, cash, cheque and draft on hand. The Group considers all highly
liquid investments with a remaining maturity at the date of purchase of three months or less and that are readily
convertible to known amounts of cash to be cash equivalents.

Cash Flows

Cash fows are reported using the indirect method, where by net proft before tax is adjusted for the effects of
transactions of a non-cash nature, any deferrals or accruals of past or future operating cash receipts or payments
and item of income or expenses associated with investing or fnancing cash fows.

C. Financial Risk Management

C.

Risk management framework

A wide range of risks may affect the Company’s business and operational / fnancial performance. The
risks that could have signifcant infuence on the Company are market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.
The Company’s Board of Directors reviews and sets out policies for managing these risks and monitors
suitable actions taken by management to minimise potential adverse effects of such risks on the Company’s
operational and fnancial performance.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of fnancial loss to the Company if a customer or counterparty to a fnancial instrument
fails to meet its contractual obligations, and arises principally from the Company’s trade and other receivables,
cash and cash equivalents and other bank balances. To manage this, the Company periodically assesses
fnancial reliability of customers, taking into account the fnancial condition, current economic trends and
analysis of historical bad debts and ageing of accounts receivable. The maximum exposure to credit risk in
case of all the fnancial instruments covered below is restricted to their respective carrying amount.

(a) Trade and other receivables from customers

Credit risk in respect of trade and other receivables is managed through credit approvals, establishing
credit limits and monitoring the creditworthiness of customers to which the Company grants credit terms
in the normal course of business.

The Company considers the probability of default upon initial recognition of asset and whether there
has been a signifcant increase in the credit risk on an on-going basis through each reporting period. To
assess whether there is a signifcant increase in credit risk the Company compares the risk of default
occurring on assets as at the reporting date with the risk of default as at the date of initial recognition. It
considers reasonable and supportive forwarding-looking information such as:
