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TheSecuritiesMarkets Code, 2025
(SMC/Code), introduced in thewinter
session of Parliament and at present
under examinationby the Standing
Committee onFinance,marks a deci-
sive shift towhatmaybedescribed as
regulatoryarchitecture2.0. It replaces
thearchitecture 1.0designed around
the Securities andExchangeBoard of
India (Sebi) in themid-1990s and sub-
sequently replicated,with variations,
across regulatory domains.Unlike its
predecessor,which focused largely on
functional empowerment, thenew
architecture places regulatory govern-
ance at the centre. This piece examines
three core levers that the codeuses to
make that shift: Board composition,
independence, and accountability.

Boardcomposition:At theheart of
any regulator lies its governing board
(GB). Conceptually, theGB’s primary
responsibility is to act as a hands-on
principal, holdingmanagement
accountable for conduct andperform-
ance. Effective discharge of this role
requires an external interfacewithin
theGB:Memberswhoparticipate fully
in decision-making, have a stake in
outcomes, yet remain sufficiently
detached fromday-to-day operations
andnot beholden tomanagement.
Part-timemembers (PTMs) perform
this function. They cando someaning-
fully onlywhenpresent in sufficient
numbers; ideally, PTMs should be at
least equal innumber towhole-time
members (WTMs), enabling them to

shapedecisions rather thanmerely
legitimisemanagerial outcomes.
The SMCbroadly reflects this gov-

ernance logic. It provides for a board of
15members comprising a chairperson,
three ex-officiomembers, and 11 other
members, ofwhomat least five are
WTMs. The remainingmembers are
expected to bring independent judge-
ment, professional diversity, and an
external perspective into boarddelib-
erations, strengthening internal
accountability. This designwould
stand enhanced if the codewere to
specify that nomore thanfive of the 11
membersmaybeWTMs, reserving at
least six positions for PTMs.
Apersistent constraint in board

designhas been the availability of suit-
ably qualified and independent indi-
viduals to serve as PTMs. Individuals
in active employment, profession, or
business are oftenunwilling to serve
on a full-timebasis,while stringent
conflict-of-interest norms limit
eligibility. In this context, the SMC’s
enhancement of theupper age limit
for PTMs to 70 is a pragmatic and
governance-enhancing reform. It
recognises that regulatory oversight
benefits fromseasoned judgement
andprofessional detachment, and
materially expands thepool of eligible
independentmembers.
Equally important is the composi-

tion of expertise. Given Sebi’s
mandate, theGBmust reflect a
balancedmix of disciplines, including
law, economics, technology, and
markets. The SMCaccordingly
requires representation fromdifferent
disciplines,with an endeavour to
include at least threememberswith
securities-market expertise. For a
modern, knowledge-intensive
regulator, this could be refined further
bymandatingminimumrepresenta-
tion across keydisciplines, for
instance, at least oneWTMand
onePTMwith legal expertise,
similar to Sebi’s prescriptions for
boards ofmarket infrastructure
institutions (MIIs).

Independence:The SMC retains and
reinforces Sebi’s functional indepen-
dence, enabling it to frame regulations,
conduct inspections, and adjudicate
contraventionswithout recourse to
anyorganof government. It also
preserves autonomyover financial and
human resources. Institutional inde-
pendence is further supported through
eligibility criteria, fixed tenures,
removal safeguards, andpost-tenure
cooling-off restrictions on employ-
mentwith governments,market
intermediaries, andother securities
market participants.
At a deeper level, however, regula-

tory independencedepends on the
professional strength of leadership,
particularly the chairperson and
WTMs, towithstandpressure from
organised interests and thepulls of
fear and favour, to avoid regulatory
capture. A termoffive years is insuffi-
cient to acquire deepdomainmastery,
institutional confidence, anddeci-
sional authority in complexmarkets;
by the time such expertise is acquired,
the term is oftennearing completion.
Further, individualswithdemon-
strated capability are unlikely to aban-
don established careers to join a
regulator for a short, finite tenure.

Renewal-dependent tenuresmay
dilute independence bymaking
incumbents implicitly attentive to
the preferences of the appointing auth-
ority. Regulatory independencewould
be better servedby recruiting capable
individuals atmid-career andoffering
tenures that rununtil a fixed retire-
ment age, preferably alignedwith
government service, irrespective
of the age at entry.
Nomineemembers,whoarepart-

time,presenta relatedconcern.By
design, they tendto reflect theperspec-
tivesand institutionalpreferencesof the
organisations theyrepresent,diluting
collective responsibilityandblurring
accountability.While theGBitself is
expected toactas theprincipal, inde-
pendent judgement isbestpreserved
through individually
appointedmembers
(someofwhomare
part-time,andtheothers
whole-time) rather than
departmental represen-
tation.Legitimate
coordinationof interests
isbetterachieved
throughstructured
inter-institutional coop-
erationmechanisms,
which thecodesepar-
atelyprovides for.

Accountability:The
SMCestablishesanelab-
orateaccountability
framework for theexer-
ciseofSebi’squasi-legislative, execu-
tive, andquasi-judicialpowers (Part I,
publishedonDecember23, 2025).
Beyondthis, thecodeelevates transpar-
ency fromamatterofgoodadministra-
tion toastatutoryobligation.Sebi is
required tomaintainauniversally
accessibleelectronicdatabaseonsecur-
itiesmarkets, andpublish regulations,
subsidiary instructions, andordersof
adjudicatingofficersandombudsmen.
ThecodemandatesSebi tomake
regulationsgoverning themeetingsof
theGBandpublish itsdecisions. It also
mandatesSebi toundertakeperiodic
research, regulatory impactassess-
ments, andauditsof the functioning
andperformanceof securitiesmarkets
andserviceproviders, andpublish
theresults.
Reformefforts increasingly recog-

nise theneed foranobjective, formal,
andperiodicassessmentof theperform-
anceof regulators.The International
FinancialServicesCentresAuthority
Act, 2019mandatesanannualperform-
ancereview,andthe Insolvencyand
BankruptcyBoardof Indiacommis-
sionedanexternalevaluation in2021.
TheSMCrequiresSebi to reviewitsown
performance,andtheproportionality
andeffectivenessof its regulations.This
frameworkwouldbesignificantly
strengthenedbymandatingan inde-
pendentexternalevaluationatdefined
intervals, consistentwithSebi’sown
requirements forMIIs.
Thecodeaddressesconflictsof inter-

est comprehensively.Membersof the
GBare required todiscloseanydirector
indirect interests, including thoseof

familymembers, and
Sebi ismandated to
frameregulations to
govern thesame.
Membersmaybe
removed if theyacquire
interests likely topreju-
dice their functions.
