New Delhi, Nov 22
(IANS) The Inland Water-

Sonowal.

He said the rapid mod-
ernisation of India’s inland
waterways, particularly in
the northeast, is set to un-
lock major economic op-
portunities and strengthen
the petroleum supply
chain and export routes
connecting Assam to
Bangladesh and South-
east Asia.

Sonowal said that an-
nual cargo movement on
NW-2 is now approaching
6 lakh tonnes, driven by
faster turnaround and re-
liable navigation.

“Under the dynamic
leadership of Prime Minis-

ter Narendra Modi, the re-
newed focus on Inland
Water Transport (IWT) has
enabled smooth and swift
cargo movement, reduce
logistics costs and provide
a reliable multimodal net-
work for the movement of
petroleum products and
Industrial cargo across the
Brahmaputra and Barak
river systems,” said the
minister at the ‘North East
Oil and Gas Conclave
2025'.

“This has not only re-

Nobel laureate ¢ V Raman a true legend
whoilluminated world oi science-tech: Minister

New Delhi, Nov 22
(IANS) Nobel laureate C
V Raman was a true leg-
end who illuminated
world of science and
technology, said Union
Minister Jitendra Singh
on the physicist’s 55th
death anniversary on Fri-
day.

Sir Chandrasekhara
Venkata Raman, known
for his work in the field of
light scattering, passed
away on November 21,
1970, in Bengaluru.

“Remembering the
great physicist and
#BharatRatna Sir C.V.
Raman on his death an-
niversary. His ground-
breaking discovery, the
“Raman Effect,” earned
him the first Nobel Prize
in Physics in 1930, mak-
ing him the first Asian to
be honoured with a No-
bel in any science disci-
pline,” Singh, the Minis-
ter of State for Science
&amp; Technology, said

in a post on social media
platform X.“Atrue legend
who illuminated the world
of Science and Technol-
ogy,” he added.

The Raman effect is
the change in the wave-
length of light that occurs
when a light beam is de-
flected by molecules.

It was named after
Raman, who was born on
November 7, 1888.

The Raman effect,
discovered while working
in the laboratory of the In-
dian Association for the
Cultivation of Science,
Kolkata, is used to anal-
yse different types of
material. With the discov-
ery, the noted physicist
transformed the under-
standing of light and ele-
vated Indian science on
the global stage.The
achievement earned him
the 1930 Nobel Prize in
Physics, and he became
the first Asian Nobel lau-
reate in science.

11n 5 iPhones made globally
In FY25 came out oi India
amid record domestic sales

New Delhi, Nov 22
(IANS)AsApple India post-
ed a record high domestic
sales of $9 billion in FY25,
one in every five iPhones
made globally in FY25 was
manufactured/assembled
in India, the company filings
showed. The company's
manufacturing in India con-
tributed 12 per cent of Ap-
ple’s global production val-
ue.Apple's sales in India ac-
counted for just over 2 per
cent of Apple’s $416.1 bil-
lion global revenue, but In-
dia’s role in iPhone produc-
tion expanded sharply, an-
alysts said. The iPhone
maker began local assem-
bly of high-end Pro and Pro
Max models of iPhones in
India for the first time. The
company filings showed
that the Americas brought
in $178.4 billion in FY25 -
nearly 43 percent of Apple's

global revenue - and a
growing share of those iP-
hones were shipped from
India. Europe followed with
26.7 per cent share and
Greater China contributed
accounted for 15.4 per cent
share. The company’s India
revenue has climbed near-
ly eightfold over the past de-
cade, driven mainly by iP-
hones, MacBooks, iPads,
AirPods and accessories,
with services remaining a
small single-digit share of
total sales. Apple’s India-
based production had a
freight-on-board value of
$22 billion in FY25, out of
which $7.5 billion worth of
vale being exported. Local
manufacturing largely sup-
ports the company’s sales
force in India by avoiding
the 16 per cent customs
duty applied on fully import-
ed phones.

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India to adopt 202223 as base
year, include new data sets in
GDP estimation

New Delhi, Nov 22 (IANS) India is set to un-
dergo a significant economic statistical overhaul
as the government announced updation of its GDP
estimation framework, adopting 2022-23 as the
new base year, an official statement has said.

FY 2022-23 has been chosen as the base year
of the new series and the estimates of new series
are scheduled to be released on February, 27
2026, the statement said. The revised series will
draw on new datasets unavailable during the last
overhaul over a decade ago. These new data sets
include a refined frame of active companies, de-
tailed Limited Liability Partnership filings, more dis-
closures from corporate annual returns, and the
annual survey of unincorporated enterprises.
These inputs aim to strengthen estimates across
institutional sectors, especially private corporations
and MSME-heavy activities where data gaps have
long persisted. An Advisory Committee on National
Account Statistics (ACNAS) has been constituted
to advise MoSPI on inclusion of new data sources
for improving the estimates of National Accounts
and the methodology for compilation and presen-
tation of National Accounts Statistics for purposes
of economic analysis and policy formulation, a re-
lease from Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation (MoSPI) said.

US court orders Byju Raveendran
to pay over $1 billion, firm to

appeal

New Delhi, Nov 22 (IANS) A US bankruptcy
court has ordered Byju's founder Byju Raveen-
dran to pay over $1.07 billion, holding him per-
sonally liable for the movement and concealment
of funds from Byju's Alpha, the company's US-
based financing arm. The default judgment, is-
sued by Judge Brendan Shannon of the Delaware
Bankruptcy Court, follows Raveendran's repeat-
ed failure to comply with directions to appear be-
fore the court and provide documents, according
to multiple media reports. A default judgment is a
ruling issued when a party does not participate in
the litigation or ignores court orders, allowing the
court to decide the case without a trial. Meanwhile,
Byju Raveendran denied all allegations and in-
formed that he will appeal the US court judgment.
Raveendra said that the US Court default judge-
ment was issued on an expedited basis and pre-
cluded him from presenting a defence. "The Court,
in our view, ignored relevant facts. Byju Raveen-
dran must be allowed to present a defence and
has been denied the right to do so by expediting
the trial," the statement said. "The Delaware Court
Judgement also does not address the fact that
GLAS Trust has been aware that the monies from
the Alpha loans were not used by Byju Raveen-
dran or any Founder of BYJU's for their personal
gain but were used for the benefit of Think; Learn
Private Limited (TLPL)," it added.

Gold, silver prices remain volatile
this week amid dynamic global

New Delhi, Nov 22 (IANS) Gold and silver pric-
es remained volatile this week amid signs of some
ease in global trade order, fading expectations of
a December rate cut by the US Federal Reserve
and a stronger dollar index.

According to the Indian Bullion and Jewellers
Association (IBJA), the price of 24-carat gold
closed at Rs 1,22,653 per 10 grams on Friday, up
Rs 221 against Monday's price of Rs 1,22,432 per
10 grams. Meanwhile, the price touched a week-
low at Rs 1,21,691 on Tuesday and a high at Rs
1,23,388 per 10 grams on Wednesday.

Silver price ended the week at Rs 1,51,129
per kilogram, down Rs 3,804 from Monday's price
of Rs 1,54,933 per 10 grams.

"Gold experienced a healthy correction this
week but continues to maintain a strong bullish
framework. COMEX gold closed at $4,079.5, while
MCX gold settled around Rs 1,24,191, finding sup-
port precisely on the multi-month rising trendline,"
said Ponmudi R, CEO of Enrich Money.

"Silver witnessed a sharp yet healthy correc-
tion this week across both COMEX and MCX, but
the broader uptrend remains firmly intact," Pon-
mudi added. Meanwhile, gold prices saw a mas-
sive dip on Friday amid stronger-than-expected
US September jobs data, which faded expecta-
tions of a near-term Federal Reserve rate cut.

Nifty, Sensex continue raily for
second week despite Fll outflows

Mumbai, Nov 22 (IANS) Indian equity bench-
marks made marginal gains for the second week,
supported by stronger second quarter (Q2) earn-
ings, easing inflation and optimism around the In-
dia-US trade negotiations.

Benchmark indices Nifty and Sensex edged
higher 0.68 and 0.50 per cent during the week to
close at 26,068 and 85,231, respectively.

Analysts said that a moderation in Fll selling
due to expectations of earnings upgrades in H2
FY26 also supported the rally. However, markets
turned volatile on Friday amid weak global cues.
The Nifty fell after failing to cross its previous all-
time highs of 26,277, ending its two-day advance.

Broader indices underperformed, with the Nif-
ty Midcap100 and Smallcap100 ending the week
down 0.76 per cent and 2.2 per cent, respectively.

Though IT stocks faced selling pressure due
to weakness in the US tech shares, it was the big-
gest weekly gainer. Nifty Auto and Services fol-
lowed as the secoral gainers during the week. On
Friday, metals and realty were the worst hit, both
dropping over 2 per cent, followed by PSU banks,
financial services and media.
