Switch UK to close
Sherburn facility

Chennai, March 26

SWITCH MOBILITY, UK, an
electricbus makerand a step-
down subsidiary of Ashok
Leyland, will cease manufac-
turing and assembly opera-
tions at its plant in Sherburn.
The decision was taken due to
the economic uncertainty in
the UK’s bus manufacturing
sector, the firm said.

Switch UK,a stepdown sub-
sidiary of the firm, has pres-
enceacross the UKand Europe.

Inaregulatoryfiling,com-
mercial vehicle major Ashok
Leyland announced that the
board of directors of Switch
UK has approved the com-
mencement of a consultation
process with employees,
which could potentially lead
to the cessation of manufac-
turing and assembly activities
at the Sherburn facility.

During a conference call
with analysts and investors,
Ashok Leyland MD & CEO
Shenu Agarwal said that while
the company has remained
committed to the UK market
for the past 15 years, market
variations and product chal-
lenges have prevented Switch
Mobility UK from achieving
the necessary volumes and
cost efficiencies in EVs.“Lower
volumes with uncompetitive
cost structure have made the
operations unviable,” he said.

Switch UK’s contribution
to the consolidated turnover
was only 0.60%.

Despite the decision, the
company clarified that Switch
UKhasno plans to exit the UK
market. It will execute all
existing orders and continue
to provide aftermarket and

service support from its facil-
ities in Rotherham and Thur-
rock for the existing fleet.
Agarwal noted that the EV
bus market in India is per-
forming exceptionally well
and is poised for significant
growth in the coming years.
“Switch India operations are
expected to achieve Ebitda
breakeven in FY25,” he said,
attributing this to a doubling
of e-bus volumes and e-LCV
sales crossing 1,000 units
within the first year of launch.
As of Q3FY25, Switch
India had an order book of
over 1,800 buses, including
export orders. “FY26 looks
even more promising for
Switch India,with a clear path
to achieving PAT breakeven,”
Agarwal said. He added that
the company aims to triple e-
busvolumesin FY26,whilein
the e-LCV (2-3.5-ton seg-
ment), it commands a market
share of over 80%, with pro-
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jected volume growth of 50-
80% in FY26.

In February, Ashok Ley-
land’s board approved an
investment of ¥500 crore in
Optare PLC, the holding com-
pany of its electric mobility
subsidiary, Switch Mobility.
“We are not anticipating any
furtherand immediate equity
infusion in Switch UK,” Agar-
wal added.

“Today’s decision on potential
ceasing of Switch UKmanufac-
turing operations is not likely
to have abearing on the repay-
ment terms agreed with the
lender,” Agarwal added.
