Besides, Safran will set up a
dedicated MRO facility for the
M88 engine powering the Das-
sault Aviation Rafale fighter jet
in Hyderabad.

India can save up to $15 bn in forex: Naidu

India could save up to $15 bil-
lion in foreign exchange
expenses in the coming years
by establishing itself as a
global hub for aircraft MRO
activities, Civil Aviation Min-
ister KRammohan Naidu said
on Wednesday.

Speaking at the inaugura-

tion of French major Safran's
MRO facility, Naidu said the
country will become a pre-
ferred destination foraircraft
maintenance activities.

India is one of the world's
fastest-growing civil aviation
markets, and domestic air-
lines have placed orders for
more than 1,500 aircraft.

The Safran Aircraft Engine
Services India (SAESI) facility

in the city will be operational
in 2026, and it will be a major
boost to the country’s indige-
nous capabilities in the fast-
growing aviation sector.

Highlighting the domestic
aviation sector’s growth
potential, Naidu said the
country’s MRO market is
projected to hit $4 billion
by 2031, with a growth rate
of 8.9%.

Currently, a majority of
MRO activities for Indian car-
riers’planesare done overseas.

Against this backdrop, the
minister said that carrying
out aircraft MRO activities
within the country will help
save up to $15 billion in for-
eign exchange in the coming
years. The cost savings of the
airlines will be passed on to
passengers, he added.

INDIAIS AT a decisive moment
initseconomicjourney.Global
supply chainsarebeingrebuilt,
energy systems are being
redesigned, and manufactur-
ing hubs are being re-evalu-
ated. For a countrywith India’s
talent pool and domestic
demand, this shift presents a
once-in-a-generation opportu-
nity. But capturing it requires
more than sector-specific
schemes, it needs a unified,
simplified industrial frame-
work that rewards companies
for building real value within
the country. For years, the
attemptshavebeenintheright
direction. It’s now time to
revisit the work done and opti-
miseit furtheras pertheevolv-
ing needs of the India Inc.That
is the premise behind propos-
inga National DomesticValue-
Addition Acceleration Pro-
gramme (NDVAP). It is a
straightforward idea,instead of
offering incentives based on
applications or narrowly
defined product categories,
reward manufacturers purely
on the extent of value they cre-
ate in India. In many ways, it is
the most natural evolution of
India’s ongoing push toward
self-reliance and globally com-
petitive manufacturing. How
thiswillwork,let me elaborate.

Designed for depth,
not just scale

NDVAP can operate on a
tiered system. As a company
increases its domestic value
addition — throughlocalisation
of components,materials,engi-
neering processes,and support-
ing ecosystems — it moves up
theincentiveladder.Thisaligns
with how genuinely competi-
tive manufacturing economies
are built, not on imported
inputs or low-value assembly
work, but on layers of domestic
capability. For India, this shift
could not be more critical.

In India, manufacturing
currently accounts for about
15% of our GDP.Amove toward
20% which NDVAP can help
accelerate, imagine the unlock
it can accelerate ranging tril-
lions of rupees in fresh output,
creating deeperindustrial link-

ages,and power sustained eco-
nomic growth. Equally impor-
tant is the impact on jobs that
will come with it. Manufactur-
ing-led economies generate
long-term employment oppor-
tunities across engineering,
tooling, materials processing,
testing, logistics, and skilled
trades.
