Mumbai, May 28 (UNI) : The
government has sanctioned a subsidy of
Rs 30 crore to support cow shelters across
the state, officials said on Wednesday. This
initiative aims to bolster the welfare and
upkeep of unproductive cattle, whose
numbers haverisen following aban on cow
slaughter.

The State Cow Seva Commission had
earlier submitted proposalsfor establishing
cow sheltersin 43 talukas, seeking financial
assistance for their operation. Based on
these recommendations, the government
has approved subsidies ranging from Rs
15lakhto Rs25lakhfor 30 selected shelters,
with the amount determined by the number
of animals housed at each facility.

The subsidies will be disbursed under

Massive turnout

the Govardhan Davanesh Seva Kendra
scheme, which providesfinancial support
to institutions dedicated to the care and
maintenance of the cattle. The state-level
selection committee, chaired by Animal
Husbandry and Dairy Development
Minister Pankaja Munde reviewed and
approved the proposals for the 30 cow
shelters.

Among the approved shelters, two are
located in Pune, five in Solapur, four in
Ahmednagar, and two each in Akola,
Nanded, Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar),
Aurangabad and Osmanabad districts.

: Seven peoplewereinjured
after violence broke out
during a protest outside a
pharmaceutical company in
Thanedistrict'sAmbernath
area, police said on
Wednesday.

The incident occurred
on Monday around 12:30
pm near the company
premises in the
Maharashtra Industrial
Development Corporation
(MIDC) zone.

AccordingtotheFIR, a
group of workers staging a
sit-in confronted several
individuals entering the
factory, suspecting they
had been hired as
replacements. The
protestors allegedly
attacked with sticks and
physically assaulted the
new entrants, before
chasing them away and
threatening them with dire
consequences if they
reported to work.

All seven injured were
takentoalocal hospital for
treatment.

Based on a complaint
filed by one of the injured,
the Shivaji Nagar police
registered an FIR on
Monday against 10 people.
A case has been registered
under multiple sections of
the Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita, including 189(2)
(unlawful assembly),
191(2) (rioting), 190
(offence committed in
prosecution of common
object), 118(1) and 118(2)
(voluntarily causing hurt

The suspect
convinced the woman
to transfer Rs 35 lakh
for the purported
purchase of a house in
Pune, providing her
with fake receipts and
forged property
documents. He later
stayed at her residence,
during which he

allegedly stole gold
ornaments worth
around Rs 20 lakh, as
well as her debit card,
which he used to
withdraw an additional
Rs 2.4 1akh.

After defrauding the
woman last month, the
accused vanished and
remainsuntraceable.

Mumbai, May 28 (UNI) Petrol and diesel prices in
Maharashtra have once again become a topic of
discussion asnew rateswere announced on May 28, 2025.

Fuel prices, which are closely monitored by the public
dueto their direct impact on daily expenses, were declared
at 6 AM and are now in effect across the state.

According to the latest data, petrol prices in most
cities of Maharashtra remain above 104 per litre, while
diesel pricesaregenerally above 91 per litre. For example,
petrol in Ahmednagar is104.89 per litreand diesel is91.40
per litre.

InAurangabad, petrol is105.18 and diesel is91.68 per
litre. Mumbai City continues to offer the lowest rates,
with petrol at 103.50 and diesel at 90.03 per litre.

Severdl cities, including Hingoli, Jalna, L atur, Nanded,
Parbhani, Ratnagiri, Sindhudurg, and Yavatmal, have
petrol pricesat 105.50 per litreand diesel at 92.03 per litre.
The changesin fuel prices areinfluenced by fluctuations
ininternational crude oil rates, aswell aslocal taxes, VAT,
and transportation charges.

Over the month of May, diesel pricesin Maharashtra
have shown a slight upward trend, with the highest
recorded rate being 92.12 per litre and the lowest at 90.03

per litre, reflecting a2.27% risefor the month.

Despitethe minor increasesin somecities, the overall
price movement remains relatively stable, and no major
spike has been observed. Fuel ratesare revised daily, and
consumersare encouraged to check thelatest pricesbefore
refuelling.For convenience, the latest rates can also be
obtained viaSM Sfrommajor fuel providers.
