mandals and 1,712 villages.

According to the three
power distribution compa-
nies in the State, the total
estimated loss to the power
sector would be around
32,200 crore, with large-
scale damage done to pow-
er substations, transform-
ers, poles, and power
lines.

According to the Agri-
culture department’s data,
paddy and cotton are the

Paddy fields in 31,267
hectares were inundated,
while cotton crops over
15,680 hectares suffered
extensive damage due to
continuous rainfall and
flooding.

Among the districts, Dr.

B.R. Ambedkar Konasee-
ma reported the highest
crop damage with 10,099
hectares being submerged.

In addition to paddy
and cotton, maize over
4,393 hectares and black-
gram in 3,004 hectares
were damaged, while baj-
ra, redgram, and soybean
suffered partial losses. The
report noted that 53 hec-

tares of nurseries were af-
fected in several regions,
compounding the impact
on farmers’ livelihoods.

The officials said that
restoration work of power
infrastructure was pro-
gressing rapidly, despite
heavy rains and flooding in
several coastal areas.

the Ministry of Agriculture,

“Withdrawal from the
scheme is not among the
options before us,” a CPI(M)
leader said, adding that an
alternative would be to go
slow on the implementation
of the scheme.

Decision to boycott

The CPI State leadership on
Tuesday resolved to boycott
Wednesday’s Cabinet meet-
ing, maintaining that “even
a hint of a compromise with
the BJP-RSS in Kerala would
have national consequenc-
es”. Binoy Viswam, CPI
State secretary, remained
hopeful of an early resolu-
tion of the issue.

“A discussion within the
alliance would have
preempted the awkward sit-
uation, but the General Edu-
cation Minister would have
been under duress to get the
funds for the payment of sal-
aries. We should look at it
from his point of view,” ar-
gued Thomas K. Thomas,
MLA, and State president of
the NCP(SP).

Constant monitoring

Andhra Pradesh Chief Mi-
nister N. Chandrababu Nai-

We condemn
the CM [Mamata Banerjee]
for this,” Congress leader
Prasenjit Bose said at a
press conference in Kolka-
ta on Monday.

CPI(M) Politburo mem-
ber Ramchandra Dome,
the Communist Party of In-
dia (Marxist-Leninist) Lib-
eration Politburo member

Kartik Pal and leaders of
other political outfits were
also present. The BJP, a key
Opposition party in the
State, was absent.

Mr. Bose, who has filed a
Public Interest Litigation
being heard by the Calcut-
ta High Court over the
DPDH project, alleged that
the State government has
not obtained clearances
and not followed the ne-
cessary procedures to in-
itiate a coal mine. He also
alleged that the State is
venturing primarily into
basalt mining in the name
of the coal project.

Earlier, he had an-
nounced a people’s con-
vention in Kolkata on Wed-
nesday to protest against
the coal project. CPI(M)
State secretary Md. Salim,
WBPCC State president
Subhankar Sarkar and CPI
(M-L) State secretary Abhi-
jit Majumdar are likely to
be key speakers.

Speaking at the Confeder-
ation of Indian Industry’s
(CII) conference on ‘“The Fu-
ture of Smart Roads in India’,
the Union Minister for Road
Transport and Highways said
that every road should dis-
play the names and contact
details of the officials, con-
tractors and consultants re-
sponsible for its
maintenance.

“I’ve given strict orders —
roads must be good, and they
must stay good,” he said.

“Every road must clearly
display who the minister in
charge is, who the secretary
is, their phone numbers, who
the contractor is, and who
the consultant is. Everything
must be public. If a road is
bad, people should know
who to call,” he said.

“When audits are regular,
transparency increases, and
excuses decrease,” he cited.

“If people are paying toll,
they deserve international-
quality roads. Weather or
poor bitumen cannot be ex-
cuses. If the surface is not
comfortable, fix it — cost
may increase, but comfort is
non-negotiable,” he said.

Furthermore, he high-
lighted recurring accident-
prone stretches, noting that
on some highways, dozens of
fatalities occur at the same
location every year.

“How is that possible? Ac-
countability must extend to

safety. Every officer, con-
tractor and consultant must
own their responsibility,” he
remarked.

Apart from accountability,
Gadkari linked road per-
formance directly to logist-
ics efficiency.

He pointed out that in-
dustry and academic reports
place India’s logistics cost at
about 16 per cent of GDP,
compared with 8 per cent in
China and 12 per cent in
Europe.

GOODS TRAFFIC

Industry estimates that cur-
rently around 80 per cent of
goods traffic in India moves
byroad.

“Improving road quality
and efficiency can bring lo-
gistics costs down to single
digits, boosting competitive-
ness and exports,” he said.

Additionally, Gadkari reit-
erated his push for cleaner
energy and urged wider ad-
option of bio-ethanol, bio-
fuels, LNG, and hydrogen in
road construction and
transport.

The company will not be
adding more properties to its
mass category — The Hive,
but is more focused on redu-
cing costs so that it can de-
liver a better product at a
competitive price.

“Our idea with Aurus at a
pan-India level is not to
make a product that is unaf-
fordable for normal people,
it is to get volumes at that
scale, wherein we are able to
reduce the cost to an extent
that we can deliver the same
product at a competitive
price.”

While the revenue split is
70-30 per cent, with 70 per
cent from Aurus and 30 per
cent from Hive, going for-
ward, since there is no
growth happening in the
Hive model, Agarwal says the
proportion of Aurus should
increase substantially.

ways.

He noted that improved
road connectivity is boosting
religious tourism and adven-
ture sports in several parts of
the country.

In addition, the Minister
advocated for the use of
precast technology in road
and infrastructure projects
to enhance quality and en-
sure timely completion.

‘New road construction
contract reforms to cut
project execution delays’

The Centre will soon insti-
tute reforms in road con-
struction contracts, which
are expected to stem delays
in project execution, a senior
official told businessline.

Accordingly, the Ministry
of Road Transport and High-
ways is in the process of re-
vising the contract docu-
ment for projects built under
the build, operate and trans-
fer mode.

Speaking on the sidelines
of anindustry event here, the
Secretary of the Ministry of
Road Transport and High-
ways, V Umashankar, said
that the upcoming reforms
will streamline contract con-
ditions to address project
delays.

SMART PLANNING

“These reforms are part of
the overall strategy for creat-
ing smart planning in infra-
structure development,” he
said on the sidelines of CII’s
“Future of Smart Roads in
India”.

As per the senior official,
the new contractual condi-
tions being finalised will ad-
dress the issues faced by con-
tractors.

“There shouldn’t be sud-
den surprises or uncertain-
ties for contractors for which
there are no provisions made
in the contract.”

“Predictability,” he said,
“is central to smart infra-
structure — in planning, exe-
cution and user experience.”
According to Umashankar,
the first focus should be on

fulfilling ‘conditions
precedent’.
DISPUTE RESOLUTION

“Pre-construction essentials
such as ensuring land avail-
ability, obtaining necessary
clearances and including
proper risk-sharing and
plans for dispute resolution
in contracts are important,”
he said.

Besides, Umashankar said
that transparent contract
implementation is the “es-
sence of smartness”.

Furthermore, he noted
that “user predictability is as
important as contractual
predictability, ensuring
people know when and how
they can use infrastructure”.

Inits reforms package, the
Centre is expected to add a
provision for risk sharing in
the PPP (public private part-
nership) mode.
